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MARKETING AUDIT AND ITS IMPACT ON SMALL BUSINESS IN KAZAKHSTAN

ABSTRACT

In the article, a small business study was conducted, which revealed a positive impact on the growth of
financial indicators with the help of a marketing audit.

The purpose of this study is to find an affordable marketing tool to improve the economic metrics of small
businesses in Kazakhstan in the form of a marketing audit. Marketing audit is one of the ways to improve the
conditions for SME development in Kazakhstan, which in turn will have a positive impact on the development
of the country's economy.

Methodology. For the study of small business, the works of foreign researchers on the theoretical
understanding and application of the experience of developed countries, taking into account the specifics of
Kazakhstan, were used. Based on the theoretical basis, questions for in-depth interviews were formulated,
a hypothesis was formulated, a quantitative study was conducted in the form of questionnaires of 120
respondents, representatives of small businesses in Kazakhstan to verify the validity and reliability of the
formulated hypothesis.

The originality / value of the study is a hypothesis about the impact of marketing audit, tested and proven,
thereby revealing a direct link between the growth of small businesses and the use of marketing audit.
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Findings. The results of the study showed low awareness of small business owners about existing marketing
audit tools. The use of a small business is basically a classic standard set of marketing actions. Performance
analysis is not studied by owners and does not determine the relationship between economic indicators
and marketing actions. Small business employees do not have good working conditions, so they have low
motivation to improve business performance.

ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research is to analyze the cross—cutting competencies or interpersonal communication
skills of university graduates that are most valued by international employers.

Research methodology. This article uses methods of desk research, general scientific methods such
as systematization, generalization, concretization, synthesis, analysis, as well as a quantitative method
(questionnaire survey).

The value of research. The analysis focused on the characteristics of employers and organizations,
methods and tools for assessing transversal competencies and the most highly valued competencies at the
international level. One of the main contributions is the creation of a classification consisting of many cross-
cutting competencies grouped by five parameters. The results show that employers placed more importance
on competencies related to basic work-related skills (JRS), social-relational skills (SR) and self-management
skills (SM). Higher education institutions should include «employment pedagogy», which will strengthen the
link between the academic environment and socio-professional reality and ensure an adequate transition of
graduates to the labor market.

The results of the research. The research findings revealed that the most widely used method of assessing
the ability to work is indirect assessment. To assess interdisciplinary competencies, employers use presumptive
information (with an emphasis on importance, indicators of working capacity or expectations regarding the
competencies required for work). In contrast, only a few studies directly assessed the skills needed for the job
(focusing on hiring criteria through interviews with employers). With such a direct assessment, a large number
of studies have been devoted to analyzing the content of job ads. The scientific novelty lies in the search for
adequate mechanisms for the employment of graduates and, as a result, the use of best practices in managing
this process at the international level.

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MODERN FASHION INDUSTRY: TRENDS AND PROSPECTS FOR KAZAKHSTAN

ABSTRACT

Purpose of the study is to identify the features and trends of the modern fashion industry and determine
promising areas for further development and activation of the Kazakhstani fashion industry.

Methodology. The study is based on the methods of system analysis, dialectic-logical approach, analysis of
statistical data, review of scientific and journalistic literature and expert interviewing.

Originality / value of the study. The authors of the article identified topical issues in the development of
the fashion industry in Kazakhstan, taking into account global trends in the development of this industry and
opportunities for further development of the fashion sector in the country. The recommendations proposed by
the authors are of practical interest and will give impetus to further scientific analysis in this area.

Results of the study. The authors of the article analyzed the statistical data on the development of the
clothing industry in Kazakhstan for five years. It is concluded that the fashion industry in Kazakhstan is
developing at a slow pace, despite the existing opportunities and great potential. The most important features
and trends of the global fashion industry, such as globalization of resources, creation of strategic partnerships
and alliances, strengthening of the influence of transnational corporations, growth of knowledge intensity,
predominant focus on the budget price segment, and rapid increase in the digitalization of the industry, have
been identified and analyzed. Based on the results of the analysis, promising directions for the development of
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the Kazakhstani fashion industry were substantiated — creation of strategic partnerships and alliances, active
promotion of national brands, as well as co-branding, targeting, and increased digitalization of the industry.

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study. To analyze the state of meat production in the Republic of Kazakhstan and the
Russian Federation with the allocation of promising points of balanced growth and sustainable development
in order to form clear prerequisites for improving the quality of nutrition of the population of these countries.

Methodology. The following scientific methods are used in the work: statistical observation; comparative
analysis; meta-analysis; multidimensional statistical analysis; analogy; synthesis; formalization; summary
and grouping of statistical observation materials; absolute and relative statistical values; expert evaluation;
retrospective.

The originality / value of the research is to identify promising directions for the development and
sustainable growth of the sectoral sectors of the agro-industrial complex (AIC) of the Republic of
Kazakhstan and the Russian Federation.

Findings. Today in the Russian Federation and the Republic of Kazakhstan, a large number
of industry programs have been approved and are being implemented quite successfully, aimed at ensuring
the sustainable and effective development of meat-product subcomplexes; promising forms of organization
of the industry market are: contracting of raw materials; sale of products at wholesale sites; sale through
commodity distribution networks of farmers' cooperation; supplies at the intersectoral level; stock exchanges;
sale from farms; in Kazakhstan today, feed is produced almost 2 times less than the zootechnical norm;
specialized enterprises for fattening cattle, sheep, pigs and poultry should become the basis of the meat
industry of Kazakhstan; specialization, compared with diversified production, provides 1.5-2 times higher
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productivity and reduces the cost of livestock production by 25-40% in Kazakhstan; mechanized shepherd
brigades should become the main organizational form of lamb production in steppe, semi-desert areas; one
of the most significant risks in the development of modern animal husbandry in Russia is the threat of the
spread of dangerous and especially dangerous diseases among; today in the Russian Federation there is a
serious spread between the initial price of agricultural producers and the final price in the retail segment for
meat products; the level of resource provision in the Russian Federation has quite high indicators and a steady
growth trend is inherent in it; today the industry sector in Russia is functioning steadily, and the points of
growth should be: export; entrepreneurship; investment; digitalization; veterinary control; the basis for the
sustainable development of the industrial sectors of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Russian Federation
should be specialized enterprises for fattening cattle, sheep, pigs and poultry.

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COST ACCOUNTING IN THE CONSTRUCTION INDUSTRY

ABSTARCT

Cost management becomes the most effective aspect in effective business management. This is determined
both by the limited growth of margin income in the stable trends of low added value, and by industry features.
The relevance of the presented research is determined both by the dynamic development of the construction
industry, which indicates the concentration of risks, and by the increasing potential in optimizing conditionally
constant and conditionally variable costs, which are characteristic of construction. The search for reserves to
reduce the cost of construction and increase profitability requires management data on the real level of costs.
Research in the field of cost management and accounting is receiving increasing attention from researchers due
to the scientific prospects of this area of economic knowledge.

The purpose of the research is to clarify the features of cost management and their accounting in construction,
taking into account current trends in the development of the industry.

