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GENDER LABOR SEGREGATION IN THE CARE ECONOMY:
NEEDS RESEARCH AND SOLUTIONS

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research to determine the needs and workload of people who provide free care for their
elderly relatives at home.

Methodology — a mixed method was applied, which included an electronic individual questionnaire with
open and closed questions among 201 residents of Kazakhstani urban and rural areas.

Originality / value of the research - the first study in Kazakhstan aimed at identifying the needs and the time
use of people engaged in unpaid care for their elderly relatives.

Findings: A social and demographic portrait of a caregiver for an older adult at home was composed,
the share of institutional, paid and unpaid care in households and the distribution of household workload
between spouses were estimated, and the perception of gender equality in families was defined. The study
showed that the basic needs of people caring for their older relatives at home included benefits and payments,
services of a public social worker /compensation for care assistant services, a solid pension, an increase in the
caregiver’s social status, free medicines and medical care. A shortage of institutional care services for older
people in Kazakhstan has been identified, and recommendations for developing a national care system have
been proposed.

ABSTRACT
Purpose of the research is to assess the current practice of individual income tax, to justify the need to
replace the proportional rate with a progressive scale.
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Methodology — the theoretical and methodological basis of the research is based on the principles of a
systematic approach and methods of comparative, quantitative and qualitative analysis and economic and
statistical data processing.

Originality / value of the research — a feature of the study is the scientific justification of the expediency of
introducing a progressive scale for individual income tax, the development of an author's scale of rates based
on economic and mathematical calculations.

The results of the research show that the current practice of calculating individual income tax in the republic
requires adjustments and the introduction of a progressive scale replacing the current single rate of 10 %.
The introduction of a progressive scale will contribute to reducing social risks, leveling social inequality and
increasing tax revenues to the budget.

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ABSTRACT

This article examines the current demographic situation of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the context of
the quality of human potential and the increase in the efficiency of human resources.

Purpose of the research. This study aims to comprehensively analyse the current demographic situation in
the Republic of Kazakhstan, highlight the country's leading trends and challenges, and off er
recommendations for improving demographic policies and practices.

Methodology. The research methods are economic-statistical and correlation-regression analyses. The
article also uses general methods of understanding reality: generalisations, comparisons, and descriptions.

Originality / value of the research. The authors analysed the statistical data of the population of Kazakhstan
for the period from 2012 to 2023 in the context of structural changes and geographical conditions. Authors also
conducted a comparative analysis of natural growth in individual countries and the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Findings. The critical factors of fertility and natural population growth have been identifi ed. Attention is
paid to the country's changing demographic profi le in connection with economic, social, and political
transformations. A list of legal acts determining the country's demographic policy today is presented. A
correlation and regression analysis of factors such as gdp per capita and the average amount of assigned state
social benefi ts was carried out. The authors also present a diagram that forms the environment for family
planning and population reproduction. This scheme consists of elements that determine the process of natural
reproduction in the Republic of Kazakhstan. Conclusions and practical recommendations based on the study
results are presented, and further directions for an in-depth study of this topic are outlined. The article also
emphasises the need for an integrated approach to implementing demographic policy in the country.

ANALYSIS OF THE CURRENT STATE AND FORECASTS OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE
RESIDENTIAL REAL ESTATE MARKET OF THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

ABSTRACT

Purpose of the study — describe the state of the Kazakhstan residential real estate market, identify the
features and trends of its development. The authors of the study pay special attention to the analysis of the
main indicators characterizing the residential real estate market, as well as the processes taking place in the
mortgage lending market.

Methodology — the study was conducted using methods of economic and statistical analysis, graphic
method, method of description and generalization. The research sources were official statistical materials of
the National Bank of Kazakhstan, analytical reviews of consulting companies and financial organizations, the
«Krisha.kz» real estate platform and the «Kn.kz» real estate information portal, scientific research by Kazakh
and foreign authors, as well as materials of scientific and practical conferences.

Originality / value of the study — the authors carried out a detailed analysis of the state and problems of the
residential real estate market of the Republic of Kazakhstan in recent years and gave forecasts for its future
development.

Findings. According to the results of research and analysis of the current state of the Kazakh residential real
estate market in recent years, the authors identified problems and identified current trends in the development
of the housing market, as well as forecasts of its future development. The results of the scientific article can be
useful for real estate agencies, industry experts, as well as the scientific community involved in studying the
real estate market.

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THE IMPACT OF CHINA’S DIRECT INVESTMENT ON ENERGY INDUSTRY
DEVELOPMENT IN KAZAKHSTAN

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research is to study the impact of China’s direct investment on Kazakhstan's Energy
industry, it enables them to figure out what type of Energy sources need more investment, and the demand
level on the Energy services, which require for investigating the feasibility behind investing in Energy industry
in Kazakhstan.

Research methodology - a regression model of the impact of China’s direct investment on Kazakhstan's En-
ergy industry is established to study the impact of Chinese direct investment on Kazakhstan's Energy industry
from four variables: net foreign direct investment in Kazakhstan, Kazakhstan's GDP, China's direct investment
in Kazakhstan, and China's direct investment in Kazakhstan's Energy industry.

Original / value of the research — China's direct investment in Kazakhstan's Energy industry, compared
with other factors, can have a more important impact on Kazakhstan's Energy industry, so Kazakhstan can
through cooperation with foreign capital, especially China’s capital, the establishment of joint ventures, to
improve the current situation in Kazakhstan's Energy industry bad development.

Findings. The results show that the impact of net FDI in Kazakhstan, Kazakhstan's GDP, China's direct
investment in Kazakhstan, and China's direct investment in Kazakhstan's Energy industry on Kazakhstan's
Energy development is significant and positively related.

INTRODUCTION

The Chinese-Kazakhstan relationship has strengthened over the last decade, it covers several areas of co-
operation, in economic, political, and social aspects. The Chinese investment in Kazakhstan has declined
dramatically over the last five years, specifically from 2015-2019, which motivates this study to investigate
further what the situation of foreign direct investment in Kazakhstan, as there is an opportunity for the both
countries in energy industry, this is due to the high demand of china to the energy, besides the availability of
energy sources in Kazakhstan.

Kazakhstan has rich Energy resources but unfortunately, due to the lack of sufficient investment in the En-
ergy industry, the volume of productivity is very small, as well as the equipment used for production. Kazakh-
stan can create joint ventures through cooperation with foreign capital, especially Chinese capital, in order to
improve the current situation in Kazakhstan's Energy sector and improve its development. This study provides
an analysis of the FDI from China’s investors and will benefit decision-makers in both countries in terms of bi-
lateral trade, policy relationship improvement, and social development. Thus, this study has great importance
because it aids to clarify the overall impact of China’s direct investment on Energy industry that may help
policy makers to set correct policy to increase the growth effect of FDI in Kazakhstan. The other significance
of this thesis is to enrich the literature reviews about the relationships between China’s direct investment on
Energy industry in Kazakhstan.
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MAIN BODY

Literature review. A. Keeley and Y. Ikeda investigated the impact of FDI on Energy industry development
in developing countries; they found that foreign investment works to boost the Energy industry development
[1]. Specific motivations within the Energy industry that attract foreign investors, these motivations such as tax
exemptions, especially for renewable Energy.

