Is to identify economic factors that have a decisive influence on the development
of regional identity in Central Asia.

For studying the regional identity of post-Soviet Central Asia is based on the synthesis
of various methods and techniques, at the same time, in order to ensure the reliability and comparability of the
results obtained with their help.

Originality /value of the research. Regional identity is studied by representatives of various scientific fields:

INTRODUCTION

Most recent studies devoted to corporate governance have focused on developed countries. Studies of
corporate governance systems in emerging economies are limited [1] (Yaacob & Basiuni, 2014) and there
are none devoted to harmonization of corporate governance systems for countries — members of the Eurasian
Economic Union, the agreement on creation of which was signed by the leaders of Russian Federation,
Kazakhstan and Belarus in Astana, Kazakhstan, on May 29, 2014. Later, the Eurasian Economic Union
(EAEU) was enlarged to Armenia and Kyrgyzstan. Given that those members of the EAEU are not located
even partially in Europe (as this is a case for founders of the EAEU), Armenia and Kyrgyzstan are deliberately
excluded from our research as we believe that influence of their cultural peculiarities on corporate governance
requires separate study.

This research will focus on one of the elements of the corporate governance system, namely on the
possibility of realization of the right of foreign and minor shareholders to be represented in the boards as this is
one of the fundamental rights which basically lays the foundation for enhancing attractiveness of any market to
foreign direct investments (FDIs). Pursuant to the Organisation for Economic Cooperation and Development
(OECD) Principles of Corporate Governance, foreign direct investments (FDI) could be intensified if there is
a perception among foreign investors that legal environment enforces not only the protection of the rights of
foreign investors but also of domestic ones as it is increases the overall level of credibility of any legal system.

Given that the Eurasian Economic Union was recently created, it would be beneficial to introduce
amendments into the legislation of countries under review, if necessary, at early stages of functioning of the
Union in order to avoid a situation when legal developments ‘follow rather than precede economic change’ as,
pursuant to John Coffee, historical evidence suggests [2]. (Clarke, 2011).

The interest in this research area stems from the fact that the majority of backbone companies in Russia,
Belarus and Kazakhstan, which are the driving sources of economic development and are of strategic importance
to their national economies, are:

- fully or partially state-owned companies with the state being the only or major shareholder; or

- private companies which were fully-privatized during last 15-20 years

that has led to the inheritance of organizational practices, which were in place prior to privatization.

In addition, there is a very strong cultural aspect, which significantly affects the way business is conducted
given that cultures are embedded into organizational practice and legal norms [3], (EWANS, 2014), that has
very deep historical roots and implies that major decisions cannot be made without authorization, at least
informally, of a very high status symbol, for example either the President of the country, Prime-Minister, or
any Minister. This comes from the times when all countries were part of the USSR in which as a result of the
centralized planning system, everything was subject to approval at the “highest” state level. This explains the
findings of Hofstede scoring the Russia at 93 points at ‘power distance’ dimension, which implies very high
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importance of status symbols in the national culture, which has its impact on the organizational culture, and
scoring it at 95 points on the ‘uncertainty avoidance’ dimension, which means that any ambiguous situations
are perceived as a direct threat, which in turn led to a domination of a bureaucracy [4]. (The Hofstede Center).
There are no such results for Kazakhstan or for Belarus. However, due to common cultural and historical roots,
extrapolation of results for Russia into Kazakhstan and Belarus, is defensible.

Further, given that the USSR had a closed economic system, right after the collapse of the USSR, the idea
of protection of the rights of minor and foreign investors was new to Russia, Kazakhstan and Belarus, which
led to existence of imperfect legal norms in this area. Such treatment of foreign investors can be an illustration
of Russia, Belarus and Kazakhstan being collectivist societies as defined by Hofstede [5] (1983). Russia scored
39 points on the ‘Individualism’ dimension of Hofstede [4] (Hofstede Center), where everything which does
not belong to the society is not considered as “ours” or “us” and as a result falls beyond the scope of interests
of nations.

Such initial elements (importance of status symbols in the national culture along with high tendency to
uncertainty avoidance and closed economic system during the USSR times) led to a situation when the rights
of minor and foreign shareholders were not properly protected even though all three countries undertook
massive legal reforms over the last 20-25 years. However, this becomes a key issue given that even within
the Eurasian Economic Union, investors from other member states are treated as foreign investors in the
neighbor countries despite citizens of Russia, Belarus and Kazakhstan perceive each other as “ours”. This
brings to the surface the issue of how to treat “foreign investors” from the EAEU given that they are “ours”
in the context of nondiscrimination of so called “‘real’ foreign investors” (from non EAEU countries) against
“foreign investors” from EAEU countries.

Equal treatment of investors regardless of the country of origin implies primarily that both groups have
equal rights that are enforced and protected to the same extent. One of such rights which must be fully realized
is a right of representation of any shareholder in the board [6] (OECD Principles of Corporate Governance).
This factor is a primary one in the guarantying legitimacy of the boards given that this is a starting point in
framing the model to be followed in boards operations. The main issue here is to ensure that board members
can have high level of “assertiveness” as defined by the GLOBE team [3] (EVANS, 2014) and “independence”
to ensure that they can ask “tough” questions for the benefit of all stakeholders and as a result for the benefit
of the nations.

Given that all countries under review continue to have a ‘collectivist culture’ highly influenced by status
symbols, “independence” and “assertiveness” of the board members in the organizations operating in Russia,
Belarus, and Kazakhstan is questionable per se and lack of legitimacy of the boards due to improper realization
of one of the fundamental right of shareholders to be represented in the boards will not contribute to the
efficacious performance of any board.

THE MAIN PART OF THE RESERACH

Literature review

The importance of corporate governance systems at both macro and micro levels has been assessed by
a variety of scholars. Most recent studies were triggered by a growing interest in three primarily areas: the
roles of executives, directors, shareholders and their actions to protect their interests; corporate governance
in international settings; and the effect of corporate governance systems on foreign direct investments. Those
studies are interdisciplinary and were undertaken by scholars from different fields such as finance, law,
economics, management and accounting [7] (Bebchuk & Weisbach, 2010).

There is a whole stream of research devoted to the effect of protection of the rights of investors. Pursuant to
La Porta et al. [8] (1998) the greater protection of investors contributes to the increase in “investors’ willingness
to provide financing and should be reflected in lower costs and greater availability of external financing” [9,
p. 704] (Klapper & Love 2004, 704). In the developing countries foreign direct investments are “considered
the most stable component of capital flows ... and can also be a vehicle for technological progress” [10, p.
765] (Bénassy-Quéré, Coupet & Mayer 2007, 765) which augments the necessity for protection of foreign
investors’ rights. Further, “investor protection turns out to be crucial because, in many countries, expropriation
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of minority shareholders and creditors by the controlling shareholders is extensive” [11, p. 4] (La Porta et al.
2000, 4). Recent studies on the issue of protection of the rights of minority investors suggest that “minority
investors are only protected when they have power relative to controlling shareholders” which can be realized
through the institute of independent directors given that the latter “can intervene to protect the interests of all
shareholders” [12, p. 210] (Anderson & Reeb 2004, 210). This gives a rise, in general, to the issues of the role
of independent directors in governance system and their effect on organization performance that have been
addressed in the prior studies.

Theoretically, the existence of boards is justified by the necessity to address “the agency problems inherent
in managing an organization” [13, p. 7] (Hermalin & Weisbach 2001, 7).

Given that “monitoring and review of managers by the board of directors is a major internal managerial
control mechanism” [14] (Coughlan and Schmidt, 1985) increase in firms’ performance with introduction of
independent directors in the boards is explained by better monitoring provided by outside directors who are
defined as not employees of the company [15] (Klein, 1998).

Further, analysis of the bidirectional relationship of board independence and firms performance suggests
that the strong performance of the firms effects the behavior of independent directors in a way that in such
situations independent directors demonstrate higher level of readiness to actively participate in the decision
making process which leads to the increase in firms’ value [16, p. 69]. (Lee and Wang 2014, 69)

However, findings of Rosenstein and Wyatt, 1990 are supportive of the hypothesis “that outside directors
are chosen in the interest of shareholders™ and provide ‘no clear evidence that outside directors of any particular
occupation are more or less valuable than others”. Meantime, Jenwittayaroje and Jiraporn [17] (2019) found
that board independence is more valuable during stressful times (in particular, during Great Recession in 2008)
than during normal times.

In regard to the ability of independent directors to effectively perform their functions in corporations with
high level of ownership concentration, Lee and Wang [16, p. 70] (2014, 70) suggested that their actions will
be limited given that “the appointment of independent directors is likely to be manipulated by controlling
shareholders”. This gives a rise to the issue of who should have a privilege to appoint independent directors.

Another function of the independent directors of the boards, which received attention in the literature, is providing
independent professional consultancy services which directly contribute to the improved firm performance [16,
p. 70] (Lee and Wang 2014, 70), and at the same time can “enhance monitoring process” which ultimately will
positively affect firm value [18, p. 28] (Adams & Ferreira 2007, 28). Findings of Miletkov et al. [19] (2017) provide
evidence that through monitoring and advising functions foreign directors can positively affect firm performance.
Further, their findings suggest that such relationship is more pronounced in “countries with lower quality legal
institutions” implying that foreign directors come from “countries with higher quality legal institutions”.

Overall, recent research advances highlight the importance of the corporate governance system, in general,
and its components such as investors’ rights protection and board independence, in particular, for an increase
in the flow of capital and improvement of firm performance.

Methodology

Evaluation of the corporate governance models adopted at the national level in Russian Federation, the
Republic of Belarus, and the Republic of Kazakhstan, in general, and its selected components like the extent
to which the fundamental rights of shareholders (both foreign and minority shareholders) can be realized
in particular, has been performed based on the analysis of the following laws, which lay the foundation for
governance systems of any corporation operating in a chosen jurisdiction:

* The Federal Law of Russian Federation #203-FL dated December 26, 1995 “On Joint-Stock Companies”
[20],

* The Law of the Republic of Belarus #2020-XII dated December 9, 1992 “On partnerships” [21],

* The Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan #415-11 dated May 13, 2003 “On Joint-stock companies™ [22].

In addition to that, in order to grasp a practical ramifications of norms envisaged in the laws, which
probably were unforeseen by lawmakers, an in-depth interview with lawyers from 10 joint-stock companies
of Kazakhstan has been conducted.
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RESEARCH RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

1) Rights of shareholders and the institute of independent directors

Legal environment is a huge source of risk for any business and at the same time it is intended to provide
support for economic development of any state. The main mechanism through which the rights of all
shareholders could be realized, to ensure the effective implementation of the corporate governance model
and to mitigate risks emerging from laws and regulations, involves incorporation of the norms governing the
process of taking into account the interests of investors into the laws. Such norms are expected to encompass the
right of shareholders, regardless of the country of origin and share in the shareholding capital of a corporation,
to be represented in the boards. Given that minor shareholders have limited capacity to affect the decision
about boards composition, the only way to ensure that their interests are counted appropriately is to introduce
regulatory requirement with respect to having independent directors in the boards. If the right of shareholders
to be represented in the boards as a rule is fixed in the laws through the right to elect board members, the
requirement to have independent directors in the boards is quite often omitted though, which limits the extent
to which the interests of minor shareholders are taken into account.

Corporate governance systems at the national level of countries-members of the Eurasian Economic Union
are governed by the Law of the Republic of Belarus #2020-XII dated December 9, 1992 “On partnerships”
[21], the Federal Law of Russian Federation #203-FL dated December 26, 1995 “On Joint-Stock Companies”
[20] and by the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan #415-1I dated May 13, 2003 “On Joint-Stock Companies”
[22].

Regulatory framework of each country of interest ensures that shareholders decide who should be on the
boards and acknowledges the existence of the institute of independent directors. However, the degree of
recognition by national legislations of the necessity to have independent directors in the boards varies. In
particular, only in Kazakhstan, the regulator clearly defines who is an independent director' and requires to
have at least 30 % of independent non-executive directors in the boards (clause 5, article 54 of the Law of
the Republic of Kazakhstan #415-11 “On joint stock companies” [22]) which implies that all decisions which
are in the domain of the board should be made with participation of independent directors (if they present at
the board meetings). In contrast, in Belarus only financial organizations are required to have two independent
non-executive directors (Bank’s Code of the of the Republic of Belarus # 441-3 dated October 25, 2000 [23];
Resolution of the Board of the National Bank of the Republic of Belarus Ne557 dated October 30, 2012 [24]),
which are defined as those who are not affiliated with shareholders and with management of the organizations
where they are members of the board, but all other corporations of Belarus are not subject to this requirement
(Article 84 of the Law of the Republic of Belarus #2020-XII dated December 9, 1992 “On partnerships™ [21]).
Russian regulatory framework assumes the same concept of independent directors as in Belarus, and does not
require having independent directors in the boards either.