Research methodology: the use of general scientific methods of cognition (synthesis, analogy, generalization,
deduction) allowed us to develop general patterns in the management of costs in construction. Data collection,
study and comparison were carried out using empirical methods. When processing and systematizing the data,
grouping and classification methods were used, which made it possible to identify opportunities for allocating
new cost groups in the management accounting system. The information and statistical base of the study was
compiled according to official periodicals and information and analytical data of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The originality / value of the study lies in the fact that it summarizes, evaluates and expands knowledge
about costs in the construction industry, clarifying the impact of cost classification in improving the accounting
of variable and fixed, direct and indirect costs.

Findings. The author analyzes the main issues related to determining the cost of housing construction. The
main types of costs arising in construction are clarified, the differentiation of costs for the purposes of their
management and distribution in margin management is carried out, the issues of cost accounting in the context
of financial and managerial accounting are investigated.

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CONCENTRATION OF INDUSTRIES IN KAZAKHSTAN

ABSTRACT

The concentration of production is closely related to monopolization, diversification of economic sectors,
and generally affects the efficiency of production and competitiveness of the country's economy. In the case of
Kazakhstan, the increase in the concentration of industries occurs at the expense of extractive industries, and
therefore worsens the environmental situation.

The purpose of the research. In this article, we set a goal to analyze the concentration of industries or the
so-called real sector of the economy of Kazakhstan (1992-2021) in order to determine trends in concentration,
identify the dominant industries in industry, their impact on the structure of production and concentration of
industry, as well as whether these industries create prerequisites for innovative development of the country.

Methodology. In the analysis, we used methods of formal logic, quantitative and qualitative analysis of
statistical indicators based on the materials of the Bureau of National Statistics of the Agency for Strategic
Planning and Reforms of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Originality / value of the research. To calculate the concentration of industries, we used the Gerfindahl-
Hirschman market concentration index. The criteria for attribution to a particular level of concentration are
determined based on the Methodology for Assessing Economic concentration in commodity markets approved
by the Order of the Minister of National Economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Then the dominant sectors
were identified and the interdependence of changes in the share of these industries and changes in the industrial
concentration index over 30 years (1992-2021) was shown.
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Findings. The results showed an increase in the concentration of industry until 2011 to a highly concentrated
value and then a decrease. The dominant industry was the sector associated with oil and gas production.

DEVELOPMENT: A SYSTEMATIC LITERATURE REVIEW

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research. In this research work, considering the previous research works, it is proposed
to identify and group the common problems encountered during the development of ecotourism and future
development prospects.

Methodology. In the conduct of this literature review, the aim of the research work was determined and its
main tasks were formed. Research questions were formed based on the study goals, and papers from Scopus
and Science Direct sources were reviewed based on the keywords composing the research questions. Articles
from 2017 to 2022 were evaluated for relevance to the study topic using the BULIN OR/AND operators. Fur-
thermore, materials were gathered through publications written by domestic scholars, books, and government
websites.

Originality / value of the research. In the course of the study, the authors, based on the goals of the state
program for the development of tourism in Kazakhstan for 2019-2025, reviewed and analyzed the problems
that countries face in the development of ecotourism, and combined the most common problems. At the same
time, as a result of the review work, the positive impact of ecotourism on the state and development prospects
was determined.

Findings. As a result of the research, the lack of support from the government and local administration, the
low level of infrastructure, as well as the lack of knowledge of the local population on the implementation of
ecotourism services, and the lack of specialists in this field were shown as the main common problems in the
development of ecotourism. It was determined that the development of ecotourism has a positive economic,
ecological and sociological impact on the local territory and directly contributes to sustainable development.
The study's findings will be valuable to future researchers and stakeholders interested in ecotourism develop-
ment.

INTRODUCTION

In the current state of the world economy's growth, tourism is quickly becoming one of the leading and
fastest growing businesses. Tourism helps to develop the key sectors of the economy by increasing the number
of employment, tax revenues, and foreign currency inflows to the budget.

According to data from the World Tourism Organization, ecotourism is one of the segments of the tourism
industry that is growing the fastest. It accounts for 25 % of global tourism, and the number of people using this
service grows by 20 % annually [1]. While many countries are rich in ecotourism resources, their development
level remains at a low level, including Kazakhstan, although it has a higher resource potential than other coun-
tries with developed ecotourism, but the development indicator does not correspond to it.

The number of annual users of this tourism service in Kazakhstan is 2 million people. According to the
information received from the Forestry and Wildlife Committee of the Ministry of Ecology, Geology and
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Natural Resources of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the size of specially protected natural areas in the country,
i.e., areas suitable for the development of ecotourism, is 26 million hectares, and the area of ecotourism is ten
times more than in developed countries, for example, in the USA and Australia, the number of ecotourists is
about 200 million and 60 million people, respectively [2].

Nowadays, many programs and activities are being implemented in the country for the development of the
tourism sector, in particular, the unique one of this programs are the «State program for the development of the
tourism sector of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2019-2025». The main goal of this program is to increase the
share of tourism in the country's GDP by at least 8 % by 2025 [3].

Kazakhstan is very rich in numerous natural sites that attract the attention of ecotourists, and has a high
potential for ecotourism, which is associated with natural, recreational and ethnocultural tourism, since it pos-
sesses all the necessary aspects to establish itself as a significant participant on the global tourist scene, it has
the potential to develop new tourism goods. However, Kazakh nation’s indicators are weak when compared to
how well-developed ecotourism is in the leading nations.

Based on the above mentioned information, despite the state support for the development of ecotourism in
Kazakhstan, as well as all the resources, it can be determined that this tourism direction is a young industry
that has not yet well established.

In this research work, it is important to analyze the problems encountered in the development of ecotourism
and proposed solutions found in other research works. While achieving these goals, due to the lack of domestic
research, foreign research works are reviewed, and as a result, the necessary data related to the field of ecotour-
ism in Kazakhstan are selected.

The results of this study can be useful for future research to better identify the problems that arise in this
field and can also be used in the work related to tourism operators and all stakeholders interested in the devel-
opment of this field.

Methodology. In the first stage of the research, the conceptual boundaries of the literature review work were
determined, that is, the main goal of the research was to determine the importance of ecotourism development
based on other previous studies. In the process of achieving this goal, the main obstacles and prospects for the
development of ecotourism were determined, research questions were formulated, and the main directions of
research were formed. After determination the aim and objectives of the research the following research key-
words were identified according to them: «ecoutourismy, «problemy», «issues», «challenge», «developmenty,
«prospecty, «perspective», «economicy, «ecologicaly», «social», «infrastructure», «sustainable development».
Articles from Scopus Science Direct sources were reviewed using these keywords. Boolean OR/AND opera-
tors were used to increase the relevance of the reviewed articles to the research questions. Boolean operators
are a very effective tool for literature review, as the optimal use of these operators helps to save time, identify
relevant research topics, and most importantly, conduct a systematic review [4]. As another task of the research
work is to determine the future development of ecological tourism, it was considered important to discuss the
research works of the last years, therefore, the research works made in the last six years between 2017-2022
were considered. In addition to the articles of foreign researchers, the articles and books of domestic research-
ers, as well as the information on official website pages, were considered.