S. Sarkodie and V. Strezov test the effect of FDI on Energy industry development in China over the period
1982 to 2016 [2]. The study found a significant impact of FDI on developing the Energy industry and Energy
emissions over the tested period.

S. Behera, D. Dash, and S. Reviews examine the impact of FDI on economic growth and Energy industry;
[3] the result confirmed a significant impact of FDI on the Energy industry, this impact confirmed through
improving the economic development, as the technology transfer from overseas through the FDI. At the pres-
ent stage of economic development, the development of information and communication technologies (ICTs)
gives a significant acceleration to globalization. They play an important role in the internationalization of com-
panies' activities. FDI in the ICT sector has a direct impact on the structure of the economy and the country's
economic growth.

E. V. Voronina studied the features of the economy in the Energy sector: Energy has a number of techno-
logical features that distinguish it from other industries, for example, the coincidence of processes and Energy
consumption in time [4]. The consequence of technological features is the specific content of the Energy econ-
omy as a branch of economic science. Industrial enterprises in various industries such as machine-building,
metallurgy, chemical industry, food industry, and many others-interact and depend directly on Energy asso-
ciations. Each side is interested in its own profitable activities. The main task set by Energy enterprises and
industrial enterprises is to ensure continuous, trouble-free operation of technological equipment for production
in the planned volume, in the established time frame, and with the lowest Energy costs of competitive products.
Economic knowledge and a systematic approach to solving economic issues are particularly necessary in the
Energy sector, which is the most capital-intensive industry complex and is linked to all industries. FDI is one
of the most important indicators of globalization. These are investments made to participate in the profits of an
enterprise operating in a foreign territory, with the direct participation of the investor in the management of the
enterprise. They can help to restructure the national economy and strengthen the international competitiveness
of local companies.

To sum up, the existing domestic and foreign research on the Energy industry demonstrate that the level of
direct investment in Kazakhstan's Energy development has achieved rich results, the relevant theory and em-
pirical methods have been more improved. In terms of a review of studies on the impact of FDI on host coun-
tries' economies, there is a wide scope of concentrates that address the connections among FDI and economic
growth or the effect of FDI on the host countries' economy. This study depends on the neoclassical hypothesis,
as indicated by which FDI has just influenced capital amassing, without changing long haul growth, which
has just been conceivable gratitude to exogenous factors, for example, innovative advancement and populace
growth. Present-day models of endogenous growth investigate the indirect impacts of FDI, for example, in-
novation move, efficiency expands, showcase extension and different focal points for the beneficiary country.

In terms of a review of studies on Kazakhstan's Energy Industry, after defining it, most of it is experienc-
ing slow and growing economic progress, which is also accompanied by some demographic growth, which
generates more and more Energy demand to supply the population. In turn, this is compounded by the problem
of intensive use of Energy from non-renewable sources such as oil, which, in the long term, will be one of the
most important problems for governments in meeting high demand Energy. So, it is important to study Ka-
zakhstan's Energy industry. In terms of the review of studies on the impact of FDI on Energy is obvious. From
the literature of recent years, it can be seen that in the period of economic transition investment motivation of
enterprises is diverse and irregular. Inflows of FDI in Kazakhstan are carried out through joint ventures, sub-
sidiaries, privatization of state enterprises with participation of foreign capital the transfer of the management
of foreign firms to large industrial enterprises and investment banking sector. The main form of direct invest-
ments into the country is joint ventures, to a lesser extent - with 100 % foreign capital - subsidiaries. Although
there are many achievements in the field of China's direct investment in Kazakhstan, there are still few studies
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in the field of Energy industry in Kazakhstan, so this paper studies the Energy industry of Kazakhstan to enrich
the research of China's direct investment in the field of Energy industry in Kazakhstan.

Research methodology. According to the specific research purpose, this paper obtains the required in-
formation by combing a large number of literates and can systematically and comprehensively understand
the problems to be analyzed. Based on the existing domestic and foreign literature collation and summa-
rization, the relevant theories on the impact of China's direct investment on Kazakhstan's Energy indus-
try are combined, and the latest developments in the relevant theories are monitored in real-time, and the
data are updated.

Quantitative analysis methods. This paper mainly uses the method of empirical analysis within this ap-
proach the secondary data is specified for the period from 1992 to 2018 to test the impact of FDI from China
on the Energy industry development in Kazakhstan. For the present study, the non-experimental, descriptive
and correlated design was applied.

Modelling. The proportion of China’s FDI in Kazakhstan’s Energy industry is steadily increasing. This
chapter conducts empirical analysis on how China’s direct investment effects on Energy industry in Kazakh-
stan. This study is done to determine whether these variables maintain a relationship in the long term and
of what type, and investigating the direct impact of economic growth on the Energy industry development.
Similarly, it seeks to respond if China's FDI can explain Kazakhstan Energy industry development. With this
finding, it will be possible to know if FDI is a source of growth of Energy industry.

The starting point of this study model is output value Energy function in which the level of output value
Energy of a country is estimated using four predictors, which are net foreign direct investment (FDI) input
into the country, the gross domestic product of Kazakhstan (GDP), Net FDI sourced from China (FDICH), and
China’s direct investment into Energy industry (FDENE) to conceptually capture the fraction of each estima-
tor toward reducing the output value Energy. Investigating the impact of FDI on the energy industry develop-
ment has received attention from several previous studies such as Keeley and Matsumoto [5], which examine
the impact of FDI on the energy development in ten developing countries, where the energy output used as a
proxy for the energy development. Also, the study of M. A. Destek and S. A. Sarkodie that used the net foreign
direct investment directed into the energy industry, besides the output of energy industry as a measurement of
development in five countries [6].

This study model is rooted in the theory of endogenous growth formulated by E. Borensztein, J. De Gre-
gorio, and J. Lee, according to which FDI contributes to growth thanks to technological advances and im-
provements in human capital, institutions and infrastructure [7]. To empirically assess the estimation of four
variables that FDI, net FDI sourced from China, FDI into Energy industry, and economic growth on the total
output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry, the model is specified as follow:

IMEN = Total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry

FDI = FDI into Energy industry

GDP = Gross domestic production of Kazakhstan

FDICH = Net FDI sourced from China

FDENE = China’s direct investment into Energy industry

e = Standard error

Variables description. The primary purpose of data analysis is to study the phenomena and relationships
between variables of the research subject. For the purpose of the analysis of China's FDI toward the Energy
industry development in Kazakhstan, five variables are used that total output value of Kazakhstan's national
Energy industry (IMEN), net FDI (FDI), net FDI sourced from China (FDICH), and the FDI into Energy
industry (FDENE). These five variables are structured into a regression model to interpret how China's FDI
contributes to the Energy industry development in Kazakhstan over the period 1992-2018 [8].
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1) Total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry (IMEN)

This study uses the total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy Industry’s Energy percentage over
the period 1992-2018 as an indicator of Energy development in Kazakhstan.