Further, the existence of independent directors is becoming an acute concept in Russia and Belarus only
in the process of making decision on major transactions, which are defined as a transaction or a set of related
transactions in regard to acquisition of disposal of assets valued at 20 % (Belarus) /25 % (Russia) or more
of the carrying value of the total assets based on the data derived from the balance sheets of the company
(art. 79 of the Federal Law of Russian Federation #203-FL and art 58 of the Law of the Republic of Belarus
#2020-X1I [21]). It is worthwhile to mention that approval of major transactions in Russia and Belarus requires
unanimous decision of all members of the board (part 4 of the art 58 of the Law of the Republic of Belarus
#2020-X1I and part 2 of art. 79 of the Federal Law of Russian Federation #203-FL [21]), which means that such

! Independent director — a member of the board of directors who is not an affiliate of the joint stock company, and who was not

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decision cannot be made if at least one of the board members is absent regardless of the reason. If the decision
on major transaction cannot be made, this issue should be moved on for consideration of the shareholders. In
Kazakhstan the decisions on major transactions are in the domain of the board whereas quorum for making
any decision is at least 50 % of the total number of all board members and no one decision can be made unless
at least 50 % of board members present at the meeting support a decision; meantime corporations at their own
discretion have a right to impose tighter requirements on quorum and proportion of votes casted to support a
decision in order to ensure that a decision is adopted.

Regulator does not impose on all corporations of Kazakhstan a requirement to ensure that independent
directors are taking part in voting.

Thus, the results of the analysis of the corporate governance models adopted at the national level in the
countries — members of the Eurasian Economic Union reveals that the institute of independent directors in its
pure form exists only in Kazakhstan, while in Russia and Belarus the concept of independent directors appears
and used primarily in relation to the major transactions which are required to be approved with participation
of directors who does not have a particular interest in a deal under consideration of the board. This itself
stimulates the discussion on the necessity to harmonize legislation of countries under the review through
amending the laws of Russia and Belarus by a clear and unambiguous definition of independent directors and
by a required proportion of them in the boards.

Further, the issue of independence of directors is more relevant to Kazakhstan and to Belarus rather than to
Russian Federation given that population in these two countries is substantially lower than in Russia and by the
time when anybody can be nominated to the board due to his / her experience, social status, etc. such potential
nominees cannot be truly independent, first and foremost, because they are chosen since they are known by
shareholders. Further, there is no legal mechanism in any country-member of the Eurasian Economic Union in
place that can ensure sufficient level of independence of board members from shareholders, given that board
members are appointed by the decision of shareholders. It means that even if any other group of stakeholders
decides to nominate anybody to the board, there is no any guarantee that shareholders approve at least one
nominee who can represent the interest of such group of stakeholders.

One ofthe mechanisms of attracting independent directors to ensure at least to some extent their independence
is to appoint directors from overseas. However, it is worth pointing out that inclusion of foreign citizens into
the boards is more crucial for foreign shareholders rather than for domestic ones given that for former category
of investors the issue is realization of their primarily right for being represented in the boards in general, while
for the latter category the issue is to ensure sufficient level of independence of the board.

2) Status of the board of directors members: employees of the organization or not?

Analysis of the legislation of Russian Federation, Belarus and Kazakhstan seems to demonstrate that board
members and corporations where they perform their functions have civil relations given that board members
are not viewed as employees. This implies that they do not need to get a work permit unless they work in the
corporation in any other capacity in addition to taking a role of a board member (pursuant to the article 97 of
the Eurasian Economic Union Treaty signed in Astana on May 29, 2014 [25] there is no need to get a work
permit in order to be employed in Kazakhstan, Russia or Belarus, if you are a citizen of any of these countries).
It means that they can perform their duties without any limitations based on the business visa.

However, an in-depth analysis of the legal environment and current practice in Kazakhstan with respect to
the status of Board members and issuing work permits by state authorities demonstrates existence of a legal
gap between intention of the state to provide legal support and protection to shareholders, which is envisaged
in the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Joint-Stock Companies” [22], and mechanism in place to ensure
that such norms can be enforced.

Pursuant to the art. 1 of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Joint Stock Companies”, board members
are recognized as officials of a corporation while there is no clarification about whether officials are employees
of the organization or not. Pursuant to the clause 43 of art. 1 of the Labor Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
an employee is a person who performs job duties based on the labor contract. Given that board members are
appointed by the shareholders, it can be assumed that they can perform their functions without any labor
agreement and meantime be liable for their decisions as it prescribed by the Law “On Joint-Stock Companies”.
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However, the Decree of the Government of the RK #802 dated December 15, 2016 [26], which govern the
decision making process concerning issuance of work permits in Kazakhstan specifies exemptions in regard to
getting work permits. In particular, those who perform duties of the board of directors at the National Holdings
(Samruk-Kazina, Baiterek, KazAgro) are exempted from getting work permits (clause 20 of the Anex 2 to
the of the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan #802 dated December 15, 2016). The
existence of this norm per se implies that board members of all other joint-stock companies are viewed by
regulator as employees and, therefore, are subject to getting work permits.

However, the analysis of the results of the interview with lawyers of corporations which have citizens of
countries-not members of the Eurasian Economic Union in their boards manifests that in practice corporations
operating in Kazakhstan do not treat board members as employees and do not apply for work permits. This
implies that those relations are civil once. Further, it was revealed that the state authorities do not tend to enforce
the norms envisaged in the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan #802 in regard to seemed
requirement to secure by corporations’ work permits for their board members. Given that, in Kazakhstan
actions of public authorities are governed by principles that whatever is not allowed is forbidden which
“dictates that every decision it takes must be authorized by the terms of a positive legal power conferred upon
it, whose limits it must not transgress” [27, p. 256] (Andenas and Slynn 2000, 256), such selective, whether it
is intentional or not, nonenforcement of certain norms by regulator helps.

Given that scrutiny of national regulations of Russia and Belarus did not reveal any collusion in laws
with respect to relationship between board members and the corporations where they found to be civil ones,
conducting interviews with lawyers of corporations operating in Russia and Belarus is not justified.

Therefore, in order to avoid any conceptual misunderstanding about the status of the board members with
respect to the nature of their relations, civil or labor, with corporations in Kazakhstan, it is absolutely necessary
to change at least the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan #802 by excluding the norm
that board members of the National Holdings (Samruk-Kazina, Baiterek, KazAgro) are not subject to work
permits.

By doing so, the legislation in Kazakhstan, Belarus and Russian Federation will be harmonized regarding
the way how all board members, regardless of their country of origin, are treated in all countries- members of
the Eurasian Economic Union to ensure that they are treated equally. Further, it will ensure that the rights of
both foreign and domestic investors can be fully realized given that they will have a freedom to choose and
appoint board members. Unless it is done so, the position of board members of corporation in Kazakhstan is
jeopardized and their ability to function properly is limited and unsecure, which will result in inability to ensure
adequate level of transparency that, in turn, makes it impossible to guarantee from the start “independence”
and “assertiveness” of the board members.

Conclusion

The results of the research undertaken demonstrate notable deficiency in implementing an effective
corporate governance model in courtiers — members of the Eurasian Economic Union, namely, the Russian
Federation, Kazakhstan and Belarus.

In particular, the analysis of legal basis of the countries under review with respect to corporate governance
system demonstrates a lack of recognition of the institute of independent directors in Russia and Belarus at
the national level and requires an inclusion of the norms into the legislation of these countries which will
clearly define the notion of independent directors, their role and minimum required proportion of independent
directors in the boards. This will ensure that the fundamental rights of minor shareholders for taking into
account their interests are assured along with improving corporate governance system of corporation operating
in these jurisdictions.

Further, given that any corporation has different groups of stakeholders, it seems expedient to work out
the procedure for appointment of independent directors. This issue is relevant for all countries — members
of Eurasian Economic Union, whereas corporations are characterized by high level ownership concentration
which implies that the independent directors can be manipulated by major shareholders so that their level of
independence will be negligible and corporations should not expect from the independent directors to perform
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advisory and monitoring functions and, as a result, they should not expect any changes in the performance in
the result of an appointment of such board members.

One of the options could be to transfer the right to appoint independent directors to the boards from
shareholders to the public. This can be done through introducing the norm which will make it clear that
independent directors are appointed by stakeholders while the process of such appointment should be governed
by rules and regulation adopted at the company level. In order to ensure that qualified people are nominated
to the boards, who have sufficient skills and expertise to contribute to the development of any organization at
the strategic level, such process could be facilitated through creation of a bank of candidates for the positions
of independent directors. In Kazakhstan, the foundation for such process is laid already by the Association of
Independent Directors whereas such dataset is started to be created. However, such initiative could fail if there
is no state support in the form of proper regulatory framework.

Further, the collision in Kazakhstan legislation regarding the status of board members (whether they are
viewed as employees of an organization or not) should be eliminated. It is seen that the easiest way to do
so is to eliminate the norm in the Terms and Conditions which stipulates that Board members of selected
organization are not subject to getting work permits and to amend the Labor Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan
with a provision pursuant to which it will be made clear that Board members are not employees of the
corporations and no labor agreement should be signed with them as this is the case in Russian Federation and
Belarus.

The proposed changes will allow legal foundations to be effective in ensuring equal treatment of all categories
of shareholders by providing mechanisms though which their fundamental rights for representation in the
boards for the sake of protection of their interests could be realized. The suggested changes will contribute to
the improvement and harmonization of corporate governance systems adopted at the national level by Russian
Federation, Kazakhstan, and Belarus. This is fundamental not just in ensuring the free flow of capital within
the Union but also in increasing the level of foreign direct investments into each jurisdiction of the Eurasian
Economic Union.
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SUMMARY

This research examines to what extent the right of shareholders, regardless of the country of origin and
his/her share in the capital of the corporation, to be represented in the boards for the purpose of protection
of their interests, could be realized in Russia, Kazakhstan, and Belarus — members of the Eurasian Economic
Union effective January 1, 2015. Further, this study looks at the role of independent directors in the process of
realization of the rights of investors in selected jurisdictions. This is done to identify the ways for improving
the efficiency of the corporate governance models adopted and ways for harmonization of the legislation in
Russian Federation, Kazakhstan, and Belarus.

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ABSTRACT

Owing to its favorable business climate, and productive bilateral relations with China, Kazakhstan is
attracting increasing Chinese entrepreneurship to emerge in this country, hence Chinese managers are facing
the challenges of cross-cultural management and looking for solutions to them.

The purpose of this study. Is to identify similarities and differences between Kazakh and Chinese culture,
and provide implications to enhance managerial practices where two cultures collide.

Methodology. We built up an integrative framework of national culture, and conducted the comparative
analysis with an analytical approach.

Originality / value of the research. We attempted to fill the void since there has been very little previous
work on comparative study of the two cultures. Our integrative model, and analytical method also offered
originality. The results and implications will guide the cross-cultural managers working in these two cultures,
especially Chinese managers in Kazakhstan.

Findings. Similarities of the two cultures are hierarchy, collectivism, harmony, polychronism, particularism,
diffuse, and human nature. Differences are mainly found in physical space dimension, and neutral-affective
dimension; and reflected in other aspects of uncertainty avoidance, gender egalitarianism, long-term orientation,
masculinity, assertiveness, and punctuality.

INTRODUCTION

1.1 Glocalization and Cross-Cultural Management

Entrepreneurship goes far beyond national boundaries when the markets become more and more global
with an access to the best resources the world can offer [1]. Along with globalization, the “glocalization” [2]
occurs, which means “think globally and act locally” with attempts to combine the benefits of localization and
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global standardization [3]. In these circumstances, people from different countries or cultures are brought closer
together than ever before, hence businesses face growing challenges in managing cross-cultural workforce [1].