Literature review of world ecotourism. Ecotourism is described as «responsible travel to natural regions
that conserves the environment, supports the well-being of local people, and involves interpretation and learn-
ing» by the International Ecotourism Society.

Ecotourism is one of the fastest growing sectors of tourism in the world today. This is because the majority
of tourists are bored with traditional tourist activities and are looking for a new type of travel and new adven-
tures. Countries with high potential in this tourist direction may encounter many problems in the development
of ecotourism.

The low development of ecotourism in the Philippines is associated with its low potential. Initially, many
benefits from ecotourism, such as economic, social and environmental benefits, attracted local governments
and other interested parties, but many problems arose during the development of this industry. The existence
of ecotourism resources is not a guarantee of its development, because the poor infrastructure and the location
of these ecozones far from large metropolises have a negative effect on the fact that they cannot compete with
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other tourist objects, and that they cannot attract the attention of visiting tourists. At the same time, improper
management in eco-parks is the reason why it cannot provide sufficient services. As mentioned above, although
the settlements are ecologically attractive, if the interested parties do not form and implement the correct eco-
tourism development strategy, it is quite possible that its development potential will remain at a low level [6].

The location of the Ethiopian state in a favorable political region and the diversity of ecological natural
resources can be considered as the main perspectives in the development of ecotourism. Despite of this, insuf-
ficient infrastructure quality highways, electric power, medical facilities, conflict between the parties in the use
of natural resources, as well as the lack of educated and specialized labor force, is a hindrance to the develop-
ment of ecotourism in the region [7].

Malaysia's Lower Kinabatangan Nature Reserve has all the prerequisites for economic benefits through the
development of sustainable ecotourism. The number of participants in the development of this field among
local communities is low. Only 42.4 % of the research participants work in tourism. The main obstacles in the
development of local ecotourism are the lack of capital and knowledge among the community in this field of
activity. Therefore, the direct participation of the local community in the formation of sustainable ecotourism
and the presence of tourist experience play an important role [§].

While increasing the economic viability of ecotourism, one of the most important aspects is the fulfillment
of basic requirements for the development of tourism. Formation of communication infrastructure and preser-
vation of public safety are considered as basic principles [9].

In the development of ecotourism, the problems are not limited only to the lack of infrastructure, but also
other issues that need to be solved may arise, for example, the lack of support from the state organizations,
political and legislative point of view, and the problems that arise during the adoption of this field by the local
community [10].

Although the problems mentioned above are related to lack of government attention, low participation
of interested parties, lack of educated labor force and poor infrastructure, other problems may arise. If we
pay attention to the results of the research conducted in the state of Ethiopia, one of the problems in the

development of the ecotourism industry is that the local population can see this industry among other indus-
tries, for example, livestock farming. That is, creating a view of ecotourism resources as property among the
local community, paving the way for the sustainable development and growth of ecotourism in that region [11].

Different influence factors of ecotourism can be considered in different regions, which can be characterized
depending on the degree of sustainable development of that region. Due to the large scale of this field, various
factors affect it: social, environmental, political and cultural factors also play an important role [12].

A study based on an ecotourism development project on Nicaragua's Zapatera Island identified several bar-
riers. For example, it is related to the lack of specialization of local residents in the field of tourism, the lack
of enthusiasm of community members and government officials, and the lack of development of physical and
social infrastructure [13].

World practice shows that ecotourism is a very promising and rapidly developing area of the tourism in-
dustry. For example, Central and South America have a huge number of natural areas, it can even be called the
largest variety of fauna and flora. It is here that wild and virgin nature has been preserved. In Central America,
the abundance of national parks and protected areas means that their presence has increased by 8 times com-
pared to 1970. UNWTO reports that 48 % of tourists arriving in Latin America intend to visit nature reserves
[14].

The extraordinary diverse and rich nature of Costa Rica attracts a lot of tourists. 27 % of the entire territory
of Costa Rica is part of national parks and reserves. They are visited by 66 % of tourists arriving in the country.
Tourism revenues in Costa Rica make up the bulk of the budget revenue to the national economy [15].

If we move to foreign Asia, we can say that for eco travelers Nepal is the center of mountain tourism in the
Himalayas. Ecotourism, which successfully mixes exotic nature with fascinating cultural and ethnic artifacts,
has a significant economic influence on countries like India, Thailand, Indonesia, and Sri Lanka. There are also
can be mentioned the Philippines, Malaysia, Bhutan, the southwestern mountainous part of China, covered
with virgin forests. Japan pays great attention to the creation of national parks. This country, despite its small
territory, having a large-scale urban agglomeration, has many national parks and nature reserves, the most
popular is Mount Fuji National Park [16].

New Zealand and Australia are widely popular with ecotourists due to their unusual nature. There are more
than 2,000 protected natural areas in Australia, which make up 4 % of the total territory of the country. There
are 13 UNESCO-related events here, 2 of which were discovered on the island of Tasmania. In 1995, Austra-
lian poor parks reached 26,082 million people. tourists (about 70 % of tourists). There is a huge potential for
the development of ecotourism on many islands of the Pacific Ocean [17].

Kazakhstan, in turn, also has a huge potential and many prerequisites for the development of ecotourism.
This is evidenced by vast natural areas, national parks and nature reserves located on the territory of the re-
public.

As mentioned above, Kazakhstan is very rich in ecotourism resources and has high development pros-
pects, however, ecotourism in Kazakhstan has a weak competitiveness in the world market. Studies show that
ecotourism needs development and special attention. According to Kazakhstan Tourism Association (KTA)
estimates, nature reserves are visited mainly by foreign tourists, and ecotourism has practically no demand in
the domestic market. This may be due to several problems: Firstly, most natural areas are located far from large
cities and developed transport routes. Secondly, unemployment also affects the dependence of local residents
on natural resources, especially in peripheral areas. Accordingly, illegal logging, overgrazing and increased
haymaking, poaching, and uncontrolled harvesting of medicinal plants take place. Thirdly, the unclear state
policy in the field of ecological tourism in Kazakhstan negatively affects its sustainable development [19].
Fourthly, on the territory of most natural areas there is no development of tourist infrastructure that provides
a comfortable pastime for tourists. Thus, the Minister of Ecology, Geology and Natural Resources of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan Magzum Mirzagaliyev, during a briefing at the Central Communications Service of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, noted that: «there are practically no equipped parking lots for vehicles, campsites,
modern sanitary cabins in the national parks. To solve this situation, considering international experience, em-
phasis will be placed on the development and arrangement of routes and trails, modern visitor centers, medical
centers, campsites, ethnic villages, etc. will be created» [20].

Results and Discussion. As a result of the literature analysis, it was found that ecotourism has a high
development future, but despite this, many countries have common problems during the development of this
direction of tourism. The importance of solving these identified problems with the participation of interested
parties was shown. In addition, not only the problems were identified, but also the benefits of ecotourism were
discussed. Bellow in Figure 2 presented a SWOT analysis for ecotourism.

During the analysis of the considered literature, a SWOT analysis was made of the strengths and weak-
nesses of world ecotourism, as well as opportunities and threats.