2) FDI into Energy industry (FDI)

This variable refers to the net FDI input into the Energy industry. According to W. Liu et. al. [9] there are
three types of FDI into the Energy industry, which are establishing new Energy projects, maintaining current
Energy project, and FDI input into research and development the Energy industry.

3) FDI sourced from China (FDICH)

Refers to the net FDI sources from China, it calculated by (input FDI from China minus output FDI toward
China)

4) China’s direct investment into Energy industry (FDENE)

Refers to the net FDI sources from China and invest it in Energy industry.

5) The gross domestic production of Kazakhstan (GDP)

According to Y. Ouyang and P. Li, there is a bidirectional relationship between economic growth and en-
ergy industry [10]. The much-developed energy industry leads to exploit the natural resources and improve
the public infrastructure; both integrate together and work to boost the economic growth. As a bidirectional
relationship reported by the previous studies, GDP as one of the main indicators of the economic growth are
included into the model to control the estimation of FDI on the Energy industry development.

Data source. This study is based on 27 annual observations over the period 1992 to 2018. For the purpose
of estimating the impact of three economic factors that FDI, gross domestic production, net FDI sourced from
China, and net FDI into Energy industry in Kazakhstan toward the total output value of Kazakhstan's national
Energy industry.

The data of this study retrieved from the World Bank data base for three variables that FDI; economic
growth, and the total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry, while the data for the net FDI
sourced from China and FDI into Energy industry were retrieved from Kazakhstan statistics committee. The
data is made up of a time series of the entries five variables that FDI; net FDI sourced from China, FDI into
Energy industry, economic growth, and total output value of Kazakhstan's Energy industry. The time line of
this study is identified based on two suggestions, first, A. Weigend recommended a time series of data over 24
observations, which helps more accurate estimation within Ordinary Least Square (OLS) model [11]. Second,
this time series is tied to the data availability for the model construction as reported by the data sources men-
tioned above.

Descriptive statistics. Descriptive statistics is a statistical method of expressing the characteristics and the
summary of the collected data. Means, variances, and standard deviations are among descriptive statistics. In-
ferential statistics are statistical techniques that infer the characteristics of a population-based on the statistics
of a sample population. Descriptive research is mainly based on the analysis of the previous theories, sum-
marizing the relationship between the two and building a new theory. For exploratory research, quantitative
research support is obtained by collecting secondary data. The purpose of explanatory research is to establish
the causal relationship between variables. Researchers use it to test the causal relationship behind the problem.
Using this method, when there are theoretical insights, through quantitative research and preliminary data col-
lection, the hypothesis is elaborated and tested.

In order to make inference statistics, descriptive statistics must be preceded. This is because sampling sur-
veys obtain statistics (characteristic statistics) that characterize the population (descriptive statistics), and then
infer the characteristics of the population, or parameters (inference statistics).

For the present study, the use of descriptive statistics was conducted for the reason of finding out several
important factors such as the mean, standard deviation, Skewness, Kurtosis, and other important factors related
to the study variables as appear in table 1. The following table 1 shows the results of the descriptive statistics
test followed by some explanations.

The minimum value for the variable FDI into the Energy industry was 13.00000, while the maximum was
4649.660. The mean score for the variable FDI into the Energy industry was 1297.322, this result means that
the Energy industry in Kazakhstan is being developed and the FDI is decreasing. In the same line, the Skew-
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ness value for this variable was 0.916930, while the Kurtosis value was 2.654964. These results reveal that the
FDI into the Energy industry variable has an acceptable normal distribution. Furthermore, the standard devia-
tion for this variable was 1360.771.

The minimum value for the variable FDI was 100.0000, while the maximum was 17220.96. The mean
score for the variable FDI was 5822.240, this result means that the FDI in Kazakhstan is performing very well
and it’s at its best situations. In the same line, the Skewness value for this variable was 0.797536, while the
Kurtosis value was 2.264447. These results reveal that the FDI variable has an acceptable normal distribution.
Furthermore, the standard deviation for this variable was 5512.898.

The minimum value for the variable net FDI sourced from China was 63.00000, while the maximum was
10849.21. The mean score for the variable net FDI sourced from China was 3668.011, this result means that
FDI sourced from China in Kazakhstan is playing an important role in the economy of the country, where it
shows a significant position for the FDI sourced from China. In the same line, the Skewness value for this
variable was 0.797536, while the Kurtosis value was 2.264447. These results reveal that the f net FDI sourced
from China variable has acceptable normal distribution. Furthermore, the standard deviation for this variable
was 3473.126.

The minimum value for the variable gross domestic production was 16870.82, while the maximum was
236634.6. The mean score for the variable gross domestic production was 91758.44, this result means that
the gross domestic production in Kazakhstan is growing rapidly, and it shows that Kazakhstan economy is
maintain a good level. In the same line, the Skewness value for this variable was 0.510766, while the Kurtosis
value was 1.714163. These results reveal that the gross domestic production variable has acceptable normal
distribution. Furthermore, the standard deviation for this variable was 76640.68.

The minimum value for the variable total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry was
143.2040, while the maximum was 13.53500. The mean score for the variable total output value of Kazakh-
stan's national Energy industry was 96.59707, this result means that the imported Energy in Kazakhstan is de-
clining and the country is limiting its total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry. In the same
line, the Skewness value for this variable was 0.983654, while the Kurtosis value was 2.596903. These results
reveal that the total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry variable has an acceptable normal
distribution. Furthermore, the standard deviation for this variable was 40.23473.

Research results. Stability test. It is a non-functional type of test and it is usually performed during perfor-
mance testing. The main focus is to determine the stability of the software when exposed to heavy loads, stress
and different environments. It does not verify normal behavior and is the critical point of validation software
crash, system crash that is the point. The load is applied to the system under test for a long time, which helps
to determine the stability of the software.
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According to the following figure 1, the test results show that the study model was in a stable level between
the + 4 and — 4 values. The CUSUM is represented in the blue line in figure 1 shows that it is in the acceptable
range between the two red lines.

Correlation test. Statistical pair data, often called ordered pairs, refers to two variables of individuals
in a population that are linked together to determine correlations between them. In order for a data set to be
considered, the data should not be considered separately, where a pair of data values are all attached or linked
together.

Quantitative data statistics contrasted with the general relationship of one number for each data point from
another, where the idea of paired data provides a graph to observe the relationship between these variables,
where each data point is associated with two numbers set population.

This method of pairing data is used when the study hopes to compare two variables in individuals of the
population that draw some kind of conclusions about the observed correlations. When observing these data
points, the order of pairing is important because the first number is a measure of one, while the second is a
measure of something completely different.