In cross-cultural organizations, different nationalities do have different values and behaviors [ 1], and cultural
differences have become one of the biggest barriers in doing business in the global market [4]; Plum et al. [5]
claimed that cultural similarities also deserve adequate attention because the further we move into human spirit,
the less important are these differences. Nevertheless, cross-cultural management, although complicated, could
be used as a huge source of competitive advantage if understood and implemented correctly [1].

1.2 Problem Statement

1.2.1 Business Climate in Kazakhstan and Attraction for Foreign Investment

We selected a set of key indices in terms of political, economic, socio-cultural, technological, environmental,
and legal (PESTEL) factors to briefly demonstrate the business conditions in Kazakhstan (see Table 1), which
shows that Kazakhstan in general is politically stable, economically growing, socio-culturally promising,
technologically advancing, environmentally appealing, and legally upgrading, a country with favorable
business climate which provides opportunities, potentials, and attractiveness for foreign investment and
business activities across cultures, including those from Chinese entrepreneurship.

1.2.2 Bilateral Relations and Booming of Chinese Entrepreneurship in Kazakhstan

Besides its PESTEL attraction, Kazakhstan is seeing increasing Chinese entrepreneurship in numbers and
scales in this country attributable to its productive bilateral relations with China.

Strategicpartnership. Kazakhstanand Chinaare co-founders ofthe Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO)
aimed mainly at regional security, and economic development [18]. China is deepening all-round cooperation
with Kazakhstan, seeking synergy between the Silk Road Economic Belt and Kazakhstan’s Bright Path new
economic policy; and Kazakhstan is developing a permanent, comprehensive, strategic partnership with China
[19].

Economic cooperation. China is the largest trade partner of Kazakhstan, while Kazakhstan among the
Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) countries is China’s second largest trading partner and the third
largest country to attract the Chinese investment [20]. Two countries have signed a series of agreements in the
fields of energy, transportation, agriculture, finance, tourism, and others; they hope to boost cooperation in big
data, the internet, Al and supercomputers [21].

Cultural ties. Kazakhstan is the most influential Central Asian country and is an important gateway for
cultural exchanges between China and Central Asia. Two countries are setting up an example of cross-cultural
cooperation so that the people of Central Asia and China can better understand each other [22].

1.2.3 Research Questions

As the Chinese entrepreneurs come along to perform business in Kazakhstan, they are inevitably facing
the cross-cultural challenges which require them to build up a solid understanding of Kazakh culture in
comparison with Chinese culture. However, there is little previous research on this issue; and there are even
very few official data relevant to Kazakh culture in literature. Hence, we attempted to conduct a comparative
study of the two cultures, present a guideline for Chinese managers who are leading a Kazakh workforce, and
pave the way for future research in this domain. Our study revolves around three questions: 1) What are the
main similarities and differences between Kazakh and Chinese culture? 2) What are the values underlying the
two cultures? and 3) What implications can be drawn for Chinese managers in Kazakhstan to improve their
cross-cultural management?

2. Literature Review

2.1 Definitions of Culture

Numerous definitions of the term “culture” are found in antecedent management literatures, among those
proposed by Kroeber and Kluckhohn [23], Tajfel [24], Levitin [25], Schein [26], Trompenaars and Hampden-
Turner [27], Bennett [28], and others. We take the definition of Hofstede [29] in our study: “culture is the
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collective programming of the mind distinguishing the members of one group or category of people from
another”. Culture can be studied at different levels including international, national, regional, industry or
professional, and organizational culture [30]; this paper studies national cultures which focus on the general
attitudes, belief systems, values, and traditions, particular to a nation [31].

2.2 Theoretical Models
We reviewed seven models of national culture that continue to be widely adopted in management research.
We hereby illustrate their respective dimensions very concisely.

2.2.1 Kluckhohn and Strodtbeck’s 5-Dimension Model [32]

1) Man-Nature relationship — Beliefs about the need or responsibility of people to control nature (mastery,
harmony or subjugation); 2) Social relations — Beliefs about social structure (individualistic, collateral,
or lineal); 3) Activity orientation — Beliefs about appropriate goals (being, becoming, or doing); 4) Time
orientation — Extent to which past events, present circumstances, or future prospects influence decisions; 5)
Human nature — Beliefs about inherent human nature (good, mixed, or evil).

2.2.2 Hofstede’s 6-Dimension Model [33; 34; 35]

1) Power distance — Extent to which members of a society automatically accept a hierarchical or unequal
distribution of power in organizations and the society; 2) Individualism vs. Collectivism — Extent to which
individuals perceive themselves to be separate from a group and to be free from group pressure to conform;
3) Masculinity vs. Femininity — Extent to which a society looks favorably on certain masculine and feminine
traits in behavior; 4) Uncertainty avoidance — Extent to which members of a given society deal with the
uncertainty and risk of everyday life and prefer to work with long-term acquaintances and friends rather than
with strangers; 5) Long-term vs. Short-term orientation — Extent to which members of the culture are willing
to enjoy present gratification or defer it to achieve long-term goals; and 6) Indulgence vs. Restraint — Beliefs
about happiness and pleasure in life, importance of leisure and friendship, and life control.

2.2.3 Hall’s 3-Dimension Model [36; 37; 38]

1) Proxemics — Extent to which people are comfortable sharing physical space with others (center of power
or center of community); 2) Chronemics — Extent to which people approach one task at a time or multiple
tasks simultaneously (monochronic or polychronic); and 3) Communication — Extent to which the context of a
message is as important as the message itself (high or low context).

2.2.4 Trompenaars’ 7-Dimension Model [27; 39]

1) Universalism vs. Particularism — Extent to which rules and policies are valued across societal members;
2) Individualism vs. Communitarianism — Extent to which people derive their identity from within themselves
or their group; 3) Specific vs. Diffuse — Extent to which people’s various roles are compartmentalized or
integrated; 4) Neutral vs. Affective — Extent to which people are free to express their emotions in public; 5)
Achievement vs. Ascription — Manner in which respect and social status are accorded to people; 6) Sequential
vs. Synchronous — Relative focus on the past or the future in daily activities; and 7) Inner-directed vs. Outer-
directed — Extent to which people believe they control the environment or it controls them.

2.2.5 Schwartz’s 3-Dimension Model [40; 41]

1) Conservatism vs. Autonomy — Extent to which individuals are integrated in groups; 2) Hierarchy vs.
Egalitarianism — Extent to which equality is valued and expected; and 3) Mastery vs. Harmony — Extent to
which people seek to change the natural and social world to advance personal or group interests.

2.2.6 House’ 9-Dimension Model (GLOBE) [42]
1) Uncertainty avoidance — Extent to which members of an organization or society strive to avoid uncertainty,
dependent on social norms, rituals, and bureaucratic practices; 2) Power distance — Extent to which members
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of an organization or society expect and agree that power should be evenly distributed; 3) Institutional
collectivism — Extent to which members of a culture identify with broader societal interests; 4) In-group
collectivism — Extent to which people are loyal to their organizations and families; 5) Gender egalitarianism
— Extent to which male and female roles are distinct from one another; 6) Assertiveness — Extent to which
a culture encourages individuals to be tough, forceful, and aggressive versus being timid and submissive in
social relations; 7) Future orientation — Extent to which the behavior of people in an organization or a society
is focused on planning and investing in the future; 8) Humane orientation — Extent to which a culture rewards
people for being fair, altruistic, generous, caring, and kind toward others, etc.; and 9) Performance orientation
— Extent to which an organization or society rewards people for setting and meeting challenging goals, and
improving business performance and experience.

2.2.7 Lewis’ 3-Dimension Model [43]

1) Linear-actives are those who plan, schedule, organize, pursue action chains, do one thing at a time,
and execute it in accordance with a preliminarily designed plan; 2) Multi-actives are those lively, loquacious
people who do many things at once, planning their priorities according to the relative thrill or importance; and
3) Reactives are those who prioritize courtesy and respect, listen quietly and calmly to their interlocutors, and
react carefully to the other side’s proposals.

2.3 Research Model
Instead of advocating one model over another, we developed the 9-dimension integrative model (see Table

2) which is more comprehensive and elaborate, based on the work of Nardon and Steers [44].

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3. Research Methodology and Data Collection

3.1 Analytical Approach

We designed a three-step analytical approach that involves critical thinking, and evaluation of facts and
information relevant to this study.

Statistical exploration. We allocate the secondary data into our integrative model for an explorative
comparison of the two cultures. Each cluster of results is simplified through combining the overlaps, judging
and choosing between contradictions if any (we take more official and direct data as dominant ones).

Values navigation. As national cultures are rooted in values [45], we looked through the social, religious,
and historical lens for a navigation of their values, beliefs and behaviors based on a variety of relevant
documents, literacy research, archival records, and public opinions. This discovery strengthens or improves
our understanding of the two cultures.

Integrative analysis. Derived from the exploration and navigation, we arrived at findings regarding the two
cultures which are expected to lay a foundation for future empirical research in this area.

3.2 Data Collection

3.2.1 Data and Information for Statistical Exploration

We searched exhaustively in the range of reviewed models for the data regarding the two cultures as listed
in Table 3. Since available data are incomplete due to the severe lack of research particularly in Kazakh
culture, we compromised to include, for reference when necessary, some substitute data of USSR, Russia, or
Kyrgyzstan considering the cultural commonalities among these CIS nations.

3.2.2 Facts for Values Navigation in Kazakh Culture

Influenced by Islamic principles, the Central Asian countries including Kazakhstan have a lot of cultural
resemblance featured by high moral standards, good memory, being wordy, loquacious, excitable and
sometimes tough. Kazakh people are proud of their past with strong tribal relatedness, rituals, daring nomad
traditions, love to horses, physical contests, courage and bravery; they value respect to age and hierarchy,
family closeness, friendship, warmness and hospitality to strangers [43].

The nomadic way of life and continuous struggle with a harsh steppe climate made Kazakh people sturdy
and adaptive physically and mentally to environment [58]; meantime, they are anxious about the ambiguity
that the future holds, relying on social constructions and institutions to help avoid the uncertainty [48]. The
free and nomadic Kazakhs enjoy physical proximity, and older people are generally given more than one meter
“distance of comfort” instead [43]. There is a preference for private space both at home and offices, because it
is considered a reflection of status. Traditionally, there was a strict role distribution between men and women
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in their community. It is a common practice to consult on major decisions with elders, who traditionally hold
a special role within the community [59].

Kazakh people have a strong sense of “face” or personal dignity. Unspoken rules play an important role in
communication [49]. In business, building trust and loyalty with partners and co-workers is a crucial part of
interactions leading to success [59]. They carry on social and business activities at a slow pace, and punctuality
is not of the essence unless an older, senior person is involved [43]; appointment time is flexible [49]. They
tend to do many tasks at a time [43].

3.2.3 Facts for Values Navigation in Chinese Culture

The imperishable Chinese culture has been spreading over many centuries, and its influence is found in dance,
pictures, religion, philosophy, architecture, theater, social structure, administration and, more than everything,
in their language. Chinese people are hardworking, bona fide, not demanding, and thrifty. They seem to be in a
complete harmony with each other and treat other nations with respect and flexibility [43].

Chinese culture is greatly influenced by Confucianism, Taoism, and Buddhism. Confucianism advocates
that social stability is based on inequality of rights in five relations among people. Taoism proposes a healthy
lifestyle, adequate vegetarianism, generosity of spirit, and paradox - the existence of two opposite states of
reality simultaneously. Buddhism asserts that harmony should be attained through meditation [43; 60; 61].

“Guanxi” and “Quanzi” are the typical features of Chinese relationships in social and business life, where
the former is the linking of two people with mutual dependence [43], and the latter is a circle of trust, separating
“insiders” and “outsiders” [60]. A Chinese person belongs to four basic groups, i.e., the work unit, family, school,
and community; the powerful people in the work unit usually help to solve miscellaneous things for the person
including disputes, housing, medical care, kindergarten, recreation, and even arranging marriage [43].

The Chinese are courteous and considerate interlocutors; they respect privacy when possible and usually
maintain a distance of one meter in conversation. They are extremely punctual and abhor wasting anyone’s time.
Mild flattery is appropriate from both sides in communication; confrontation and loss of face (for both sides)
must be avoided. Regarding the Chinese language, the speaker must choose words carefully, because complex
meanings may be inferred from the context in which words are spoken [43].