The difference of ecotourism lies in its relationship with nature, and it does not focus on the well-being of
the consumers of tourism services. This is because ecotourists try to travel to ecotourism areas at any time and
have as little impact on the natural resources of that area as possible [21].

One of the main issues to be considered during the development of ecotourism is the preservation of eco-
tourism resources in those regions and the improvement of the standard of living of the local region. Its main
two goals are to preserve the protected biodiversity and to achieve economic and social stability for the liveli-
hood of the region [22].

During this literature review, it is noticed that many countries faced common problems during the develop-
ment of ecotourism. As a result of this research work, it is shown that the lack of infrastructure, the low level
of support from the state and unstructured management policy, as well as the absence of education of local
residents in the field of ecotourism and the lack of professionals, that is, socio-cultural issues, have an adverse
effect on the development of this ecological direction of tourism. Solving these problems will strengthen the
progress of ecotourism and pave the way for sustainable development of regions [23].

The improvement of infrastructure in ecotourism regions contributes to its striving for national and inter-
national level competition. The main problems of ecotourist zones are their location far from the potential
market or lack of or low-quality roads leading to that area; the safety of visiting ecotourists or local residents;
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homogeneity of the offered tourist product or low level of differentiation of services; factors such as absence
or lack of information and telecommunication technology affect the attractiveness of ecotourism areas [24].

The presence of a large number of ecotourism resources in the regions cannot be a real guarantee of its
development. The development of ecotourism areas is not only interesting to the parties providing tourism
services, but also the support of the government and local administration plays an important role [6]. This is
because the development of this ecotourism contributes to the economic and social stability of the territory,
employment of the vast majority of local residents, and the development of other sectors related to this tourism
activity [25].

Theoretical and practical implication. The result of this research work can be used as a source of infor-
mation in the work of future researchers on the issues raised in this research work. Because during this research
work, it was compiled by identifying common points of problems and ways of development that were consid-
ered separately in previous works.

As a result of the previous research conducted on the basis of other countries, the above-mentioned prob-
lems encountered during the development of ecotourism were considered and grouped in this research. On the
basis of the program implemented in the period 2019-2025 in the development of this field of tourism of the
country, paying attention to the problems identified in this research will help to prevent problems that may
arise in the future.
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CONCLUSION

In conclusion, during the review of this literature, it was determined that ecotourism is a rapidly developing
sector of general tourism. In addition, in many countries of the world, the number of ecotourists is increasing,
but despite this, it was found that there are many important problems to be solved in the promotion of this tour-
ist destination, and these problems are common in many countries.

In this research work, the low level of knowledge of local residents in the field of ecotourism and the lack of
specialists, as well as the low level of infrastructure in ecotourism areas, i.e. the poor quality or lack of roads,
the lack of information and communication technologies in those areas, the lack of other industry services
related to this activity, public safety lack of preservation, lack of support from the government and local man-
agement organizations, unstructured management strategy, these mentioned problems were considered as the
main obstacles to the development of ecotourism.

Solving the problems encountered during the development of ecotourism is very important, because it not
only increases the share of ecotourism and increases the number of visiting tourists, but also has a huge impact
on the economic, social and environmental stability of the local area.

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TOOLS FOR MONITORING AND QUALITY ASSURANCE OF EDUCATION IN
THE CONDITIONS OF AUTONOMY OF KAZAKHSTAN’S UNIVERSITIES

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research is to analyze the implementation and perception by the academic community
of the main tools for control and quality assurance of higher education as preventive control and accreditation.

Methodology. The method of analysis of secondary data obtained from open sources of the Committee for
Quality Assurance in Education and Science, the Center for the Bologna Process and Academic Mobility, the
Information and Analytical Center under the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan
was used. Content analysis of legislation, strategic and program documents, national reports, speeches was
also carried out. In addition, a mixed research method was used as an expert survey (758 respondents) and an
expert interview (14 people).

The originality / value of the research lies in conducting a study based on the opinions of employees
and teachers of Kazakhstani universities to determine the level of their perception of preventive control and
accreditation.

Findings. As a result of the analysis of the assessment of preventive control and accreditation and the
perception of universities, more positive assessment of accreditation than of preventive control was revealed.
The survey results proved that despite the rejection of state certification, the elements and approach in preventive
control remain «bureaucratic» and «limiting the autonomy of universitiesy.

Considering the positive perception of independent accreditation by the academic community, today the
question is brewing as to whether it is already relevant to use these two tools in parallel with duplicate goals

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study is to identify the role and significance, the main problems of fiscal decentralization
as a mechanism for managing the budget of the fourth level. Identification of possible mechanisms for
increasing the tax base of an independent budget with the help of fiscal decentralization.

Research methodology. For general research, theoretical methods of research, analysis and synthesis, a
systematic approach were used. Economic analysis (horizontal and vertical analysis) using qualitative and
quantitative research methods was used to analyze independent budget revenues in Kazakhstan.

Originality / value of the study. The analysis of fiscal decentralization as a mechanism for managing the
fourth-level budget, the analysis of fourth-level budget revenues in Kazakhstan for 2019-2021, the priorities,
competencies and responsibilities assigned to state and local government bodies are considered. The main
directions of decentralization reform and recommendations for improving the efficiency of fourth-level budget
management are identified.

Findings: concrete conclusions are proposed based on the results of the implementation of this multifaceted
trend. The main conditions for the effective functioning of any level of government are: accountability,
transparency and control; possession of clearly defined powers and functions; availability of a personal budget
with permanent sources of income; ownership of property.

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THE IMPACT OF THE DIGITAL ECONOMY ON MANAGEMENT PROCESSES
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ABSTRACT

Purpose of the research is to study changes in management processes under the influence of the digital
economy in order to effectively carry out the digital transformation of a company and adapt management to
new conditions.

Methodology. The methodology and research methodology is based on the use of a monographic method of
studying literature and sources, systemic and comparative analysis using observations and analysis of statisti-
cal materials.

The theory was developed and validated using scientific evidence derived from the data following a litera-
ture analysis.

Originality / value of the research.The article analyzes the literature on this topic, which showed that the
problem is poorly researched. A diagram of the interaction of the digital economy and management processes
was built, which made it possible to identify the composition of changes in the management of the company.
The content of the transforming impact of the digital economy on the enterprise is highlighted, for which a
scheme of the impact of the digital economy on the management of the company is proposed. Analysis of the
digital transformation of business in the largest Kazakhstani telecommunications company Kazakhtelecom
revealed changes that should be made in the field of personnel management, the formation of corporate culture,
the system of working with clients and the organizational structure of management. Particular attention is paid
to the digitalization of the company's business processes, on which the digital model of the company depends,
which determines the design of the entire company management system.

Findings. The results obtained: some provisions on the methodology of the influence of the digital economy
on management processes were systematized and developed, an analysis of the digital transformation of busi-
ness and management of the Kazakhtelecom telecommunications company was carried out, from which rec-
ommendations for adapting management processes to digital changes follow.

INTRODUCTION

The current state of the global economy is characterized by an active transition to a digital economy.

In management, however, there are still many unresolved theoretical and methodological issues, one of
which is: how does the digital economy affect management processes, what changes it leads to, how to imple-
ment these changes, and adapt company management to the company's digital transformations.