For the current study, a correlation test was used to find out the relationship type between four indepen-
dent variables and one dependent variable. The correlation test was used to figure out whether (net FDI, gross
domestic production, net FDI sourced from China, and FDI into the Energy industry) correlate with the total
output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry or not. The following table 2 shows the results of the
correlation test, followed by some conclusions drawn based on these results.

According to table 2, the following statements were developed:

- There is a positive correlation between FDI and total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy indus-
try in Kazakhstan, where (r = 0.446) and the significant level of 0.020.

- There is a positive relationship between gross domestic production and a total output value of Kazakh-
stan's national Energy industry, where (r = 0.436) and the significant level of 0.023.

- There is a positive relationship between FDI sourced from China and total output value of Kazakhstan's
national Energy industry, where (r = 0.446) and the significant level of 0.020.

- There is a positive correlation between FDI into the Energy industry and total output value of Kazakh-
stan's national Energy industry, where (r = 0.437) and the significant level of 0.023.

Regression test. Regression testing is often done by rerunning the previous run test and checking to see if
any errors that were fixed before could be reproduced.

As a rule of thumb, this error reproduction method is quite effective. This is because poor versioning of-
ten loses previous bug fixes and often causes bugs to recur. Also, a frequent fix is only a temporary solution
that makes the program messy and not a fundamental solution. Temporary fixes are often useless if the user
changes other parts of the program. In other words, when redesigning some features through refactoring, the
same problem often reoccurs in the previous fix.

Therefore, it's a good idea to write a test case where a researcher finds a bug when he/she fixes it, and then
run the test again whenever it makes a change to the program. The researcher can do it manually, but he/she
usually use test automation tools. Typically, test suites provide a test environment that automatically handles
regression test cases. Some test suites also provide the ability to automatically run a full regression test on time
and report the results. Typically, when a compilation is done (for a small project), run a full test every night or
weekly (for a small project).

Regression testing is an important part of extreme programming. According to this methodology, design
documents are updated at every stage of the software development cycle, even after they are first written. Such
updates are made through extensive and repeated automated testing of the entire software package.

The regression test was used in the present study to predict the future contribution of the study’s model. The
current model reveals that the R square is equal to 0.446 which means that this model explains the total out-
put value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry with 0.436, while the rest can be explained by some other
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variable. According to E. De Bodt, lower adjusted R-square refers to potential other estimators toward the de-
pendent variable in the regression test [12]. M. Sarstedt and E. Mooi (2014) stated that in regression analysis,
adjusted R-square less than 0.25 indicates to weak longitudinal estimation, while a value above 0.5 and less
than 0.75 indicates to moderate estimation from the model, and substantial if the value higher than 0.75 [13].

Based on table 3, the regression equation was found where gross domestic product has a significant and
positive influence on the total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry (p= .204, t= 3.231, p=
0.020). Also, a regression equation was found where FDI sourced from China has a significant and positive
influence on the total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry (= 1.390, t=2.320, p=0.007). As
well as a regression equation was found where FDI has a significant and positive influence on the total output
value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry (= 1.324, t=2.711, p= 0.006). And finally, a regression equa-
tion was found where FDI into the Energy industry has a significant and positive influence on the total output
value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry (= 1.943, t= 3.210, p=0.003).

Results Discussion. This study aims to analyze the Impact of China's direct investment on Energy Industry
in Kazakhstan over the period 1992-2018. The study utilized multiple regression test to determine the impact
of China’s direct investment on Energy Industry in Kazakhstan. This study followed the quantitative approach
because it uses data collection to test hypotheses, based on the numerical measurement and statistical analysis,
to establish patterns of behavior and test theories. It is of a descriptive correlational and linear regression type
since it seeks to know the relationship or the degree of association that exists between two or more concepts,
categories or variables in a particular context (FDI, net FDI sourced from China, FDI into Energy industry,
economic growth, total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry) and is based submitted to tests;
It takes a longitudinal approach because it analyzes the changes that the study variables have undergone over
time within some population in general.

For the current study, the correlation test was performed and the results showed that there is a significant
and positive relationship between FDI and total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry, where
(r=0.446) and a significant level of 0.020. There is a positive relationship between gross domestic production
and total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry, where (r = .436) and a significant level of
0.023. There is a positive relationship between FDI sourced from China and total output value of Kazakhstan's
national Energy industry, where (r = 0.446) and a significant level of 0.020. There is a positive correlation be-
tween FDI into the Energy industry and total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry, where (r
=0.437) and a significant level of 0.023. Also, the regression test was applied and the results showed that the
regression equation was found where gross domestic product has positive influence on the total output value
of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry (= .204, t=3.231, p= 0.020). Also, a regression equation was found
where FDI sourced from China has positive impact on the total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy
industry (B= 1.390, t= 2.320, p= 0.007). As well as a regression equation was found where FDI has positive
influence on the total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry (= 1.324, t= 2.711, p= 0.006).
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And finally, a regression equation was found where FDI into the Energy industry has positive influence on the
total output value of Kazakhstan's national Energy industry (= 1.943, t=3.210, p=0.003).

CONCLUSION

Kazakhstan is one of the few countries around the globe that has many natural resources, which helps in
producing renewable Energy. Energy industry in Kazakhstan, have five main scales of Energy comprises the
Energy industry represented by natural gas 10.6 %, oil 14.6 %, coal 70 %, electricity 5 %, and other types 10 %
of Energy. The highest consumption of coal attributes to the high domestic consumption, as coal is considered
as the cheapest source of Energy in Kazakhstan.

Kazakhstan over the years of independence has attracted about 350 billion US dollars of FDI. At the same
time, over the past 10 years, the national economy has received 231.6 billion us dollars. The leaders in at-
tracting investment to Kazakhstan are investors from the Netherlands — 7.3 billion US dollars (with a share of
30.2 %), the United States — 5.5 billion US dollars (23.0 %), Switzerland — 2.2 billion US dollars (9.3 %) (see
Table 1). It is worth noting that in 2019, China’s investors took the 4th place, pushing investors from the Rus-
sian Federation to the fifth position. In Kazakhstan, the total of FDI flows registered in the period from 2014
to 2018 reach the total sum of 99,439 million dollars (mUSD) of which, 20,847 million have been invested in
the Energy industry, which absorbed 21 % of the total foreign investment flows that entered the country in the
aforementioned period. Disaggregating the figures for the Energy industry, about 18,649 mUSD (89 %) were
invested in renewable Energy, while 1,967 mUSD (9 %) were used for fossil Energy.

China's investment in Kazakhstan is mainly in the Energy sector, where the volume of proven oil reserves
according to BP is 39.6 billion barrels or 6.5 billion tons, which is 3.2 % of the total world reserves in the pe-
riod from 2014 to 2018 the solar Energy was the most benefited, going from a share of 8 to 32% of FDI flows
compared to the previous period, while the other renewable Energy means went from a share from 17% to
21%, respectively. China's investments in Kazakhstan are mainly direct investments. The number of China’s
companies in Kazakhstan is constantly growing. China today is one of the three largest investors in Kazakh-
stan’s Energy industry. Regarding the commodity circulation, then over the 8 months of this year, countries
traded nearly 680 million US dollars. China's investment in Kazakhstan is becoming more extensive, and the
investment structure is becoming more complex.