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5. Discussions and Implications

5.1 Interpretation of our findings

Hierarchy-Equality. Both cultures believe that power in the society or organizations should be distributed
hierarchically; vertical structure with high power distance is more favored than horizontal structure; people
are reluctant to question authority; loyalty is valued and stressed. In comparison, Kazakhstan has even higher
power distance; male and female roles are less distinct from one another. In Chinese culture, the belief of
inequality for social stability was shaped by Confucianism, and participation of women in the workforce is
relatively low.

Individualism-Collectivism. Two cultures both demonstrate strong collectivistic features that value group
goals, group membership, participative decision-making, and social harmony; there is priority for relationship-
based agreements in business; people tend to communicate subtly and indirectly; citizenship, patriotism, and
loyalty are spirits in common. Comparatively speaking, Chinese society shows higher institutional collectivism,
typically reflected in their sense of duty and spirit of self-sacrifice for societal interests; while Kazakh culture
emphasizes more in-group collectivism in work units and families.

Mastery-Harmony. Two peoples both focus on living in harmony with nature as explained in Chinese Taoism
and Buddhism philosophy, and adjusting to the natural and social environment with sturdiness and resilience
as displayed in Kazakh traditions; interpersonal relationships are valued over achievement and people tend to
be modest, close, and friendly. By comparison, Kazakh people are evenly masculine and feminine, showing a
better balance of work and life; Chinese people are much more masculine with stronger ambition in pursuit of
personal goals and achievements. Relatively speaking, Kazakh culture values more harmony and humanities,
while Chinese culture prioritizes greater mastery and performance.

Monochronism-Polychronism. Two cultures are very similar in respecting traditions and adopting ideas from
past experiences in decision-making; they are very much alike in use of time — do many things simultaneously.
In comparison, Chinese people have strong propensity to save and invest for the future, they admire dedication,
hard work, and thrift, and they are extremely flexible, adaptive, and persistent in achieving results, therefor
Chinese culture is highly long-term oriented [50]. Kazakh people tend not to save as willingly as Chinese do,
and they are assumed moderately future-orientated based on scores of GLOBE [56]. Kazakhs are multi-active
people who are loquacious in communication, plan their priorities according to importance of the tasks, not
very concerned about schedules and punctuality, and usually slow-paced; while Chinese people are reactive
who are patient in listening first, fast-paced once they have formed their own opinions, and very punctual.

Universalism-Particularism. Both cultures are viewed as highly particularistic in that people emphasize
interpersonal relationships and trust, compared with rules and laws; there is much tolerance for rule breaking
and informal networks. Kazakh culture believes “friends make people strong”, while Chinese “guanxi” and
“quanzi” reveal their strong relationship-based belief and flexibility (Taoism). Both cultures believe that
gratification needs to be curbed and regulated by strict norms; moreover, Chinese culture praises inner restraint
such as stoicism and asceticism. The two cultures show different attitudes toward uncertainty. Kazakh people
are inclined to reduce uncertainty through bureaucratic rules and regulations. Oppositely, Chinese people are
comfortable with ambiguity, for instance, the Chinese language is full of ambiguous meanings that can be
difficult to follow [50]; paradox (Taoism) is a typical concept for high uncertainty acceptance.

Physical space. There is a preference for private space both at home and offices for both cultures, because
it is considered a token of status. Kazakh people who have free and nomadic traditions usually enjoy physical
proximity in social and public life, while Chinese people prefer to keep up to one meter in public occasions,
which is another example of moderate feature (Confucianism).

Neutral-Affective. Nomadic Kazakh people tend to be affective and excitable; they are more likely to
express emotions and feelings openly and freely. On the contrary, Reactive and moderate Chinese people are
rather reserved and calm who most of the time refrain from showing emotions or quite often hide feelings.

Specific-Diffuse. Both collectivistic cultures have clear integration of a person’s various roles played in his
or her work unit, family, and personal life. Kazakh culture values a good balance between work and life, and
pursues peace and happiness for the present; while Chinese people place more emphasis on diligence, self-
sacrifice, and sense of duty for happiness in the long run.
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Human nature. Both cultures believe that people were born good; people should have high morality and virtue
in nature; wisdom and dignity are admired in social life. Kazakh culture is influenced by Islam and nomadic
traditions, and people are generally adventuresome and tough. Chinese culture cultivated by Confucianism,
Buddhism, and Taoism, generates characteristics of being undemanding, thankful, and gratuitous for other’s
favors; education and hard work are highly encouraged and appreciated in Chinese society and organizations,
which have to a large extent facilitated China’s fast economic growth.

5.2 Implications for chinese managers in Kazakhstan

National cultures differ mostly at the level of values, which are quite stable and take generations to be
changed [45]. Thus, it is wise to follow their similarities or adjust to their differences rather than attempt
to change them, in order to find the best-fits or trade-offs in cross-cultural management. We make some
recommendations for Chinese managers.

1) Discrimination and stereotype against each other’s culture must be eliminated because cultural diversity
if treated properly, is indeed a good reason for firm prosperity. Chinese managers need to be proactive to
acquire an in-depth understanding of Kazakh culture.

2) Interact among the workforce as both cultures value harmonious relationships and diffuse roles; reward
those who are particularly competent and loyal at work.

3) Kazakhs tend to be more affective at expressing compared to the Chinese who are most likely calm and
moderate, so Chinese managers should remember this difference and give due tolerance.

4) Take a participative and collective method during the process of decision making, which allows Kazakh
coworkers to feel belongings to their organization and inspire their creativity. Apply a combination of
charismatic, transactional, and transformational leadership.

5) Recruit competent Kazakh candidates who match the values stressed in their organization. Chinese
managers shall become role models in aspects of diligence, learning skills, and sense of duty in the process of
motivating Kazakh employees.

6) The Kazakhs and Chinese are both good group or team players; strict norms and harmony in relationships
are both stressed in light of particularism.

7) Set up the in-group language training classes in the range of Russian, Kazakh, Chinese, and English
so as to reduce language barriers in communication; face-to-face talks incorporated with body language are
indispensable for proper delivery of message in high-context cultures.

8) Rigid hierarchy, though well accepted in both cultures, may also overly limit employees’ empowerment
and autonomy, therefore femininity and particularism shall be considered in the organizational structure design
for improvement of flexibility.

9) Shape a positive organizational culture through practices [45], which emphasizes employees’ strengths,
rewards more than punishes, and encourages individual vitality and growth [62].

10) Kazakh employees with high uncertainty avoidance and relatively low future orientation tend to be
reluctant to change, so Chinese managers shall stimulate a culture of innovation for change and lead them to
learn and adapt to the changing environment in the long term.

6. SUMMARY AND CONCLUSION

This paper is focused on the comparative study of national cultures between Kazakhstan and China, which
has three originalities: 1) We filled the gap because there is hardly any antecedent work on this subject; 2)
We developed an integrative model to study comprehensive features of national cultures; and 3) We tapped
into the secondary data from various models, and overviewed values from the social, religious, and historical
perspective, to perform the analytical analysis.

We found that the similarities are among seven dimensions, i.e., hierarchy, collectivism, harmony,
polychronism, particularism, diffuse, and good human nature; differences are mainly reflected in physical space,
and neutral-affective dimensions, where Kazakh culture likes close proxemics and tends to be affective, whereas
Chinese cultures distant proxemics and neutral. Some other distinctions are among uncertainty avoidance, gender
egalitarianism, long-term orientation, masculinity, assertiveness, and punctuality, in the seven similar dimensions.
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Chinese managers in Kazakhstan shall foster a favorable corporate culture, utilize strengths of each culture to its
full potential, and choose between trade-offs and best-fits, in their managerial practices.

Limitations of our research include: 1) Some of the secondary data and facts are insufficient and outdated
(especially those of Kazakh culture are very few); 2) Data from different sources are not always consistent and
are even contradict in some cases, which may cause biases; and 3) Our analytical analysis may incur the lack
of reliability and validity in conclusions, which may further impair our implications. For the future research,
we suggest to: 1) Conduct empirical studies on the two cultures (Kazakh culture needs more attention); and
2) Undertake case studies in terms of cross-cultural management on Chinese entrepreneurship operating in
Kazakh culture.
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SUMMARY

This paper seeks to identify similarities and differences of national cultures between Kazakhstan and China,
based on which implications are drawn for Chinese managers who are leading a cross-cultural workforce
in Kazakhstan.

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ABSTRACT

Purpose of the research. Comparative analysis and evaluation of the competitiveness of Kazakhstan’s
regions in modern conditions.

Methodology. The article uses rating model for evaluating competitiveness of Kazakhstan’s regions based
on indices, developed by Agency for research on investment profitability, operating under National chamber
of Entrepreneurs of Kazakhstan (rating of competitiveness of Kazakhstan’s regions).

Originality /value. Classification of regions is carried out according to analysis of main socio-economic indicators
of Kazakhstan regions, which originates in Concept of regional policy. The authors also calculated main indicators
of competitiveness index of Kazakhstan regions according to National chamber of Entrepreneurs of Kazakhstan in
order to determine the specifics of regions and identify directions for developing regional strategies.

Findings. Carried out analysis revealed the strengths and weaknesses of the regions of Kazakhstan. It is
emphasized that a high level of regional competitiveness cannot be achieved without development of human
resources and their rational use. In general, directions of regional policy are determined by chosen development
scenario. The approach proposed by authors to methodology for evaluating regional competitiveness has a
number of advantages - it reflects the specifics of regions, allows seeing the nearest competitors and determining
directions of the region’s development strategy.

SUMMARY

Issues of evaluating regional competitiveness, search for competitive territories’ advantages, especially
by improving human resources’ quality, remain insufficiently studied. In this regard, in article it is presented
existing models for evaluating regional competitiveness in Kazakhstan economy. In addition, in article authors
carried out regional classification according to analysis of main socio-economic indicators of Kazakhstan
regions, originating in Concept of regional policy.

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SUMMARY

The article examines the development of the regional economy based on the full use of such a factor as
intellectual potential, which has not yet been sufficiently studied at the regional level, in contrast to the level
of enterprises and companies. The author's scheme of a systematic approach to the formation and use of the
intellectual factor of development based on innovative management as a mechanism for effective management
is proposed. The task of measuring the effectiveness of intellectual potential for the regional economy is set.

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ABSTRACT

Purpose of the research. The study aims to discover factors that predict student’s interest in pursuing science,
technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) fields in relation to their social-economic background.
Participants were 109 female students from STEM fields. Expectations and self-efficacy beliefs positively
correlate with students choosing STEM fields, but did not differentiate between their interests in the fields of
study.

Methodology. The research was carried out using a qualitative approach and involved conducting semi-
structured interviews.

Originality / value of the research. To examine this potential effect, self-determination theory was used
to frame how the learning context influences the social and motivational outcomes of a STEM program for
youth.

Findings. Reinforce the instrumental role of students’ positive perceptions of teachers in fostering a more
desirable self-determined motivation for STEM program participation. STEM programs must consider and
integrate new approaches that mitigate the negative impact of established structures and processes on student
motivation for these programs and, potentially, interest in STEM careers.

INTRODUCTION

It is anticipated that in next two years an extra 2.5 million graduates with science, technology, engineering
and mathematics (STEM) degrees will be required globally, in spite of the fact is a setback of around 40,000
STEM graduates per year. Several strategies have been suggested to address this deficit, one of which includes
providing STEM outreach activities for school, including STEM mentors, STEM workshops, interactive master
classes and competitions about STEM careers. However, there has been very little research that examines
different perspectives and approaches to enhance the STEM outreach among women [1].

Today we see is a STEM education pipeline with gender gaps, holes, and weak points, from which most
students drop out—often at predictable points—due to lack of engagement, interest, support or stereotypes.
The recent studies show that a deficit of STEM professionals can negatively affect the economy, research,
development and global competitiveness of a state [2].

The subject of gender equality in Kazakhstan became very popular after the President of Kazakhstan
Nursultan Nazarbayev has signed legal document “On ratification of the Convention on Equal Treatment and
Equal Opportunities for Men and Women Workers: Workers with Family Responsibilities. (ILO Convention
156). However, changes toward equality continue to be slow. Examining micro-level connections at the
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meso-levels of society at universities can shed light on the diffusion of egalitarian norms and the institutional
mechanisms that constrain or encourage improvements in gender inequality in science.