Changes under the influence of the digital economy require a strategy for responding to changes in the ex-
ternal environment, because this will affect the overall performance of the company [1]. Fundamental changes
are required in business processes within the company, their adaptation to changes in the digitalization of the
economy and enterprises, changes in the level of application of information technologies both outside and
inside the company.

There is no definition of «Digital Economy» in the state program «Digital Kazakhstany». It uses the term
«Digitalization of sectors of the economy» as a direction for the transformation of traditional sectors of the
economy using breakthrough technologies and opportunities that will increase labour productivity and lead to
an increase in capitalization. In our opinion, the digital economy is the result of such digitalization, that is, the
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result ofdigital transformations of the economy. Thus, it is the goal and final result of the digitalization of the
economy.

The purpose of the study is to study changes in management processes under the influence of the digital
economy and digital transformation in a company with an analysis of the practice of such changes in the na-
tional company Kazakhtelecom.

The research questions, which are studied in the article, are as follows:

- define the digital economy and highlight indicators of the level of its development, as well as its features;

- define the management process;

- develop principles for transforming the management system during digitalization;

- to classify the impacts in the management process, highlight the essence of the transforming impact of
the digital economy on the enterprise and the composition of changes in the management process during the
digital transformation of the company;

- to conduct a specific analysis of the impact of the digital economy on management processes using the
example of Kazakhtelecom company.

Literature Review. There is still very little research on the impact of the digital economy on management
processes. There is no answer to which management processes should be influenced and to what influence,
which processes and to what extent should be changed. This is a significant methodological flaw that can lead
to a decrease in the efficiency of digitalization of the company and a decrease in the efficiency of company
management.

To begin with, the very understanding of the digital economy is interpreted ambiguously in the literature.
Some authors identify it with electronic commerce [2; 3], others give an abstract broad definition as an innova-
tive economy [4; 5], and still others associate it mainly with transactions [6; 7].

In our opinion, the digital economy should be considered as a full-fledged economy, which, like any eco-
nomic system, also includes all the main elements and economic phases, but carried out on the basis of digital
technologies.

There are many difficulties in assessing the scale of the digital economy, as well as its share in GDP. First of
all, because the impact of the digital economy itself on the economy as a whole, in particular its share in GDP,
is uncertain. This is understandable, since there is no clear definition of the digital economy. And depending on
what is meant by the digital economy, some authors believe that the contribution of the digital economy is from
4 to 20 % of world GDP [8; 9; 10]. In our opinion, the most obvious indicator of the development of the digital
economy is the development of the ICT (information and communication technologies) sector, since this is the
very sector that belongs to the digital sector. The share of the ICT sector in the economy as a whole can be used
to judge the share of the digital economy in the country's economy. It should be said here that some authors
believe that it is necessary to include computer services in the digital economy sector. In our opinion, this is
not entirely true and we agree with other scientists who believe that it is more accurate to talk about software
services [11; 3]. In addition, we also believe that the sector of robotics, big data development, and automated
control systems should be included in the digital economy.

Thus, we can conclude that today features of the digital economy are:

1. A special type of product is digital, for example, cloud data, Big Data [12; 13].

2. Digital products do not lose their original properties, and, moreover, they can be improved during further
operation.

3. Trading platforms used in the digital economy have no restrictions on the size of space, the volume of the
range of products and the number of simultaneously served customers.

4. Significant increase in information flows [14].

5. The emergence of super transnational corporations such as Amazon, Alibaba, Uber.

Speaking about management processes, it should be said that they permeate the entire organization, affect-
ing almost all areas of its activities from bottom to top [15]. From this point of view, management processes
are specific for each enterprise.

The literature also contains ambiguous interpretations of management processes:

- functional aimed at control functions [16];
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- a targeted approach that focuses on the management objectives [17];
- as actions of management personnel [18].

MAIN PART OF THE RESEARCH

The methodology of the study is based on the information from Kazakhtelecom leading national telecom-
munications company and are also the main implementer of digitalization programs in the country.

The empiricism of the article is expressed in specific recommendations for changes in management pro-
cesses that will contribute to more efficient digital modernization of companies. Empirical data on the digital
transformation of Kazakhtelecom company are also given.

Based on the foregoing, it seems to us that the management process, in terms of its content, characteristics
and properties, requires the passage of the acquired stages, that is, a sequence of operations (works). The fol-
lowing stages are successively changing: goal-setting, situation analysis, identification of problems, develop-
ment and adoption of management decisions.

With the digital transformation of a company, the reaction of management can be as follows:

1) do not change anything in management,

2) act stereotypically, regardless of the situation,

3) change the management system in accordance with new tasks, the need to introduce transformations.

The third way is the most expedient. But, in addition to the influence of the digital economy, it is necessary
to take into account certain aspects of management in a particular company. In general, the following can act
as aspects.

1. Organizational content of the management process. This aspect lies in the fact that in the management
process there is a strict sequence in the application of organizational measures of influence in the form of regu-
lation, rationing, training [19].

2. The functional content of the management process. This characteristic is manifested in the fact that it
is necessary to keep in mind the sequence of the implementation of the main functions of management in the
form of planning, organization, regulation and coordination, control [20].

3. Information characteristic of the management process.

4. The economic content of the management process.

Changes in governance during digitalization should be carried out taking into account certain principles,
which should be highlighted as follows.

1) The principle of adaptability, meaning that the management system and management processes must
constantly change and adapt to modern requirements and changes in the external environment.

2) The principle of sustainability, which means that the management system should be a relatively stable
system in terms of sustainable focus on the implementation of the company's strategy and goals.

3) The principle of structure means that management processes originate from different departments in the
form of diverse managerial influences, but at the same time they all have structural and functional unity.

4) The principle of continuity. This principle means that the control cannot be switched off for a moment,
and the controlled system should not end up in a control vacuum, without the attention of the control system.
Otherwise, it will lead to collapse.

5) The principle of consistency means that management processes are fundamentally consistent and logical,
they cannot contradict each other.

6) The principle of cyclicality lies in the fact that the management process should contain analysis and
monitoring of efficiency and the achievement of results from the previous stage of management and the new
management cycle should build on the results achieved.

The forms of influence themselves result in a certain set of tools for managerial influence, which can also
be divided into conditionally constant and conditionally variable (Figurel).

The transformative impact of the digital economy on the enterprise can be viewed from many angles [21].
For example, it definitely has an impact on productivity growth, growth in value added, impact on employ-
ment, and income dynamics [22]. The digital economy is considered as an effective measure to mitigate the
negative economic impact of the Corona Virus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) epidemic [23].

The development and use of digital infrastructure in the form of digital platforms and digital solutions is
leading to the following changes:

- enterprises expand their business beyond national boundaries and become global, using Internet technolo-
gies, organizing business and trade on a global scale;

- the costs of transactions, marketing and direct interaction with customers are sharply reduced;

- even start-up enterprises from the very beginning become transnational, they also search for customers
around the world, employees, gain access to global markets for training, supply of materials.