According to V. Sumer, Z. Zhanaltay, and L. Parkhomchik, the Energy in Kazakhstan is a promising indus-
try [14], but it lacks to the enough financing, either from the foreign or domestic investment. L. Ke highlights
the lack of the government of Kazakhstan in promoting the FDI toward developing the Energy industry, as this
industry projects required huge capital investment, which can be provided only by the FDI[15]. In this context,
China is one of the main investors target to Kazakhstan, as Chinese foreign investment increased rapidly over
the last decade [16]. Hence, Kazakhstan looks forward toward getting significance portion of this investment
to be directed to improving the economic growth and Energy sector development.

This paper empirically analyzed the current situation and characteristics of China's direct investment in
Kazakhstan's Energy industry and empirically tested the impact of China's FDI on it through the establishment
of the linear regression model. The data used in this study is a secondary data source of the time series of data
over the period 1992 to 2018 is constructed, which accounts for a total of 27 observations. The data of this
study retrieved from the World Bank database for three variables are FDI; economic growth, and imported En-
ergy, while the data for the net FDI sourced from China and FDI into the Energy industry were retrieved from
Kazakhstan statistics committee. The results show that the impact of net FDI in Kazakhstan, Kazakhstan's
GDP, China's direct investment in Kazakhstan, and China's direct investment in Kazakhstan's Energy industry
on Kazakhstan's Energy development is significant and positively related. Among them, China's direct invest-
ment in Kazakhstan's Energy industry, compared with other factors, can have a more important impact on
Kazakhstan's Energy industry, so Kazakhstan can through cooperation with foreign capital, especially China’s
capital, the establishment of joint ventures, in order to improve the current situation in Kazakhstan's Energy
industry bad development.

«DIGITAL NOMADS» IN THE MODERN LABOR MARKET

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research: Analyze the economic situation of digital nomads, their influence on the labor
market, taking into account that they differ in dynamism of geographic mobility. To study the problems of
non-traditional employment in the context of digitalization of the economy.

Methodology: The paper uses a comparative analysis between digital nomads, freelancers and self-employed
citizens, which showed that they form overlapping sets with such common feature as remote non-standard
employment. Study of digital nomads involves the use of a non-ethnographic approach, including methods
such as online immersive interaction, content analysis of websites, forums, blogs, etc.

Originality/value of the research: Despite many publications, there are still a number of difficulties in
studying the phenomenon of digital nomads. The article discusses definition of digital nomads, their essential
characteristics, differences from self-employed citizens and freelancers. The article proves an important role
of digital nomads in the modern labor market, who provide information, technological, managerial support,
and various types of services.

Findings: Increase in level of the population mobility stimulated emergence of a new form of employment
on the labor market. Digital nomads are distinguished by a high level of education and professional training;
considerable freedom in choosing the production sphere and provision of services in the field of intangible
production. In post-covid conditions, digital nomads can contribute to replacement of lost workers.

GENDER SEGREGATION IN THE LABOR MARKET IN KAZAKHSTAN

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research is to conduct a literary review of studies related to the gender division in the
economy and occupational segregation in labor relations, to identify the determinants of the gender gap in
the labor market and to assess the level of discrimination against women in Kazakhstan. The article reflects
the main problems of the formation and development of the gender economy, including the methodology
of gender segregation in the labor market. The main theoretical concepts of gender economics used in the
research of foreign and modern Kazakh economists are identified.

Methodology — methods of historical analysis, factological (statistical) analysis and forecasting.

Originality / value of the research is to identify the problems of modern gender segregation in the labor
market of Kazakhstan through a review of research related to gender inequality in the labor market.

Findings — a review of the literature showed that there are different concepts of gender segregation in the
labor market. Most of the research is aimed at solving applied problems of the gender economy of Kazakhstan,
in addition, methodological tools developed by foreign economists are not adapted to the study of Kazakh
reality. Most of the studies on gender discrimination in the labor market, especially in Kazakhstan, are of a
practical nature. In addition, the interest of many authors in this problem manifests itself sporadically, that is,
they do not present the results of systematic research.

The purpose of the study is to explore the role of university alumni associations in aligning with the sus-
tainable development goals (SDGs) articulated by the United Nations, emphasizing the criteria that define a
sustainable alumni association and their impact on university operations and broader economic and manage-
ment practices.

Methodology. Emphasis is placed on elucidating criteria that characterize a sustainable alumni association.
This is complemented by a comprehensive analysis utilizing qualitative research methodologies, including in-
depth interviews and expert assessments.

Originality / value of the research lies in its focus on the intersection of university alumni associations and
sustainable development goals, an area that has received limited attention in academic discourse.

Findings. The derived conclusions are rigorously substantiated through mathematical computations, cul-
minating in actionable recommendations aimed at fortifying the future endeavors of alumni associations. The
study is contextualized within the framework of a university in Kazakhstan, offering practical insights and
implications for economic and management practices in the contemporary academic landscape.

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INTRODUCTION

In an era where the global landscape is shifting towards a knowledge-based economy, the significance of
human capital cannot be overstated. Kazakhstan, aligning with this global trend, places a strategic emphasis
on developing human capital as a key goal for sustainable growth. Recognizing that education is a pivotal
contributor to this goal, it is equally crucial to extend this focus beyond graduation. The post-university period,
marked by alumni engagement, becomes a key phase in maintaining and enhancing the connection with human
capital in Kazakhstan.

Efforts towards forming and nurturing human capital in Kazakhstan not only involve the academic journey
but extend to the crucial post-graduation phase. Alumni, as integral components of the human capital network,
play a pivotal role in contributing to the country's development. It is imperative, however, to explore inno-
vative approaches to strategically manage alumni associations to optimize their efficiency in the context of
Kazakhstani universities.

Against this backdrop, our paper introduces a pioneering perspective by employing stakeholder theory to
strategically manage alumni associations in Kazakhstan. As the country endeavors to develop its human capi-
tal, universities must take a proactive role in maintaining a robust connection with their graduates. What adds
an extra layer of significance is the incorporation of stakeholder theory, which advocates for recognizing and
incorporating the interests of all stakeholders involved.

The researchers selected the following list of hypotheses based on the immense literature review and theo-
retical framework. The following hypotheses were equally chosen from the responses of Kazakhstan univer-
sity graduates alumni of university, which consists of students and academic staff with different background.

Hypothesis 1: The university's reputation is the most significant criteria for the successful alumni association.

Hypothesis 2: The importance of criteria among graduates of technical background is higher than among
graduates of social and humanitarian background.

Hypothesis 3: Alumni associations should devise distinct strategies tailored to graduates based on their
respective backgrounds.