For generation of young Kazakhstan citizens the subjects of gender affairs is associated only with women
status. The international and domestic experts imply such status of society when men and women have
approximately equal shares in the social power and equal access to public resources (material, financial,
information, cultural, natural, etc.) [3].

The equal rights guaranteed by the Constitution are not reinforced by the guaranteed opportunities.

The gender inequality hinders with formation of the full-fledged types of social activities considering
experience of both men and women.

Women's participation in the labor market is 65.4 % compared to 76.7 % of men, while women make up
38.6 % of Kazakhstan's GDP. [4]. The official labor market in Kazakhstan reflects professional segregation that
can be seen on the example of traditional “women” sectors, such as education and health where women hold a
share of 70 % of the workforce. Other sectors, such as food services, the hospitality industry, financial services
and insurance, also account for a high proportion of female workers. It would be much easier to blame school
programs and higher education system for not educating enough STEM students, but the problem is more
complex that we think. Resolving this STEM phenomenon depends not only on schools and educators, but it
requires a larger, more comprehensive solution: an ecosystem of government policies and cultural attitudes
that creates the necessary circumstances for students to acquire, seek, and employ STEM skills.

Kazakhstan's average reading and science indicators in 2018 were close to the level observed in 2009, when
the country first participated in PISA. On the contrary, in mathematics, average productivity showed significant
improvements compared to 2009 levels [6]. The results in mathematics have improved, especially among the
most productive students; and the percentage of students who have completed grades 5 or 6 in mathematics has
increased by 1 percentage point between 2012 and 2018. At the same time, reading and science rates declined
among the highest performing students.

In Kazakhstan gender segregation is also persistent and is especially noticeable in the STEM field [7]. In
educational tracks at the universities of applied science, with only 32.87% of girls enrolled in STEM fields
in academic year 2018-2019. However, some STEM fields are more strongly gender segregated than others.
Socioeconomic status has been a strong predictor of math and science performance in all PISA member
countries. This explains the 2 % difference in math’s in PISA 2018 in Kazakhstan (compared to 14 % on
average for the OECD countries) and 3 % of the differences in academic performance (compared to the OECD
average of 13 % differences) [7].

In the course of recent decades, scientists from psychology, economics, sociology and other different
disciplines have attempted to comprehend why women are under-represented in STEM field. According to
Blau and Kahn, one of the main causes of the gender wage gap is male-female sorting into different degrees
also corresponding professions, this is why motivating female students into STEM fields has become a vital
policy of our state. Despite the higher education levels of women compared to men, the majority of the female
labor force is predominantly concentrated in three low-paid sectors such: an education, health and services.
Men are concentrated in STEM fields such as hydrocarbon, transport and energy industries [8].

There is a high share of those who have acquired STEM degrees out of "inadequacy", the lack of other
alternatives or the opportunity to study on a state grant. For 34 % of graduate students, 41 % of undergraduate
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students and 56 % of parent’s choice of their- children’s profession was not the main and priority. The reason
for this is a low passing score on STEM degrees and low qualification requirements for work.

Students are mostly in their first or second year of university, and the majority of students reported that
they have not declared a STEM field as their major, one of the studies shows that 58 % of STEM students are
willing to change their field.

In Kazakhstan, at the moment, there are only few studies aimed at revealing the professional motivation of
female students at STEM fields. This research allowed to find out why young women choose the profession
of STEM fields and what motivates them to stay in it. The results of the research will serve as a basis for the
development of scientifically based decisions to increase the attractiveness of the STEM degree, as well as to
strengthen the professionalism and support of the STEM fields.

Understanding women’s low rates of participation in STEM fields is vital given that the demand
for individuals with STEM training has grown recently. Attracting and retaining more women to high-
paying fields like STEM may also help narrow the gender pay gap in Kazakhstan. As mentioned
above it will be expected that by 2022, an additional 2, 5 million workers trained with STEM
skills [9].

Several strategies have been suggested-by policy makers and researchers to tackle this problem, one of
them focus on STEM propaganda for school students, including interactive STEM activities, competitions and
talks about STEM careers. Mostly, the main subject of gender research in Kazakhstan is the ethical, historical
and cultural aspects of the women’s role in the development of the society, while their impact in the economic
development of the state is being discussed less.

Women and other marginalized groups are underrepresented in STEM fields in most developing countries.
Women, for instance, represent just 30 percent of the world’s science researchers [10]. According to
WorkplaceTrends.com and Saba data, women comprise less than 40 percent of the global workforce in 2018
and the World Economic Forum’s Future of Jobs report notes that women hold fewer line roles across multiple
industries [10].

For example, in Kazakhstan, only 2,5 women out of ten or only 25 % chose the STEM fields as a workplace.
[11].

For example, according to World Bank Gender Statistics data, female share of graduates in Kazakhstan
indicated in table 1, which had been decreased from 35 % in 2015 to 32 % in 2018. Indicate that women make
up 60.2 % of students in Master’s programs and 61.7 % of doctoral students (the OECD reported a slightly
higher rate of Master students at 64 % and a slightly lower rate of doctoral students at 58 %) [12].

Following this notion, this study aimed to analyze the gender stereotype of STEM subjects among female
students and the impact of gender-science stereotypes on the career aspirations of female students. The ultimate
goal of this study is to provide a more comprehensive understanding of gender equity in STEM.

THE MAIN PART OF THE STUDY

Methods of achievement of gender equality differ depending on many social, economic, political and
cultural factors, characteristic for this society. Feminists see the reason of a social inequality particularly in the
subordinate position of women, in exploiter entity of capitalist or patriarchal systems, i.e. the gender is aspect
of class stratification. They believe that only with liquidation of the system, the problem of unequal position
will be resolved.

The purpose of this research is to identify the factors influencing the motivation of young women in the
STEM fields of Kazakhstan, as well as the factors influencing their decision to continue their professional
activities, non-professional activities and prejudices, the status of the STEM profession.

The study included the participation of 1-4 year students and masters of STEM fields, as well as a teachers
and parents. For the collection of data in the survey used a mixed method. In the formation of quantitative data,
a random selection of respondents was carried out. The target selection is used for the collection of quality
data.

Besides, the inclusion in the selection of students of STEM colleges allowed to find the motivation to
choose a profession and the desire to stay in another target group and enrich the received data.
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Carrying out in-depth research in a specific context allowed understanding what extent the context and
climate of this or that University has an impact, the effect is greater understanding of the factors of influence
on the motivation of female students to choose STEM profession and to stay in it.

The survey also included the participation of 12 master's program students from among STEM professionals.
This category of respondents was included in the analysis for obtaining more complete pictures of opinions
about the pros and cons of the STEM profession; in particular, it concerns questions about the conditions of
the STEM work and the status of the STEM profession.

The aim of this research:

1. To determine the factors influencing the choice of the profession of STEM as a career for students of
1-4th courses and undergraduates of STEM fields, as well as the degree of influence of the identified factors.

2. Determine the factors influenced by the choice of the profession of a teacher as a career of STEM
teachers, as well as the degree of influence of the identified factors.

3. To determine the factors influencing the motivation of 1-4th year students, undergraduates and teachers
to continue their professional activity as a STEM teacher.

4. To study the opinion of parents about the factors that influences the choice of young women in the STEM
fields and to continue their professional activity.

5. Develop recommendations for resolving identified problems with the aim of increasing the attractiveness
of STEM fields and retention of women in the profession, as well as strengthening professionalism and support
of the female STEM students of the country.

The subject of this research: factors influencing the choice of young women of Kazakhstan STEM degrees,
as well as factors influencing their decision to continue professional activity.

The choice of a person’s profession is influenced by individual, as well as external factors, for example,
social and economic [13]. Conscious career choice, as a rule, is based on internal motivation and understanding
of their needs, interests, capabilities, skills and values.

Understanding the reasons for choosing a profession is critically important. This question acquires even
greater importance when it comes to speaking about women in STEM, as teachers play a key role in shaping
the future generation [14].

A review of the literature testifies to the fact that motivation affects the type, duration and degree of
involvement of women in this or that activity. In this connection, the motivation can determine whether the
candidate will go to the profession of STEM, as long as he stays in it, and to what degree he will be focused
on his professional activity [15].

Intrinsic, altruistic and external types of motivation are highlighted as the main reasons for choosing STEM
degree. Youth can also choose the profession of STEM as a career under the influence of the surrounding
people: parents, teachers, peers and so on. Determining the motivation of choosing a profession by teachers
and reasons for which they remain in the profession, are an important step in the light of many solutions to
problems and challenges, which are faced by women. In this study, three main types of motivation, influencing
the choice of the profession of the STEM students and the desire to remain in the profession: altruistic-internal,
external motivation and social influence.

Altruistic intrinsic motivation. The analysis of the earlier studies testifies to the fact that altruistic and
intrinsic motivations are the main reasons for choosing candidates for the STEM degrees.

The development and formation of altruistic-internal motivation is very important, as it contributes to
greater satisfaction of labor. Besides, STEM workers who have this kind of motivation are more likely to stay
in the profession [16].

External motivation. Under external motivation is understood the desire to choose the STEM field, based
on such external factors as the availability of guaranteed work, more convenient conditions of work [17].

Influence of surroundings. The influence of the people surrounding the choice of profession is also one of
the dominant factors influencing the choice of the STEM profession. Under the surrounding people are meant
parents, teachers, partners, colleagues and other persons. Daniel and Farrell note that the influence of parents
on the choice of children’s specialization is reduced. Many studies show that former teachers play a significant
role in the selection of candidates for the profession of teacher [18]. This conceptual framework is the basis of
the current research. The methodological part of the study is presented in more detail below.
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Methodology. The current survey was conducted through a survey of students of 1-4 courses and
undergraduates of STEM degrees of universities. Also to get a wider picture of the data conducted interviews
with teachers and parents.

Thus, the triangulation of data is carried out at two levels.

In the first place, the triangulation was carried out by studying the views of various interested persons on
the factors of influence on the attraction of interest. The purpose of triangulation is to study the question from
different angles and perspectives, to prevent misunderstandings in the interpretation of data and to achieve
maximum objectivity in the presentation of results.

Second, the triangulation of data is carried out using a mixed method of research — a questionnaire online
survey and interview. The benefits of such triangulation include increasing self-confidence in the results of
research and ensuring a more detailed understanding of the problem [19]. These benefits are due in large part
to the diversity and quantity of data that can be used for analysis.

Population and Sample: The study also included the participation of students from 6 universities (Suleiman
Demirel University, Eurasian Technological University, Satbayev University, Kazakh Natitonal University,
Narxoz University, University of International Business) in Almaty. Selected universities also represent
different universities of the country. The online survey involved 97 students of 1-4 courses and 12 undergraduate
students.

Research tools (online questionnaires) are developed for the purpose of identifying factors influencing
the choice of young women in the STEM field of Kazakhstan, as well as factors influencing their decision to
continue their degree.

First of all, there was a review of the literature on the topic under study for the formation of the conceptual
framework of the study.

Secondly, for the composition of online questionnaires, there was a review of the tools conducted earlier,
the purpose of which was to study the motivation of STEM students to choose their profession and the desire
to work in this field. Thus, the tools of this research are based on:

- Questionnaire surveyor OECD TALIS-2018, [20].

- Questionnaires about Factors of trendy occupations (FIT-Choice. Factors of new professions) [21].

The final versions of the questionnaire consist of 27 questions for students and undergraduates and 9
questions for STEM teachers and parents. Within this sample, there were teachers who specialized in a range
of subjects including biology, chemistry, physics, informatics and mathematics as a facilitator varied across
the sample.

Questionnaires are kept open and closed questions in two languages: Kazakh and Russian. The specific
decision on the use of a given language in each case was determined according to the preferences of the
respondent.

Analysis and processing of data to achieve statistical objectivity and reliability were carried out taking into
account the specifics of the segments of the target audience and the parameters of the selected sample of each
segment. The input and processing of the conducted surveys were carried out using special software Statistical
Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS).