In our understanding, management processes are enterprise management, but presented under the cut of
managerial actions and processes at any stage of company management. From this point of view, when we talk
about the impact of the digital economy on management processes, we begin to understand it as the impact of
digital technologies, digitalization processes that take place in the world on the process of company manage-
ment, on what changes in the course of company management occur and should occur.

The transformative impact of the digital economy on the enterprise can be viewed from many sides. For
example, its unambiguous impact on management processes. When we talk about the impact of the digital
economy on management processes, we begin to understand it as the impact of digital technologies, digitali-
zation processes that occur in the world on the company's management process, on what changes occur and
should occur during the company's management (Figure 2).

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At the same time, the influence of the digital economy can be both from the outside, acting both from the
external environment and from the inside, when it comes to the digitalization of certain management processes,
individual stages of management, or even the entire management of the company. As a result of the influence
of the external environment, there is a change in the management process within the company itself. Figures 2
and 3 show the general changes in the process of managing a company in the context of digital transformation.

Analysis of the impact of the digital economy on management processes on the example of Kazakhtelecom.

Kazakhtelecom is the leading national telecommunications company and is also the main implementer of
digitalization programs in the country.

By 2025, Kazakhstan plans to raise its rating from 52nd to 25th place in the world in terms of digitalization.
For this purpose, the state program «Digital Kazakhstan» was adopted [24]. It focuses on 5 areas:

» digitalization of economic sectors,

» digitalization of the activities of state bodies,

* infrastructure development,

* creation of an innovation ecosystem and

* development of human capital.

In the first direction, the digitalization of such social spheres as health care, education, housing and com-
munal services, transport and security is taking place.

The second direction of the program is «Digital State». Kazakhstan already ranks 33rd in the UN e-govern-
ment development index. However, development will continue now and it is planned to transfer 80 % of public
services to electronic format with the transition to proactive services for the population and business, thereby
ensuring accessibility and transparency.

The third direction is being implemented in the form of creating a developed infrastructure to cover com-
munication networks. We are talking about the development of fiber-optic communication lines. To date, they
have already covered more than 12 million Kazakhstanis.

The fourth direction will increase the productivity and competitiveness of the leading sectors of the econo-
my — oil and gas, metallurgy, trade.

The fifth direction — the creation of an innovative ecosystem includes the creation of the international tech-
nopark Astana Hub, and the development of venture financing. Acceleration programs Garage and Fintech-
stars, Laboratory C-Labwere introduced. It is planned to create 100-200 start-up projects annually.
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Key technological trends — the Internet of Things, artificial intelligence, blockchain, 3D printing and big
data in Kazakhstan are beginning to influence industries, and in the near future it is planned that they will
become the main levers of their transformation. For example, blockchain technology is being tested in the
National Bank for transactions of citizens with securities, and the Government for citizens uses it to register
ownership of real estate and create a unified state cadastre based on this technology.

The impact of digital transformation on management processes.

Kazakhtelecom developed a digitalization strategy back in 2019, but with the onset of the pandemic, it ac-
celerated its implementation and actively carried out digitalization of its core business, development of new
digital businesses and digital transformation of the network.

The new digital model of «Kazakhtelecom» JSC is based on the transformation of production within the
company, renewal of the organizational structure, development of corporate culture, adapted to the new digital
conditions of the company.

Business model change. As part of the digital transformation, Kazakhtelecom has changed its business ap-
proach to working with clients and developing new products. First of all, they began to use the Agile method,
in which tasks are not descended in the form of assignments, but are set to employees in the form of final goals
that teams are oriented towards. As a result, the company finished 2020 with record indicators. The increased
demand for telecommunications services has led to the fact that more than half of the revenue comes from data
transmission services.

The company has also developed a cost reduction program. As a result, EBITDA increased by 75 % com-
pared to 2019. EBITDA margin was 50.4 %.

A number of acquisitions and mergers have resulted in Kazakhtelecom becoming a key operator controlling
over 60 % of the country's mobile communications market. The company identified 10 main areas in which he
began to develop new types of business in the company, including: artificial intelligence solutions, financial
solutions, video analytics solutions, e-commerce solutions, security solutions, blockchain, etc.

The change in the organizational structure has become a large-scale project. 14 regional branches of the
company were consolidated into 6 regional directorates. The commercial direction of the Company was also
divided into retail and corporate segments.

The basis of the company's digital model is a new model of working with a client. The company has set a
goal — 100 % of services in the digital economy should be available online. In this case, customers can receive
a full range of services and support without being physically present at the department and calling contact
centers. And this was accomplished in a meek time.

To improve the efficiency of customer service, a unified strategy for the development of customer paths
I-Engage and I-Join was formed. This was made possible through an end-to-end analysis of customer experi-
ence and identification of bottlenecks in all channels, including contact centers, sales centers, dealers, service
centers, company website and mobile application.

Kazakhtelecom has created a fundamentally new digital model of working with clients, which can be taken
as a model by other companies and businesses. To quickly build such an exemplary business model, a special
unit was created in which five project teams were formed that work on the principle of Agile. New KPIs were
established, tied to the incentive system.

By analogy with the world's leading telecommunications leaders Turkcell, AT&T, SingTel, Telefonica,
Kazakhtelcom plans to enter the industries adjacent to the main activity. In this case, clients will be provided
with new services in the field of IT, FinTech, media, user-generated content, cloud technologies, cybersecurity
and eSports.

This, of course, will lead to an increase in the load on the technical infrastructure. To ensure the network
bandwidth and its availability, Kazakhtelecom plans to develop the 5G standard. In addition, network func-
tions will need to be virtualized and claudified.

In particular, the company's digital tools for interacting with subscribers were increased to seven, includ-
ing: WhatsApp Business, Telegram, an online assistant, and a new personal account on the corporate portal.
In order to further simplify and speed up the process of interaction between subscribers and the company, the
online channels were integrated with the Egov database. This integration made it possible to 100 % identify
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the company's client, and thus get away from paper statements, signing everything using an electronic digital
signature.

A special mobile application was developed, which also became an integral part of the unified ecosystem of
communication with the company's subscribers. The operator's subscriber departments were significantly re-
duced, as the use of the WatsApp-channel attracted 95 % of all calls to it. The company switched to a 24/7/365
mode of operation. And it is very convenient for people.

In order to improve the quality of service, the company introduced the FRR (First Request resolution) indi-
cator in 2020, that is, the solution to the client's problem from the first call.

A lot of work in the system of management processes was done to verify the subscriber base of Kazakhtele-
com JSC. This means «binding» a subscriber's contact mobile number to his personal account in the company's
IS. This database was in need of a serious update, and the company carried out a full verification. As a result
of such verification, clients are completely relieved of the need for physical calls to the subscriber departments
of Kazakhtelecom JSC. Subscribers can go through verification themselves using the «Personal Account» on
the company's portal [25].

The company has also developed its own Fintech platform, KT Pay, and is using it within the group as one
of the tools for collecting monthly fees. Also, Kazakhtelecom has created 3 e-commerce sites to date.

The advantages of digitalization in the processes of management and development of HR are actively used
by Kazakhtelecom in the course of digital transformation. Digital transformation brings benefits from a work-
force management perspective.

The digitalization of the company's business processes ensures the centralization of the main functions
through the automation of business processes. In addition, many jobs are already being robotized.