While the global community acknowledges the importance of forming strong human capital, this paper
contends that the strategic management of alumni associations in Kazakhstan, informed by stakeholder theory,
is a distinct and underexplored dimension. It is imperative to bridge the gap between academia and real-world
application by not only recognizing the contribution of graduates in disseminating knowledge but also by
aligning the interests of various stakeholders, a crucial aspect emphasized by stakeholder theory.

As the world witnesses a paradigm shift towards the economy of knowledge, our paper contributes to the
ongoing discourse by presenting a novel framework tailored to the unique context of Kazakhstan. Through a
comprehensive exploration of successful examples and the application of stakeholder theory, this paper aspires
to set a precedent for strategic alumni management, thereby furthering the goals of developing human capital
and ensuring the sustained growth of Kazakhstani universities.

Research methods. In this article, we utilized a qualitative method — specifically, in-depth interviews — to
fill a rank matrix. Open-ended questions facilitated more precise responses from respondents, particularly
university graduates. Based on a selection of 10 key criteria defining the relationship between the alumni as-
sociation and the sustainable development of the university, along with its positive influence on society, we
conducted an analysis. This analysis allowed us to ascertain the importance of each criterion and its impact,
illustrated by the university under examination.

Social and economic phenomena are characterized by a multitude of interconnected factors acting in vari-
ous directions, leading to complexities in their definition and statistical processing. Often, in these cases, there
is a lack of initial information due to the impossibility of using it in quantitative form for various reasons.
To address this issue, the experience and knowledge of specialists can be harnessed through the application
of interviews. In-depth interviews with leading experts can unveil the most informative features. Typically,
researchers compile a list of features beforehand, and the task of experts lies in ranking them based on their
influence on the modeled indicator.

The application of this method in our study stems from the qualitative nature of all features characterizing
the efficiency of the alumni association and its correlation with the goals of sustainable development. These
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features cannot be expressed quantitatively in the modeled indicator. The interviews took both face-to-face and
virtual forms, involving the completion of questionnaires. They were conducted during personal conversations
with each expert after explaining the objectives of the research.

Expert judgment methods are approaches used to organize interactions with specialist experts and process
their opinions, expressed in quantitative and/or qualitative forms. The application of expert methods helps for-
malize procedures for gathering, synthesizing, and analyzing expert opinions with the objective of converting
them into a format most suitable for making informed decisions.

As evident from Table 1, our experts exhibit an equal distribution by gender, major backgrounds in techni-
cal and social humanities, and a variety of spheres of activities.

In the conducted interview, we asked experts to determine the weight and significance of the following
criteria:

X1 — Reputation

X2 — Loyalty

X3 — Activity and involvement

X4 — Networking

X5 — Feedback

X6 — Support for educational programs

X7 — Resources and privileges

X8 — Hard skills

X9 — Soft skills

X10 — Social responsibility

If we break down each criterion in the context of the Alumni association of the University and its alignment
with the social development goals of the university:

University Reputation (X1). Explanation: This criterion assesses how the Alumni association contributes
to enhancing and maintaining the positive image and reputation of the university [1]. Research has consistently
shown that a strong university reputation significantly benefits both alumni associations and graduates. Alumni
from universities with positive reputations are more likely to actively engage with their alma mater and partici-
pate in alumni association activities. A. M. Brown highlight how a prestigious university reputation enhances
the perceived value of graduates in the job market, leading to increased career opportunities and earning poten-
tial. Thus, fostering and maintaining a positive university reputation is crucial for alumni associations seeking
to effectively support their graduates in their professional endeavors. Social Development Goals Alignment: A
positive university image can attract support, resources, and collaboration, fostering community engagement
and social impact [2].

Loyalty (X2). Explanation: Loyalty measures the commitment and allegiance of alumni towards their
alma mater, reflecting the strength of the bond between the university and its graduates. Research findings
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consistently underscore the positive relationship between university reputation and alumni loyalty. Accord-
ing to research [3, 4], alumni from prestigious universities tend to demonstrate higher levels of loyalty to
their alma mater, engaging more actively in alumni association events and contributing to fundraising efforts.
Similarly, authors [2; 5], found that graduates from institutions with strong reputations exhibit greater affinity
towards their alma mater, often maintaining lifelong connections and advocating for their university within
their professional networks. Thus, cultivating a positive university reputation is essential for fostering endur-
ing loyalty among alumni, which in turn strengthens the alumni association's impact and support for graduates
Social Development Goals Alignment: Strong alumni loyalty can lead to increased participation in social ini-
tiatives, volunteerism, and support for community development projects.

Activity and Involvement (X3). Explanation: This criterion evaluates the level of alumni engage-
ment and active participation in events, programs, and initiatives organized by the Alumni association.
The significance of prioritizing alumni activity and involvement is essential components of alumni asso-
ciation strategy, as outlined by A. M. Brown [2]. By fostering active engagement among alumni, associ-
ations can enhance their support networks and better serve the needs of graduates in various professional
and personal capacities." Social Development Goals Alignment: Active alumni involvement can facilitate
the implementation of social projects, skill-sharing, and mentorship, contributing to the university's social
development objectives.

Networking (X4). Explanation: Networking assesses the Alumni association's role in creating and facilitat-
ing professional and social connections among its members. Research [6] highlights how alumni networking
enhances career opportunities and facilitates knowledge exchange within alumni communities. Additionally,
a study by [7] underscores the role of networking in alumni association effectiveness, emphasizing its con-
tribution to alumni engagement and support. Furthermore, research [8] reveals that alumni networks provide
valuable connections for job seekers and entrepreneurs, promoting lifelong learning and skill development.
These findings underscore the importance of networking for alumni associations in facilitating alumni success
and fostering a vibrant community of graduates. Social Development Goals Alignment: Networking can lead
to collaborative efforts, knowledge sharing, and partnerships that support the university's social development
goals and initiatives.

Feedback (X5). Explanation: This criterion gauges the effectiveness of communication channels between
the Alumni association and its members, ensuring feedback mechanisms are in place. The article [9] explores
the role of feedback information from alumni associations in the quality assurance system for higher education,
particularly focusing on its impact and relevance within the context of academic quality assessment and im-
provement processes. Social Development Goals Alignment: Regular feedback helps in refining and aligning
social initiatives with alumni expectations and societal needs.

Support for Educational Programs (X6). Explanation: This criteria measures alumni contributions and
support for educational programs initiated by the university. Nanda et al. [10] investigates the correlation be-
tween alumni engagement and university curriculum reform within the context of support and improvement.
Social Development Goals Alignment: Alumni support for educational programs can enhance accessibility to
quality education, aligning with the university's commitment to social development.

Resources and Privileges (X7). Explanation: This criterion evaluates the provision of resources and privi-
leges to alumni, acknowledging their contributions and fostering a sense of belonging. In article [11] delve into
the significant role of alumni associations in supporting student life, particularly highlighting their contribu-
tions towards enhancing educational programs and initiatives within academic institutions. Authors discuss
how alumni associations serve as valuable resources for students, providing mentorship, networking oppor-
tunities, and financial support to enrich their educational experience. Social Development Goals Alignment:
Providing resources and privileges can motivate alumni to actively participate in social development projects
and initiatives.