Interviews with parents and teachers were conducted in Almaty. According to Seidman, the interview is
a powerful way to get presentations on education issues through understanding the experiences of people
working in this field. Interviews also allow you to improve the interpretation of the data obtained earlier
[22]. The survey of the directors of the organizations of secondary education was conducted in the technique
of a personal deep structured interview. A total of 5 interviews were conducted with teachers of secondary
education and parents. The duration of each interview was no more than 40 minutes.

Analysis of data on the results of the interview was conducted by the method of content analysis.

RESEARCH RESULTS (CONCLUSIONS)

This study focuses only on the motivation of young female students of STEM degrees. Consequently, all
the factors identified in the course of the investigation are self-determined, that is, they reflect the opinion
and perception of the respondents. Moreover, this restriction is not a public one, as an application of the
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opinion polls, revealing the opinion and the voice of the target group, which is widely practiced in international
sociological researches.

The questionnaire consisted of 27 questions, including blocks of questions to identify the degree of influence
of various factors on the choice of a STEM field — external motivation (material conditions, expectation of an
award), motivation coming from the influence of others (family, friends), internal altruistic motivation (the
desire to make a contribution to the development of society, the desire to become an engineer, interest in the
subject).

- The following are the results of a survey of 1-4-year students in two key areas:

- Factors affecting motivation when choosing STEM degree;

- Factors affecting the desire to continue professional activities as STEM worker.

Cronbach’s alpha can be written as a function of the number of items, which shows that the internal
consistency of the description of one object [23].

The value of the Cronbach coefficient alpha (o) above .90, means very high reliability; o between .80 - .90
indicates good reliability; a in the range from .70 to .79 indicates that the value is reliable; if the coefficient
value falls within the range of .60-.69, then the reliability is minimal; o <0.60 indicates unacceptably low
reliability [24]. Thus, the tools used in the survey proved its reliability for determining the motivation of the
students surveyed [25].

This means that external motivation and influence of surroundings played a decisive role in motivation
when choosing STEM degree by representatives of the female students. The second most important aspect of
influence was the altruistic intrinsic motivation.

Intrinsic motivation does not come from the expected result, but from the process, which for the subject
itself is a reward. Here, for a person, internal satisfaction from activity, interest, positive impressions are more
important [26]. In the case of future STEM workers, this is the perception of STEM professionals as a noble
and important profession for society, and the internally high value of this profession for an individual student
[27].
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“How do I fell about myself” — when making decisions, this question is subconsciously asked by people
guided by altruistic motivation. Representatives of this category primarily seek to make a choice that will raise
them in their own eyes, as well as in the eyes of society. To a large extent, such people can be called altruists,
since the most acceptable act for society, as a rule, is an action aimed at the benefit of other people.

Taking into account the age of school graduates, the eleven-year-old being under the care of school teachers
and the general influence of the family on the choice of young people. It is not surprising that international
studies have repeatedly noted the weight of the opinions of the immediate environment for the professional
choice of applicants [28].

The formation of the external motivation of the subject is mainly affected by the expectation of a reward
- the focus is the final result of the activity. The level of external motivation is primarily affected by the
perceived attractiveness of the goal (its value) and the level of a person’s confidence in the ability to achieve
this goal [26]. So, if a person perceives a certain goal as one that she can do, the goal itself will become more
attractive to him. In our case, if a student believes that STEM degree will allow her to achieve certain generally
recognized goals and believes in her abilities, it is external motivation that will prevail in her decision.

It is no secret that the possibility of obtaining free education is one of the key reasons that both applicants
and their parents take into account when choosing a future profession. In particular, it is precisely for STEM
degrees that a large share of state grants is allocated annually, which partly motivates applicants from socially
vulnerable sectors of the population to choose this particular professional direction. According to one of the
respondents’ opinion, they also got a combination of circumstances. In general, it was not they chose the
profession. The profession chose them - the state grant chose so. Since they didn’t apply for their specialty,
it turned out that they were going to study. Also, if their daughter didn't get a grant, she would go to another
profession, if there is a situation where she gets paid.

According to interview results with parents and teachers, parents (69 %) and teachers (91 %) agree that
STEM education do not have high- profile female role models in Kazakhstan. Almost all parents and teachers
agreed that professional experience, conversations from sector professionals and success stories from well-
known tech women in STEM could help to female students.

Another problem identified during this interview: 35 % of parents and 22 % of teachers say there is no
comprehensive information about STEM career opportunities for girls or even states policies do not promote
STEM education among girls. Schools and educational institutions are seen as being the most effective in
their activities to encourage women into STEM and are seen by young people as those with the responsibility
to do this. According to interviews, they see a domino effect: when one boy sees the power in computing, he
becomes a role model for his friends and community, but if girls can play in computer much better than boys
can, she would be respected by other boys since computer games are for boys. Furthermore, most girls believe
that jobs requiring programming are “not for them”.

From interview with informatics teacher in response to a question about the computer games are for boys
or girls. According to interviews, respondents’ daughter’s physics teacher was making her build a rocket ship
with some other students, so that she got interested in rocket science a little bit because she liked to build and
create. But where she will be working in Baykonur?

It’s crucial for fathers not only for mothers to step up their support. Encouragement from fathers has a
consistently positive influence on a girl’s interest and likelihood to study STEM degrees in the future according
to several studies and our research results could prove it.

Girls who are encouraged by their parents and teachers are much more likely to take STEM degrees than
girls who had not been encouraged by their parents and teachers.

An even bigger impact is possible when encouragement comes from both parents and school teachers.

One barrier in motivating the next generation of girls to work in STEM fields is not having enough female
role models in. It’s much easier for Kazakhstani girls to imagine a career in STEM fields if they see successful
examples they can relate among tech women, female mathematicians. Having female teachers who encourage
and advice girls in STEM subjects can have an even greater impact than support from their parents or state
grants.

However, a significant majority of parents and teachers still believe that STEM degrees more closely fit
boys’ brains and their personalities and hobbies. Furthermore, 60 % of teachers and 45 % of parents perceive
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STEM degrees are more geared towards boys and this is why relatively few girls chose STEM degrees. A
significant number of both groups believe in stereotypical career paths, such as nursing and teaching, appeal
to girls and are promoted to them.

Additionally, over 75 % of parents and teachers think that media, state policy and marketing policies have
a huge role to play in changing the gender stereotypes about STEM degrees.

Based on the research results, the following are our recommendations. according to teachers’ opinion, we
should intervene earlier STEM subjects in the education system to predict or prevent gender gap in STEM
degrees and to adjust female assumptions of STEM classes are not boring.

In order to improve parents’ influence on girl’s choice and promote positive changes about STEM education,
parents should educate themselves more about STEM degrees and current labor market changes in Kazakhstan.

Unfortunately, at the present time in Kazakhstan there is lack of system of tracking the work of graduates
of STEM degrees directly in different sector. It is from time to time that this layer of data is needed for full-
fledged strategic planning in part for the training of future STEM workers.

According to the research results, for 49 % of graduates’ the choice of their profession was not the main and
priority. The perception of the STEM degree as the most optimal choice for those whose priority is to receive
free higher education is preserved. Such a situation is an alarming prerequisite for the deterioration in the
quality of the country's STEM workers - after all, an increase in the proportion of applicants for whom STEM
degree are a backup option (as opposed to the category of “consciously choosing”) suggests their subsequent
departure from the profession.

In other words, the results of the study recall that among the country's current STEM students there are a
high proportion of those who by accident fell into this profession [29].

While the choice of a profession by most students was influenced by factors of external motivation and
influence of surroundings, which can be summarized as a desire to benefit society. Moreover, most female
students plan to use the STEM degree as a transitional area to another area of activity, intending to work in it
for less than 1 year.

As part of its global commitment to women's economic empowerment, the Kazakhstan should increase
its investment in STEM education for girls. Women are largely underrepresented in the information and
communications technology (ICT) sector in Kazakhstan due to lack of access to STEM training. As innovation,
automation, and new technologies change the global nature of work, girls who acquire the skills necessary to
participate in the digital economy will improve their own financial literacy and self-confidence.

In order to tackle stereotypes, greater efforts must be made at school and at the broader national level.
Unfortunately, young girls do not get much advice from adults about how computing can enable them to
fulfill their aspirations. Steps to attract more women teachers and parents should be accompanied by initiatives
to ensure that girls—especially teachers and parents — are better informed about those people who influence,
teach and guide high school girls. This could include providing teachers with real-world examples of how
computing transforms different industries for their lesson plans. According to our research, having inspiring
computer /coding teachers makes girls much more likely to go into computing—and if those inspiring teachers
are female, the uplift is even greater. Computer science classrooms, existing public policies do not do enough
to adequately measure and address the gender imbalance because they focus almost exclusively on increasing
access. However, decades-old stereotypes about who can and should be an informatics scientist still prevent
girls from enrolling in courses at this age, regardless of access.

Forexample, in Finland, STEM development of the institutional framework created in 2007. [30]. Kazakhstan
has made considerable progress since the turn of the century in bringing education and labor market policies
in line with international standards. In education, efforts show the gradual move away from centrally planned
educational governing systems to a greater autonomy of institutions, through advisory governing boards [31].

Women’s access and use of public and communicative spaces is often mediated by not only gender
inequalities in our society, but also financial-economic factors, traditional divisions of labor market and social
norms which exclude girls from equal participation in technology [32]. These norms in Kazakhstan are socially
constructed based on historical inequalities built on relationships of domination and subordination, which
translate into both the public and private realms nowadays. For example, priority of use of the household
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computer or other technologies by fathers, husbands and brothers or censorship of content may prevent access
to communicative networks and platforms by women at home.

Given this growing communication capacity gap, the possibility that STEM education could development
further rather than diminish hierarchies, be they gender relations or geopolitical, whether at a global, regional,
national or local level.

Nevertheless, given that STEM identity is strongly associated with STEM career intentions, researchers,
practitioners, and policy makers should pay more attention to the role of talking about science and engaging
young students in science media as components of programs that aim to inspire young people to pursue STEM
careers. There is a need for more focused research on students’ level of science discourse and usage of science
media, in particular as these relate to their identity development and specific career goals. Further study should
unravel the content and context of these conversations (e.g., at home with family, at museum with a friend) to
better identify the characteristics of effective science talk.

Administrative control of educational program has been extricated, supported by a national demonstrate
of accreditation of higher instruction, with a slow move from state certification to open and proficient
accreditation. Expanded efficiency within the work market has been seen beside a change in coordinating
aptitudes with industry needs. Several challenges still torment Kazakhstan’s economy, such as a shortage of
social inclusion within the work advertise, unequal get to instruction, limited independence and adaptability
within the instruction framework and the quality of work.

For STEM education to attain its objectives and goals, tending to the boundaries to STEM instruction
ought to begin by settling the issues at the primary, senior and high schools. Instruction encompasses a greater
part to play for student’s success in STEM field. Proficient advancement ought to be empowered and proceed
to prepare instructors in viable classroom administration to upgrade their information within the advanced
instructing STEM field.

The results of this research demonstrate that respondents perceived STEM professions as the most
challenging area of study for girls. According to our respondent’s answers, in middle school and high school,
the imbalance among STEM students continues into the university degree. Innovative jobs are the fastest
growing jobs in the Republic of Kazakhstan economy and are expected to increase.

In order to tackle stereotypes, greater efforts must be made at school and at the broader national level.
Unfortunately, young girls do not get much advice from adults about how computing can enable them to
fulfill their aspirations. Steps to attract more women teachers and parents should be accompanied by initiatives
to ensure that girls—especially teachers and parents—are better informed about those people who influence,
teach and guide high school girls.

The respondents perceived their personal interest and ability to choose STEM degrees career. On the other
side, these findings contradict with some previous studies, which concluded that female students are less
motivated and confident to study STEM.

Our study reveals that girls who are interested in studying STEM are less likely to see the subject as just for
boys or think it is better for boys than girls. They do not see themselves as not sharp students comparatively
with their peers. STEM teachers and other subject teachers are gatekeepers to ensure girls to choose a STEM
classes and to ensure that in those classrooms they find welcoming and inclusive environment. Male students
are encouraged more often than female students to pursue STEM degrees by their parents or teachers.