Secondly, the company began to move from a regional to a divisional management model. Sales functions
in the corporate and retail segment are centralized, business processes are unified and automated, digital sales
channels are rapidly growing and expanding, and mobile applications are being used.

Thirdly, all these processes in management put forward new requirements for the competencies and profes-
sional training of personnel.

Fourth, internal HR processes are also changing. For example, new technology solutions are being imple-
mented in many areas of HR, starting with recruiting and hiring. New IT platforms are used here, which allow
to reduce the search time for candidates, using various sources of selection.

Fifth, with regard to personnel training, it is becoming the most important factor in the development and
transformation of the company. Kazakhtelecom is trying to apply the best training practices in this area. The
company began to work extensively on the use of personnel adaptation processes based on and through gami-
fication.

The corporate culture of the Company is undergoing fundamental changes, the essence of which is to
change the performing corporate culture with a fundamentally new entrepreneurial and customer-oriented cul-
ture. To this end, the company has developed five key values — customer focus, responsibility, entrepreneurial
spirit, digital culture and outstanding solutions, which fit into the acronym CREDO (Client, Responsibility,
Enterprenership, Digital Culture, Outstanding decisions).

OBTAINED RESULTS (CONCLUSIONS)

Studying the digital economy and digital transformation of companies makes it relevant to study their im-
pact on the management processes of companies.

The study explored the following questions:

- the concept of the digital economy, indicators and features of its development;

- methodological issues of adapting the management process to the digital transformation of the company
in the form of a list and the essence of changing various aspects of management;

- present a model of management change in Kazakhtelecom in the course of its digital transformation.

The study of the transformative impact of the digital economy on the enterprise is expressed through the
types of impact, which can be divided into organizational, economic and social. The purposeful influence of
the control system on the controlled one can also be carried out in different ways: conditionally constant and
conditionally variable.
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The content of the influence of the digital economy is associated with changes in the company's business
model and with continuous changes in the business processes that ensure the management of the company.

Analysis of changes in a leading telecommunications company showed that its elements were a new strat-
egy and a new digital model of the company, based on customer focus and transition to online working meth-
ods. But also the company was forced to rebuild the corporate culture of motivation in the Company, the
organizational structure of management.

10 main directions of business development, a change in the organizational structure, a fundamentally new
approach to working with clients, the introduction of new indicators for assessing the quality of service have
become the main characteristics of changes in the company in the context of its digital transformation.

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CANVAS PROGRAM ROLE IN STUDENTS' ACHIEVEMENT: TECHNOLOGY
ACCEPTANCE AND ACADEMIC RESISTANCE MODELS
(ON AN EXAMPLE OF NARXOZ UNIVERSITY)

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study is to explore how Technology Acceptance (TAM) and Academic resistance (ARM)
Models are working for Moodle and Canvas adoption at Narxoz University.

Methodology. The methodological basis of the study is an interview of 9 teachers. The interview focused on
the teachers’ perceptions and experience of using Moodle and Canvas platform. This study hypothesized TAM
and ARM application for Canvas use.

The questions aimed to explore how TAM and ARM could explain the teachers’ practice in Moodle and
Canvas platform. Then data collected through interviews submitted to Atlasti. Any interest in using Canvas
identified by Thematic analysis.

The originality / value of the research. The easy use of TAM is not properly working for Canvas. The con-
tribution of this study to existing literature will be that no outputs of how TAM and ARM are working related
to Canvas platform at Narxoz University.

Findings. In overall, most teachers are satisfied with quality of Canvas with some following suggestions
for improvements:

- The use of Canvas by teachers related to ARM cognitive and emotional attitudes are different.

- The course design has the same structure. There is no any other imagination related to course design.
Some functions of Canvas are obviously unclear for teachers.

- Canvas should help monitor students at risk for support. From this point of view, PLA (predictive learning
analytics) system should work to monitor students’ performance.

INTRODUCTION

Nowadays each university has its own study platform that helps to interact teachers 24 hours and 7 days a
week with the students by providing teaching materials and discussion on issues risen from them. The key driv-
en factors of such technology development are internet, mobile communication and social networks. Young
generation is becoming digital that requires expanding communication tools from sides of universities. In par-
ticular, Narxoz University uses Canvas platform that is becoming obligatory to use. This qualitative research
focused on the impact of Canvas on students’ performance by interviewing 9 teachers at Narxoz University.

Background of the research. Recently Bayesian modelling, cluster analysis, predicative modelling as ad-
vanced machine techniques are adopted by higher education institutions to predict how students pass exams [1, p.
68]. The use of these machine techniques show how higher education institutions deal with students at risk. The
support and interventions from the side higher education institutions maximize the potential of students. A bit of
such evidence might be found in higher education [2, p. 180]. The problem of low students’ performance lead to
course warning signals to teachers and students. These advanced techniques are not applied everywhere.

The impact of Big Data Analytics (BDA) application to organizational performance is based on resource-
based theory, which stands for organizational performance dependence on contributed resources [3, p. 3]. In
addition, BDA provides competitive advantages to enhance organizational performance [4, p. 84].

To improve organizational performance companies increase knowledge through BDA adoption. However,
some studies state a partial mediating of knowledge management between BDA adoption and organizational
performance [5, p. 2]. Such relationship was stated also for HEI in Latin America [6, p. 5].

As a tool of BDA Learning Analytics expands its use for massively open online courses (MOOCs), dash-
board applications, predictive modelling, E-learning, and etc. [7, p. 76]. In particular, Rash model can differ-
entiate the students’ performance [8, p. 115]. The principle of Six Sigma (SS) is used by public universities in
the US [9, p. 15]. At the same time open data and Big Data are challenging issues for prospective solutions in
the education [10, p. 58].

It is obvious that the use of education platforms is quite developed by applying new technologies. In the
case of Narxoz University Canvas is used as teaching platform that’s on the stage of adaptation and develop-
ment. The qualitative research by interviewing 9 teachers shows some advantages and limitations of Canvas
platform in dealing with students at risk.

The adaptation of new technologies leads to simplify or automatize some routines. In the case of Narxoz
University Canvas system is not widely recognized teaching platform among students and teachers. This quali-
tative research by interviewing 9 teachers show how this platform was adopted easily by them. This study
identifies the role of Moodle in improving students’ performance and dealing with students at risk. In reality,
the demanded education from labor market sets high requirements for students that lead to drop of courses as
well. The emergence of such a problem early or late should be predicted and solved from the side of Canvas
platform as well. These techniques are called as predictive learning analytics (PLA) that widely used in higher
education [11, p. 11].

The university learning platforms play a key role in the quality of teaching and resource availability for
students. In more advanced sense, it should deal with students at risk also. In author’s personal experience of
using Ulearn at Surrey university and Kazakh British Technical University’s platform over 10 years ago were
easy to use and useful than Canvas at Narxoz university. This reason lead author to do qualitative research on
how Canvas meet teachers’ expectations. The further quantitative research of students and teachers will be
the next step to study. The use of theoretical framework specifically the principles of Technology Acceptance
[12, p. 320] and Academic resistance models help to identify Moodle’s impact on teaching practices, students’
performance and support strategies for students’ at risk.