Hard Skills (X8). Explanation: This criterion assesses the development and application of tangible skills
by alumni that contribute to their professional and personal growth. Social Development Goals Alignment:
Alumni with enhanced hard skills can positively impact society through contributions to various fields, align-
ing with the university's social development objectives.
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Soft Skills (X9). Explanation: Soft skills refer to interpersonal and communication skills. This criteri-
on evaluates the emphasis on cultivating these skills among alumni. Social Development Goals Alignment:
Alumni with strong soft skills can play key roles in community engagement, effective communication, and
leadership, supporting social development initiatives.

Social Responsibility (X10). Explanation: This criterion measures the extent to which the Alumni asso-
ciation promotes and instills a sense of social responsibility among its members. Social Development Goals
Alignment: Alumni actively involved in socially responsible activities contribute to the broader societal goals
championed by the university.

By considering these criteria within the framework of the Alumni association, the university can strategi-
cally align its activities and engagement efforts to further its social development goals.

It is noteworthy that experts were given the right to supplement the proposed list of features. The statistical
processing of interview data comprises several stages, with two significant ones being: a) studying the overall
mean concordance of responses across all features; b) determining the influence of expert characteristics on
the content of responses. The overall mean concordance of responses across all features was evaluated using
the concordance coefficient.

The concordance coefficient assesses the degree of agreement in experts' opinions and ranking on a given
feature. It ranges from 0 to 1. If W=0, it signifies no connection between rankings, and if W=1, it indicates
complete agreement among experts on the ranking of features (equation 1):

Our analysis delves into the multifaceted realm of Kendall's W, a coefficient of concordance widely em-
ployed in statistics to measure agreement among raters or observers. From its advantages in ranking scenarios
to its sensitivity to sample size, we explore the nuances of this statistical measure. Understanding the strengths
and limitations of Kendall's W is crucial for researchers and practitioners seeking to employ it judiciously. We
discuss the contextual appropriateness of using Kendall's W, its robustness in handling tied rankings, and its
applications in various fields. Additionally, we shed light on its sensitivity to sample size, the equal weighting
of disagreements, and the assumption of independence among observations.

In the assessment of the significance of parameters, experts assign them a rank number. The factor to which
the expert assigns the highest rating is given the rank of 1. If an expert recognizes multiple factors as equal,
they are assigned the same rank number. Based on the data from the interview, a consolidated matrix of ranks
is compiled.

Upon expert evaluation, scores were computed for each criterion, considering their weight and ex-
pressiveness. These scores facilitate the determination of the most valuable and pronounced criteria.
Furthermore, the results were divided into two expert groups: Group 1 comprised graduates in techni-
cal disciplines, while Group 2 consisted of graduates in social and humanitarian fields. Subsequent anal-
ysis unveiled preferences in expert opinions within each group, also allowing for the identification of
trends in expert opinions across criteria. Criteria with the lowest scores serve as indicators for enhancing
their positions.

The final stage of analysis involves constructing a matrix to assess the attractiveness of each of our groups
based on two coordinates: the X-axis characterizes the indicator — the strength of position (PP) of each group,
while the Y-axis represents the indicator — the attractiveness (AA) of the alumni association under consider-
ation. Each of these coordinates is determined taking into account several parameters, with each axis divided
into three parts. The matrix has dimensions of 3 by 3. Each coordinate axis is treated as a multi-factor measure-
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ment axis. These indicators are characterized by their dependence on multiple factors. The simplest way to

determine the values of the factors is associated with finding the mean values, where:

By doing so, alumni associations can enhance engagement and support,
maximize benefits, and ultimately strengthen their connection with the university and its graduates. In this
essay, we will explore the significance of stakeholder theory in university alumni associations and how it can
contribute to their overall success.

The development of stakeholder theory can be traced back to its origins in the 1960s and has since evolved
significantly over time. Stakeholder theory emerged as a response to the prevailing shareholder primacy per-
spective, which argues that the only responsibility of a corporation is to maximize shareholder wealth. In
contrast, stakeholder theory recognizes the existence of multiple stakeholders who have a legitimate interest in
a company's activities and should be considered in decision-making processes.

Figure 1 illustrates the multifaceted approach to Alumni Association Management, encompassing seven
key aspects. These include Alumni Engagement, which focuses on fostering connections and involvement;
Resource Mobilization, essential for securing financial support and resources; Strategic Planning, guiding the
association's long-term goals and initiatives; Measuring Success, evaluating the effectiveness of programs
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and initiatives; Long-Term Sustainability, ensuring continued viability and growth; Communication and Re-
lationship Building, facilitating effective outreach and networking efforts; and Alumni Benefits and Services,
providing valuable resources and support to alumni members. Each aspect plays a vital role in ensuring the
success and longevity of the alumni association [15].

THE MAIN PART

The results obtained (Table 2) indicate a high level of consensus among the experts for each criterion.
Based on the average values of each expert's individual opinions and the Concordance Coefficient, the weight
of each criterion was determined. It is observed that the criteria with the highest weights are soft skills, univer-
sity image, networking, and support for educational initiatives.

As evident from the table 2, the highest rating is 5 points, with criteria X1, X4, X6, and X9 carrying the
greatest weight. This is explained by the experts' belief in the significance of these criteria for the effectiveness
of the alumni association. These criteria are substantial and encompass external factors such as employers,
partner companies, current students, faculty, and staff. The lowest weight is assigned to criterion X3, with 3
points. This is justified by the high employment rates of graduates in their primary professional and personal
roles, as well as their geographical distance from the university's location.

In our analysis, we evaluated the significance of each factor, using the university in the city of Almaty as
an example. The significance of each factor enables us to determine the degree to which each of the 10 criteria
is prominent or developed in this university, based on the activities of the alumni association. This indicator
spans from 1 to 10, where 1 represents the minimum value, and 10 indicates the maximum value. The results
indicate that the factors deemed most significant by the experts are as follows: Hard Skills — 7, Soft Skills — 7.

6 points for Loyalty and Reputation criteria, and 5 points for criteria such as Support for Educational Initia-
tives, Social Responsibility, Networking, Activity and Involvement, as well as Resources and Privileges. The
least significant factor is Feedback, with a rating of 4 points.

Data from experts were categorized into two groups: 1. Graduates of technical specialties; 2. Graduates of
social-humanitarian disciplines. The total number of respondents was 20 people, with 10 individuals in each
group, maintaining a balanced distribution across graduation years.

As shown in Figure 2, criteria X1 and X6 have equal scores across the considered groups, while the scores
for graduates from technical specialties are higher than those of the second group for the remaining criteria.
The university's reputation and willingness to support educational initiatives hold equal importance for both
groups regardless of background.

Furthermore, the most significant discrepancy in expert opinions is observed for criteria X2, X3, and X4,
where the values for the social sciences direction are nearly half of those for technical specialties. This is pri-
marily explained by the fact that, despite these criteria holding similar weight in importance for both groups,
each group assessed the prominence of these criteria differently within the context of the Association.