While there are still many open questions relating to degree follow-through and career longevity, the results
of this study are very encouraging in terms of action ability. Not only do uncontrollable factors play a limited
role in explaining the decision of a young woman to pursue a degree in STEM, the most important influencers
are the controllable factors of encouragement and exposure.
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Through research results, there are immediate and practical steps that state, schools, parents, teachers,
NGOs can take to improve girls’ engagement with STEM degree. These include next recommendations on
promotion of STEM education in Kazakhstan as a state program

- 2020-2022 years increasing awareness of public and interest among students in STEM fields using media
promotions and partnership with other parties (state-schools- business);

- 2023-2025 years improving the quantity and quality of STEM fields using the modern versions of
curriculum, teacher and mentors training systems, use of integrated and digital learning platforms;

-2026-2028 years evaluate and verify of the results of the previous two periods and to be open to new ideas
from educational centers.

It has been suggested to increase funding toward both research and projects aimed at understanding and
promoting conversations between young girls and family/teachers/peers about STEM degrees. In particular,
informal science learning institutions, like science exhibitions, expo canters, natural science museums, and
scientific libraries, should be leveraged in their capacity to facilitate meaningful parent—child or father-girl and
peers conversations around STEM future. These contexts have been shown to engender conversations that help
girls to better understand STEM fields.

Furthermore, we should bring attention to the accessibility of “speaking science” as an activity. In general,
talking about science with friends and family does not require material resources, and supporting projects that
help to foster those types of discussions would not necessarily require great financial investment. These makes
promoting science talk amenable to a variety of free choice learning institutions and contexts. Whereas more
research needs to be done on what effective science talk sounds like and how institutions can best motivate
girls to carry out conversations about science, engendering science talk can be as simple as asking participants
a question.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research. Is to explore, analyze and suggest whether Light Rail Transit (LRT) will be
effective in Almaty. Almaty is the biggest city in Kazakhstan. Good public transport is essential in big cities
but the current public transport of Almaty is failing due to traffic jam. The city needs a combination of good
public transport options.

Methodology. Current research applies qualitative methods including SWOT analysis. For this, data was
collected using a questionnaire followed by analysis of data in excel.

Originality / value of the research. The construction of LRT will take less time compared to extension of
metro. Also, under the local geological conditions (the city is located in a zone of nine-point seismicity), LRT
is much more suitable than the metro. With the introduction of LRT, it is expected that with the availability of
improved public transport system, people will gradually change the usage of their private vehicles to public
transport.

The findings of this study. Will facilitate Almaty city authority to be convinced about the importance of
LRT at the policy and decision making level to achieve modal shift to environment friendly transport options
such as LRT.

INTRODUCTION

Almaty is one of the fast-growing cosmopolitan city in Kazakhstan with the population more than 1,8 million
residents [1] which is increasing rapidly. Currently the passenger mobility of the city residents is provided by
public transport by bus services (with a total of 1 775 bus stations), metro service with limited stations (9
metro stations), private car, motorbike and bicycle. The issue of big traffic jams is becoming common scenario
and increasingly becoming an inescapable problem across the city, from North highway to Saina Street from
AL-Farabi to West Highway. In 2018 Yandex has produced a program which evaluates the traffic congestion
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based on a following scale: 0-3 points means that the roads are clear; 4-6 means the difficulty rises in roads;
7-10 means there is a serious congestion. There are certain sections (see figure 1) which are almost always
marked with red color, such as Rayimbek tract near “Altyn Orda”, Tole bi street, especially close to Sayran
lake, Rozybakiyev street near Optovka market. In addition to them, there are also serious congestion with 7+
points in AL-Farabi Ave., Ryskulova — Rayimbek streets, Abay street, Gagarina-Zharokova str., Zhandosov
str., Auezov-Manas str., etc. [2].

In Almaty, most of working population trying to use private automobiles for 2 major reasons [4]. First,
most of working and studying population leaves in suburbs, such as Alatau and Nauryzbai districts that public
transport does not serve effectively. The second reason is that private vehicles are more comfortable, fast and
flexible to do several tasks like a shopping, visiting taxi community etc. during the trip.

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Currently the average traffic speed is 15-17 km/h, decreasing to 12-15 km/h during peak hours [4].
Additionally, expansion of residential development and corresponding population growth focuses mainly in
remote areas from city center areas. This requires the authorities to not only properly plan further construction of
housing, schools, medical facilities and shopping centers, but also to firmly adopt and implement an integrated
approach to deliver reliable, capable and reasonably priced public transport services. Considering this aspect
in mind, the current transport systems must be upgraded within the short- and long-term development plans.
The short-term plan can include, for example, increase the service frequency of existing bus services, more
accessibility to bus services to those areas which are remotely served and improve the efficiency to serve
upcoming demands.

The long-term plan can include the expansion of metro service to important areas and introduction and/or
establishment of tram system (overland) also known as light rail transit (LRT) service.

Keeping the long terms solution in mind, the current research will analyze the various possible options to
improve the public transportation, with a particular focus on the issues and necessities of LRT in the city of
Almaty.

THE MAIN PART OF THE STUDY

Literature review

Public transportation represents a sensible, low cost, comfortable for passengers and environmentally
friendly (that produces low-emissions) alternative for vehicle drivers [5]. It is an essential element which helps
thousands of people to fulfill their daily travel needs. As noted in the introduction section, there are a lot of
private cars being used for transport in and around the Almaty city. There are several reasons: firstly, the public
transportation in Almaty doesn’t work effectively and doesn’t fully satisfy people’s needs. Secondly, private
cars are associated with advanced comfort and higher status. Thirdly, taxes (see Table 2) for private vehicles
in Kazakhstan are calculated based on engine capacity, which is not so high for majority of cars. Fourthly,
highways are free of charge, in comparison with some other developed countries. These factors lead more
people to move to private cars, which result in overloaded streets and increased pollution.

The mobility and suitability of properly designed public transport are the basic requirements for any fast
growing and modern megapolis cities like Almaty so that the residents can perform their daily routine tasks.
Every modern city around the world is facilitated by efficient and effective public transportation system in
response to increasing urban population.

According to the United Nations, more than 54 % of the world’s population live in urban areas and in the
future it will increase to 67 % by 2050. And these urban hubs are becoming important drivers for national
economic growth. The McKinsey Global Institute [7] estimates that the top 100 cities in the world already
account for 38 % of total global gross domestic product (GDP), with the top 600 cities generating 60 % of
global GDP. City authorities have to develop most available, ecological friendly, social responsible solutions
to make city comfortable to live. With proper planning, there are several options for ensuring mobility of
transport in cities and suburbs: the launch of LRT; the allocation of lanes on the roads for the Bus Rapid Transit
(BRT); or the increase of current public transport on the roads.
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Talking about the definition of LRT, the Light rail transit can be defined as a metropolitan electric railway
system characterized by its ability to operate single cars or short trains along exclusive right-of — way at ground
level, on aerial structures, in subways or, occasionally, in streets, and to board and discharge passengers at
track or car-floor level [8].

LRT is a long-term project that will require several years of construction work, but will give positive
results for the passenger traffic after the launch of the lines without affecting the vehicles. For example,
it took 5 years to develop initial Light rail transit line in Toronto, and it has been used for remaining 62
years till 2016 for further expansion of remaining 75 stations, which rode more than 221 million passengers
2016. Another example is the construction and resumption of light railway systems in Docklands,
Melbourne. Its initial station came in operation in 1987, and the LRT system has expanded its 45 stations
till 2009, which rode more than 80 million passengers. For LRT it is necessary to allocate one lane on
the road, which will lead to a decrease in the capacity for vehicles. Increasing the number of buses on
the roads will automatically increase the load on the roads, which will lead to heavy traffic on the roads
of the city.

As per European Commission (EC) researches, passenger transport plays important role in contribution to
GDP and employment rate: there is a sufficient evidence showing for around 7 % of GDP and for around 5 %
of employment in the EU is attributed to transport activities [9]. In USA in 2017 total amount of employed in
the transport sector involved for 13.3 million jobs which is 9.1 % of total employment [10]. In Japan in 2006
the total number of employed population was around 63.82 million people, and in the transport sector involved
around 3.06 million people (see Table 3) [11; 12].

By improving the transport in a city, the government gives people new opportunities in employment, helps
to develop businesses through convenient logistics and increased passenger traffic in transport.

Environmental Issues

“Public transportation development plays an important role in creating a healthier nation. On average, public
transportation produces 95 percent less carbon monoxide than the private automobiles” [S]. The development
in automobiles industry has played an important role in the economic development in all over the world.
However, the emissions from road transport particularly from cars are a main source of greenhouse gases and
are assumed to be related to respiratory problems and diseases and leading to global warming in industrial
countries [13]. The transportation uses most of fossil energy and burns most of petroleum in the world, thus
the issue of environmental impact is a very important aspect. “Increasing environmental awareness is leading
many institutions to pursue transport solutions aimed at reducing emission and traffic congestion in densely
populated city centers. Clean transport policies fall within the wider environmental aims of the Millennium
Development Goals” [14]. According to the forecast data published by the World Bank [14] the expected
use of energy in third-world countries will increase the global transport total from 32 percent in 2000 to 46
percent in 2030. These forecasts are mostly related to urban areas, and designed to improve the availability and
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effectiveness of urban infrastructure and public transportation. The effective use of energy is important for both
improving economic factors and environmental awareness factors.

One of the major factor that gives to LRT services the opportunity to have potential improvements in urban
life is the fact that rail is a more efficient mode of transport than road in terms of carbon emissions per ton or
passenger-kilometer. As per research data provided by UK Office of Rail Regulations, electrically powered
trains emit one-fifth of the carbon dioxide emitted by petrol-using cars (see Figure 2).

On the example of Huston, the USA, we can see that there is a drastically change in the environmental
situation (see table 4) after using LRT [16].

The summary statistics for the CO concentrations for each of the before and after periods. As the table
illustrates, the average hourly CO concentrations and the average daily maximum CO concentrations were
reduced roughly by 15 % and 16 %, respectively, after the opening of the LRT.

Garrett [17] argues that Light Rail could be a good enabler to provide a more optimal solution for traffic jam
by serving as a marginal reducer of traffic congestion during peak hours. This possibility alone would make the
significant reduction in overloaded roads from light rail.

Capacity

According to the report of United Nations Development Programs (UNDP) Project “City of Almaty
Sustainable Transport” [18] there were 78 new LRT systems that were commissioned between 2000 and 2015
globally. The research shows that LRT could attract around 30-40 % extra passengers; LRT is 6 times safer
than private car and it could carry more than 520 passengers, which replaces 435 cars.

The development of LRT will decrease the traffic on roads. Although LRT requires more space for its
operations and stations, it could be effectively used in pedestrian zones and city centers instead of buses.
Energy consumption of this urban rail passenger transport is 0.12 kW/h per passenger per kilometer, which is
7 times smaller than the average car consumption in urban conditions. [18]. One opportunities of Light Rail
Transit in its huge capacity to carry passengers [19].

The use of public transportation had relatively improved since the opening 7 metro stations at 2011 in
Almaty, and additional 2 stations at 2015 in average from 43 % to 59 %. These findings suggest that an
introduction of other kind of fast-moving public transports, such as Light rail transit (LRT), Bus rapid transit
(BRT) corridors, opening of additional metro stations will lead the majority of working/studying population to
shift their preferences towards the usage of public transportation [18].

LRT is very important type of public transportation designated for large cities. The effective operations of
LRT bring in many advantages such as environment friendliness, convenience and capacity. We can achieve a
lot of benefits from the operations of the light rail:

* Reduction of traffic congestion;

* Improve quality and use of public space

» Reduction of emission of carbon dioxide;

* Available prices for lower level population

Even though it is relatively expensive (i.e. capital cost) to implement new light rail transit routes that
should not be a reason that communities abandon this mode of transportation. If a society obtains some clear
and significant tangible and intangible benefits from having light rail in its community then one could justify
the capital costs. The problem for economists and city planners is that it is very difficult to place a dollar value
on these intangible benefits. In addition, light rail should certainly be considered if it will reduce congestion
and pollution in the local area, as well as create economic growth. A basic cost-benefit analysis requires that
we measure the tangible and intangible benefits and also accurately subtract any subsidies from the economic-
development gains.

The main problems of the existing public transport network in Almaty.

The existing scheme of public transport in Almaty suffers from many shortcomings, inherent in the cities
of Kazakhstan.