The principles of Technology Acceptance and Academic Resistance Models have been widely applied to
educational settings [11, p. 2]. However, this study devoted to how the principles of these models are working
for Canvas platform at Narxoz University. The contribution of this study to existing literature will be that no
outputs of how TAM and ARM are working related to Canvas platform at Narxoz University.
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The interviews of teachers related to use of Canvas give an opportunity to reflect challenges, opportunities
and limitations of this platform. By application of TAM and AR this study explores the experiences of ten
teachers how actively they use Canvas for teaching. By triangulating the Canvas experiences, two research
questions are risen to explore:

RQ1: How actively use teachers Canvas and its functions for teaching and student support?

RQ2: Which determinants of TAM and AR might explain the teachers’ engagement into Canvas platform?

In order to answer to the research questions this qualitative research include the interviews of nine teachers
at Narxoz University.

Literature review and theoretical base. Previous studies state that technology acceptance is conceptu-
alised by the technology acceptance model that introduced by Davis et al. [13, p. 982] that shows teachers’
information system of education acceptance as well [14, p. 3]. In brief, the TAM model is described as theory
of Planned Behavior [15, p. 250]. The intention to perform lead to human behavior. The two key determinants
such as perceived usefulness (PU) and perceived ease of use (PEU). As the another view of the cognitive and
emotional terms are described by academic resistance model (ARM). In comparison with TAM the ARM de-
scribes specific beliefs, feelings and intentions of teachers.

Table 1 shows the main questions risen from the TAM and ARM. The questions are risen from these mod-
els also specify variables that should be analyzed.

In the table 1 three questions are assigned for TAM, five questions for cognitive attitudes in ARM, four
questions for emotional attitudes in ARM, and two questions for intentions in ARM respectively.

The theoretical foundations of this study are TAM and ARM. The easy to use and perceived usefulness
provide teachers’ recognition of analytics importance in dealing with students at risk and teacher training. The
cognitive attitudes of teachers will be enhanced if technology makes easier and efficiently their work. Emo-
tional resistance to new technologies will be decreased if teachers systematically use them and intend to use
in the future. This study estimated how teachers’ behavior and attitudes are shaped around the use of Canvas
at Narxoz University.

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In this aim the principles of TAM and ARM identify the key determinants that were used for Thematic
Analysis during data analysis. TAM and ARM guide for creating interview questions that provided by table 1.

In the study of Herodotou et al. [11, p. 3] the TAM and ARMs are applied in combination by supplement-
ing together that might explain the reasons of PLA use. The ease of use and perceived usefulness explain the
technology use by TAM. When ARM explains the technology use by individuals’ attitudes to change. This
approach is undertaken as the main direction for this study.

The TAM and ARM application into Canvas use at Narxoz University is guiding for interview of teachers.
This study is based on work of Herodotou et al. [11, p. 4] that used a two-phase multi-methods methodology
to explain how teaching experience is integrated with PLA.

As the difference this study is focused on TAM and ARM application in the use of Canvas that is existing
just one year at Narxoz University. The Moodle platform was used before Canvas utilization. Most teacher
are still experienced at Moodle. It was reasonable to study overall impressions of teachers related to Moodle
as well as Canvas.

METHODOLOGY AND DATA ANALYSIS

Data collection procedures based on semi structured interviews of teachers at Narxoz University who com-
monly use Canvas. In order to explore research questions 9 individual interviews were conducted. The inter-
view sample was small and self-selected that has potential biases. The distance study was an obstacle to reach
more respondents. The interviews lasted between 20-30 minutes. The interview questions were open-ended.
The interview focused on the teachers’ perceptions and experience of using Canvas platform. Two interviews
were conducted face to face. Other five of them preferred to use WhatsApp software.

This study hypothesized TAM and ARM application for Canvas use. Based on literature review of TAM
and ARM characteristics the interview questions are consisting from 4 parts: 1) the background of teachers,
2) the Canvas impact on teaching, 3) the cognitive and emotional attitudes of teachers to Canvas, 4) the teach-
ers’ intentions to Canvas use. The questions aimed to explore how TAM and ARM could explain the teachers’
practice in Canvas platform.

Then data collected through interviews submitted to Atlasti. Any interest in using Canvas identified by
Thematic analysis. Thematic analysis was done in accordance with the aim of this study. The table 2 shows
the themes and quotes of 9 teachers.

Qualitative analysis results. Interviewees answered to the questions about Canvas platform at Narxoz Uni-
versity. Table 2 shows the main topics and quotes.

Improvements to Canvas

In overall, most teachers are satisfied with quality of Canvas with some suggestions for improvement. One
respondent compared with Canvas platform in the USA by revealing weaknesses. One interviewee is com-

pletely unsatisfied even through comparing with the study platforms of Kazakh British Technical University
and Kazakh Institute of Economy and Strategic Planning.

Figures 1-6 show group coding components in tree base that was undertaken by Atlas.ti.

According to these figures most issues risen around the characteristics, usefulness of Canvas and course
description. There is no evidence of deep analytics on performance of students. The teachers are also not so
much caring on it. However, most teachers are willing to use Canvas in the future.

STUDY RESULTS (CONCLUSION)

This study about the use of Moodle and Canvas by 9 teachers at Narxoz University. The teachers taught dif-
ferent courses. Most of them from management and marketing field who are willing to participate to interviews
regarding to professional interests.

The theoretical models TAM and ARM are partly working for Moodle and Canvas according the results
of this study. More specifically, the easy use of TAM is not properly working for Canvas. There are many
complains related to this issue. Moreover, the findings of this study revealed that the Canvas enhanced teach-
ing practice by making a possibility to provide a range of materials including videos and other supplementary
data. Also term assignment weights are clarified before running the course. So greater use of Canvas by some
improvements can improve students’ performance.

The use of Canvas by teachers related to ARM cognitive and emotional attitudes are different. Some teach-
ers are satisfied and one of the respondents is completely dissatisfied. This respondent is suggesting getting
experience from universities abroad.

Practically some teachers wish that the tests and tasks to be loaded automatically (new tests and tasks) and
the procedures of test submission to be easier. One interviewee mentioned that «Create a single access to the
Canvas and Banner, for example, call the Narxoz online. Further step is to specify functions for teachers and
students. There is no student performance analytics. You can automate through history or repeat the course,
and then change it as appropriate».

The course design has the same structure. There is no any other imagination related to course design. Some
functions are obviously unclear for teachers.

The issue that should be properly monitored is supporting students at risk. From the side of the university
the support students at risk needed improvements. The teacher and student interactions will also play as the
support the students’ performance.

The PLA (predictive learning analytics) system is not built yet or used properly [16, p. 930]. This system as
the one part of big data technologies is widely used in foreign universities. For example, Early Alert indicators
are going to be applied for Open University Analytics. The overall objective is creating intervention strategies
across courses for students at risk before failing or not completing assignments [11, p. 2].

The main limitations of this project are: just qualitative method was applied yet; the sample size consists of
9 people, who are volunteered to participate in interview; not all functions of Canvas are familiar by teachers;
the lack of PLA in Canvas; no systematic activity in supporting students.