A detailed conduct of in-depth interviews with experts allowed us to determine that graduates from techni-
cal specialties, due to the nature of their work, interact more closely with each other and with the university.

As observed, graduates from technical specialties scored the highest in criteria X9 with 20 points and X8
with 16 points, indicating the demand for skills specific to their fields. Criteria X1, X2, and X4 each received
15 points. Conversely, the lowest scores were attributed to X5, X6, and X7, each receiving 10 points.

In line with the trend, graduates from social sciences and humanities specialties achieved the highest scores
of 15 points in criteria X1 and X9. Conversely, experts in this group assigned the lowest scores to X3 and X7,
each with 6 points.

In Figure 3, scores for each criterion in the two study groups are shown. Each circle represents a criterion,
and the circle's size is the third dimension of the data, depending on the agreement between the values of the two
groups. If both groups have identical scores, indicating a 100% match, it will be represented in the figure by the
largest circle. Thus, we can observe that the largest circles, indicating a 100 % score match for each criterion in
both groups, represent reputation and support for educational initiatives. These circles have the largest sizes in
Figure 3, despite the fact that the scores for these criteria are not maximal. However, the scores are the same: 15
points for reputation and 10 points for support for educational initiatives. An 80 % score match in size is observed
for the criterion of feedback system in both study groups, and 75 % for criteria such as professional and soft skills,
as reflected in the circle sizes. The smallest circle represents the criterion of activity and involvement, as the score
match for this criterion is 50 %: 12 points for technical graduates and 6 points for graduates from social and hu-
manitarian fields. The analysis presented has facilitated a clear visual identification (indicated by the sizes of the
circles) of the alignment in responses between the two studied groups. Figure 4 illustrates the overall number of
points for each criterion, as provided by the experts, without categorization by groups.

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As evident from Figure 4, the size of each circle is determined by the total number of points assigned to
each criterion. The largest circles represent the criteria of soft skills (35 points), reputation (30 points), and
hard skills (28 points).

In this regard, the expert analysis has shown that among all criteria, those most developed in terms of sig-
nificance and expression within the studied object are: soft skills, university reputation, professional skills, and
support for educational initiatives.

Areas needing improvement and tactical action include criteria such as resources and privileges, activity,
and involvement, as well as feedback systems.

The next step involved devising approaches to enhance the position of each criterion and determining op-
erational steps. To achieve this, the expert analysis method was utilized to assess the weight of each criterion
and evaluate each group, followed by defining the target segment. The analysis results are presented in Tables
4 and 5.

As evident from Table 4, Group 1 (graduates of technical specialties) has a score of 9.44 out of a possible
10. These indicators demonstrate the potential to meet the required basic characteristics of each group at the
desired level. The score for the second group is 7.4. These findings indicate differing levels of strength in posi-
tion expression between the two groups.

Table 5 presents the data analysis of the expression of each criterion and based on this, the attractiveness of
the alumni association under consideration. According to the data, the first group also holds an advantage with
a score of 5.9 compared to the second group's 4.7 out of a maximum of 10 points. The data from Table 5 allow
for a conclusion to be drawn regarding the average level of attractiveness of the segment. Figure 5 depicts a
constructed matrix and identifies the position within the matrix for each group. Depending on their position in
the matrix, effective management decisions can be formulated. All segments of the matrix can be divided into
three categories: those with high potential, low potential, and those in between. In our case, three areas are
delineated in the matrix based on scores (Figure 5): the leadership area, the neutral area, and the outsider area.

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As depicted in the matrix (Figure 5), when considering absolute positioning, the first group is situated in the
Leader 2 sector, while the second group is in the Neutral 2 sector. The relative positioning of these groups is il-
lustrated in Figure 6. The distinction between Figures 5 and 6 lies in the method used to determine boundaries.
The matrix in Figure 5 is created using the classical method according to rules and standard parameters, where
the boundaries are set as the minimum and maximum possible values from 0 to 10, representing absolute posi-
tioning. The matrix in Figure 6 is assembled taking into account the boundaries of the minimum and maximum
actual values attained by one of the groups that scored the highest number of points, thus indicating relative
positioning. The first approach enables the positioning of each group based on expert ratings as a whole, while
the second approach demonstrates how groups are positioned relative to each other.

As evident from Figure 6, with relative positioning, the second group falls into the «Leader 1» sector,
indicating a slight lead over the first group. Analysing the positions of the groups in the sectors allows recom-
mendations to be made regarding management strategies for both groups.

CONCLUSION

Based on the research findings, conclusions can be drawn regarding the hypotheses set forth.

Hypothesis 1: The university's reputation is the most significant criterion for the successful alumni association.

This hypothesis is not confirmed. The score for this criterion is 30 points, whereas for the criterion «Soft
Skills», the score is 35. This suggests that the university's reputation is not the most important criterion for a
successful alumni association.

Hypothesis 2: The importance of criteria among graduates of technical background is higher than among
graduates of social and humanitarian background.

This hypothesis is confirmed, as the first group scores 135 points compared to the second group's 96 points.

Hypothesis 3: Alumni associations should devise distinct strategies tailored to graduates based on their
respective backgrounds.

This hypothesis is not confirmed, as both groups fall into the same «Leaders» category and, upon relative
positioning, reside within the same «Leader 1» sector.

The data from the multi-stage analysis of graduates' group positioning allow for recommendations to be
formulated for the alumni association to enhance the expression of criteria in its operations. It is advisable
to conduct an analysis of the implementation of approaches for each criterion, paying particular attention to
resources and privileges, activity and involvement, and feedback systems. The conducted analysis provides
the university administration and alumni association with analytically justified information for subsequent ef-
fective management decisions.

ABSTRACT

insurance of civil liability of vehicle owners and the identification of the conceptual foundations of compulsory
insurance of civil liability inherent in the experience of foreign countries, as well as the development of
proposals to improve the rules of this insurance.

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CAPITAL STRUCTURE, PROFITABILITY AND RISK: A STUDY OF SMALL

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study: Determining the impact of the capital structure on small companies’ performance
operating in the field of industry in Kazakhstan

The problem statement. The question to be analyzed in this study is: does the capital structure affect the
performance of small Kazakhstani companies operating in the industrial sector?

Methodology: In this study, we use data from 30 small industry companies in Kazakhstan based on annual
reports for 2012-2022. The total debt ratio is the dependent variable used in this study. Profitability, business
risk, tax efficiency and age of the company were taken as independent variables. Statistics, correlation and
multivariate regression were used to analyze the data.

Originality/value of the study: The results showed that borrowed capital is subject to factors of profitability,
tax burden, and business risk. There was no significant impact of the age of the company on the borrowed
capital.

Relevance: This study complements the literature on capital structure factors in developing countries and
the financial condition of small industrial enterprises. This research will be aimed at exploring the potential use
of borrowed capital to increase the profitability of the company to reduce business risks.