The following can be distinguished:

* Low speed (average 20-40 km/h), not a competitor to cars (average 60-80 km/h).

» Low capacity and low quality of the vehicles themselves.

* Old, morally outdated parks, polluting the environment.

* Low level of a driver control by employers.

* Lack of integration with other types of the public transport.

* Vehicles are not adapted for travel of low-mobile groups of population, such as pregnant, old-aged and
disabled people.

» Lack of a developed network of public transport in the suburbs.

» Legislative limitations and non-compliance with EU national standards.

» Lack of a unified system for organizing public transport (tariffs, routes movement, and integrated traffic
schedule).

Passenger Transport and Highways Administration of Almaty working to solve these problems:

In 2017, they subsidized 15 routes. In 2018, they subsidized 7.9 million tenge for 44 routes. These are
35-40 percent of routes. Put the requirement for companies to improve: driving culture, frequency of buses,
cleanliness, and so on.

The existing state of public transport motivate to buy their own car. Almaty is one of the fastest growing
cities in the world with respect to the growth in the number of own cars. At the moment, over 500,000 private
cars fill the city every day. In addition, over 200,000 people come to the city every day from the suburbs, 80
% of them by car or taxi.
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Research methodology

The current research applies qualitative method that includes desktop research, secondary data collection &
analysis and Strength Weakness Opportunity and Threat (SWOT) Analysis. An investigation of phenomena is
conducted by collecting quantitative data and then analysis using computational procedures. In the quantitative
studies, data can be collected from existing and potential customers using different methods: online survey;
questionnaire sent by email etc. The results of the analysis can be presented as numerical data/tables and
figures. After careful understanding and critical thinking of these numbers or graphs, the future of the product
or service can be predicted and appropriate changes for the company can be made. The study can be divided
into three groups:

1. Cross-sectional studies;

2. Before-and-after studies;

3. Longitudinal studies

More suitable to our research is cross-sectional study. It is useful in obtaining an overall ‘picture’ as it
stands at the time of the study. As these studies involve only one contact with the study population, they are
comparatively cheap to undertake and easy to analyze.

A cross-sectional study is simple in design. A researcher can decide what he/she wants to find out about,
identify the study population, select a sample (if needed) and contact respondents through an appropriate data
collection tools. This research was prepared in November 2018 in Almaty city.

Information collected from open sources

The existing urban public transport in Almaty is represented by buses and trolleybuses. Out of 1.45 million
daily trips in public transport, buses are over 90 %, while trolleybuses serve slightly more than 5 %. The
remaining is provided by Metro (daily serves about 45,000 passengers). Although Metro has higher design
capacity of carrying passengers, the limited metro service (in terms of routes and stations) may be one important
reason (see figure 3) of not being used at a higher rate [18].

The annual number of passenger trips exceeds 250 million in Almaty city. The public transportation
services are provided by more than 15 large and small operators, who compete incessantly and exercise
different approaches to the management of operations, offering rolling stock of varying age, using different
types of fuel. The existing practice of maximizing profits hardly facilitates any systematic development of
public transport, and the city authorities do not have any substantial levers or influence on the operators.
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According to the study of habits of Almaty residents performed in 2016, five main reasons for refusing
to travel by public transport are: “trips are too long, crowded buses/trolleybuses, no routes convenient for
me, it is dirty onboard, poor frequencies in the evening and at night” [18]. The public transport in Almaty is
financed solely by the fares collected from the passengers, and only in 2016 the city administration began to
partially subsidize operators for transportation of discounted groups of passengers, and in 2017 — for operating
socially significant routes. Other important problems or issues include modernization and technical control of
the rolling stock, driver training and enforcement of requirements, adherence to schedule and travel speeds,
processing of passenger complaints, not to mention collection of reliable information about the actual amounts
of revenues collected. These issues are left to the discretion of the operators.

In addition to urban public transport, there is a growing demand for suburban services, especially from the
cast (Talgar district) and the west (Kaskelen). In recent years the Akimat of Almaty has started to invest in the
public transport sector of the city.

The investments in public transport development have positive dynamics towards an ecological and
long-term transport solution; but they may not meet the requirements of the city's economic growth and its
development. As a consequence, personal cars are the most dominant mode of transport, covering almost 60
% of all motorized transport trips.

With the current capacity and service level, the public transport cannot meet the growing demand for
passenger transportation. Most passengers (over 90 %, according to a survey conducted by [18] using public
transport, are unintentional passengers who do not have a different option, but use buses, the exception is the
user of the metro.

Data Collection and Analysis

Information collected using questionnaires (see Annex A)

A data collection tool for research method used for gathering data from different groups of respondents to
gain information on various topics. Surveys have a variety of resolutions and can be carried out in many ways
depending on the methodology chosen and the objectives to be achieved. For the current research, “Google
Forms” is used for data collection. The tool is also helpful in analyzing the collected data. Using the Google
survey form, we interrogated 21 persons, who live in different districts in Almaty, different ages, genders and
wealth.

Figure 4 shows the findings of the data analysis. From the analysis (see figure 4) of collected data through
from surveys, we find that most of the respondents use public transport, or alternate with the car. The most
popular transport is the bus (16 out of 21 people surveyed). We see that the cost per month for transport is 5
times less than the cost of using road transport. In the future, given the deterioration of the financial situation
of the country due to the devaluation of national currency (Tenge), it may have lead people switch to public
transport. Since most of the cars in Kazakhstan are foreign-made or foreign brands, all parts and accessories are
purchased on foreign markets. Consequently, all prices for parts will increase as the exchange rate increases.

Necessity of construction of LRT in Almaty

Most bus passengers do not have their own car and use buses despite the poor quality of services. Slightly
different findings can be noted here from the study was conducted by [18] that found that up to 30 % of metro
passengers used their own car or taxi to get on the subway station. This indicates that residents of Almaty are
not tied to their own cars, and can start using other modes of public transport only if they are provided with
good services in terms of connectivity, frequency, reliability etc.

With regard to metro and LRT comparison, the optimal solution should be considered separately for each
route. Usually the metro is suitable for routes with the daily number of passengers of more than 200,000 people.
This does not correspond to most public transport routes in Almaty, with the exception of Abai Avenue, which
in the future can attract the large volume of passengers, which can help maintain a large investment in the
metro. In addition, the low cost of LRT (usually 20-60 % of the cost of the metro), indicates that the city of
Almaty should concentrate on land transport modes. There is limited availability of information related to
prices on constructing LRT and metro in developed cities, because prices will vary depend on project, size of
the city, land shaft etc. For an understanding we use figure 5 for the comparison of Cost per mile for subway
and LRT [20].

SWOT Analysis on LRT

SWOT (strength, weakness, opportunity and threat) analysis is framework or tool that assesses a company,
business, industry, sector, or product what it can and cannot do, for such factors as internal and external. The
internal factors refer to its strength and weakness. The external factors refer to that it has an opportunity or
potential to achieve in the future and what it will face as threat from outside from other business, company or
industry. All together as a framework, we can evaluate a company through the SWOT analysis and determine
what assists the firm in completing its aims and objectives and what obstacles it has to overcome or minimize to
achieve previously set outcome. In other words, we can safely say that where the company is now and where
it can be tomorrow.

Strength Weakness Opportunity and Threat (SWOT) Analysis on LRT
Strengths:

- Fast moving speed

- Low investment amount

- Convenient for the natural and climatic conditions of the city
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Weaknesses:

- Not ready infrastructure in the city

- Fixed route which you can't change

- Possible errors in route planning

- Long-term project

Opportunities:

- Government support for reducing emissions and developing urban transport
Threats:

- Change of the general plan of the city of Almaty

- Economic shocks.

RESEARCH RESULTS (CONCLUSIONS)

The current research explored the passenger transport system in Almaty. The current public transport system
consists of buses, trolleybuses and metro. The service level of buses and trolleybuses are poor due to many
reasons. The service level of metro is good but limited to only few stations. The desktop research suggests that
there is a research gap in terms of needs of improved and additional public transport options in Almaty city.

Keeping these facts in mind, qualitative (SWOT) and quantitative methods are applied for this research.
Based on the results of our research, we can confidently recommend that LRT is necessary for Almaty city. It
will be an appropriate action due to the fact that the construction of LRT will require shorter construction time
compared to the extension of current metro. And under our geological conditions, such as location of the city
in a zone of nine-point seismicity, LRT is much more suitable than the subway. The construction of the metro
in Almaty is complicated due to the complex underground soil and high seismicity in the region. Almaty soil
has become a serious obstacle even in the case of using modern technology.

An improvement in public transport condition, its availability and multiple options will mean that people
will gradually change their habit of using private vehicles to public transport system. This will help achieving
modal shift to environment friendly transport option such as LRT and Almaty will become a city with
sustainable transport systems.

SUMMARY

This study explores the potential of Light Rail Transit (LRT) system in Almaty city. The study applied
qualitative research method including SWOT analysis. The study finds that the construction of LRT in Almaty
is more cost and time effective than extension of metro and will result in modal shift of passenger transport to
more environment friendly transport mode option such as LRT. The city authority needs to convince higher
authority (i.e. Ministry) to take action (e.g. for fund allocation) to develop and implement the LRT system in
the city.

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ISSUES OF STATE SUPPORT AND FINANCE OF CINEMATOGRAPHY IN KAZAKHSTAN

ABSTRACT

Purpose of the research. Analysis of current issues of state support and financing of cinema as a separate
socio-economic industry

Methodology. The study used methods of theoretical and empirical analysis, including description,
synthesis, induction, as well as methods of factor and comparative analysis.

Originality / value of the research. In modern conditions of globalization, cinematography plays
an important role in the economy of Kazakhstan as a form of creative industry. Given the importance of
the field of cinematography, scientific research is currently relevant for improving the mechanisms of
state support and financing of domestic film projects. The study describes the statistical indicators of
Kazakhstani cinema and the dynamics of the industry over several years. Taking into account the positive
foreign experience, a review of regulatory acts in the field of Kazakhstani cinematography is carried
out.

Findings. Currently, in the financing of film projects in Kazakhstan, priority is given to national films. In the
article, the author describes the essence and advantages of national films, their specificity as a domestic socially
significant product. It also focuses on the basic conditions and requirements for financing national films and
the benefits provided to domestic film producers. In addition, the issues of subsidizing a foreign legal entity for
the production of a film or its part (episode) on the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan were considered. At
the same time, along with the economic benefits (profitability) of national films, their ideological significance
and place in society were described.

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ASSESSMENT OF THE PROBABILITY OF KAZAKHSTAN BANKS
BANKRUPTCY ON THE BASIS OF THE «BANKOMETER» MODEL

ABSTRACT

Purpose of the research is to conduct a “Bankometer” model test (S-score) for applicability in the banking
sector of Republic of Kazakhstan, its ability to faithfully and accurately predict the probability of bank failure.

Methodology. During the research, bankruptcy forecasting model “Bankometer” was chosen as a
methodological toolkit. To determine the predictive ability of the model, financial indicators of bankrupt banks
(Kazinvestbank, Delta Bank, Qazaq Banki, Eksimbank Kazakhstan, Astana Bank) for 2 time periods were
taken: approximately 2 years and 1 year before the date of deprivation of the license.

Originality / value of the research. According to the results of the study, the previously formulated
hypothesis about the ability of the “Bankometer” model to reliably predict the bankruptcy of Kazakhstani
second-tier banks (STBs) was refuted, since, as part of the S-score analysis, results demonstrate financial
stability of these banks.

Findings. As part of improving this model, it seems appropriate to change the normative values of the
coefficients X1, X2, X3, as well as the integral indicator «S» for classifying a bank as financially stable and
solvent. Also, it is important to review the structure of the equation for calculating the S-score. In addition, for
completeness of the analysis, this calculation should be supplemented with other equally important indicators,
for example, liquidity ratios, net interest margin, and risk sensitivity.

5. On the basis of the conducted research, develop a conceptual model of registration and real estate
transactions based on the «Blockchainy technology.

In this work, along with theoretical methods of information research, such as analysis and
synthesis of information were used historical, formal-logical, comparative and legal research methods, as well
as the modeling method. In addition was applied statistical method of economic analysis of prices for real
estate registration services.

Originality / value of the research. The research described is the primary information and is published by
the author for the first time.
