IMPROVING FINANCIAL LITERACY IN THE EAEU COUNTRIES:
ANALYSIS OF STATE INITIATIVES

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study is to review the state policies of the EAEU countries aimed at improving the
financial literacy of the population in order to identify the prerequisites for creating unified approaches to the
implementation of state policies in the field of improving financial literacy.

Methodology. The research methods used were content analysis aimed at studying state policy in the field
of financial literacy. A systemic and comparative analysis of documents and legislative acts in the field of state
policy to improve the financial literacy of the country's population was used.

Originality / value of the study. In 2025, it is planned to complete the process of creating a single financial
market of the EAEU. The creation of a single market for financial services entails the need to ensure not only
equal access for EAEU members, but also the protection of the rights of consumers of financial services and
their adaptation to the new rules. The convergence of financial policies and the creation of a single financial
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market of the EAEU countries, the expansion of the range of financial services, the use of new technologies,
the growth of financial fraudulent transactions necessitate the protection of the interests of consumers. To solve
these problems, it is necessary not only to use the experience of the EAEU countries in improving the financial
literacy of the population, but also to strengthen cooperation and coordination of information exchange at the
intercountry level. In this regard, a review of financial literacy policies in the EAEU countries was conducted.
General trends were identified and the prerequisites for creating unified approaches to the implementation of
state policies to improve financial literacy were considered. A comparative analysis of state policies in the
EAEU countries has not been extensively analyzed, which makes this study relevant.

Research results. Based on the results of the study, the authors analyzed state policies in the field of
financial literacy of the population of the EAEU countries, conducted a comparative analysis of the models for
managing financial literacy programs in the EAEU countries, and identified the advantages and disadvantages
of each model. A comparison of the indicators of the level of financial literacy in the EAEU countries was
carried out, and the prerequisites for creating unified approaches to the implementation of state policies in the
EAEU countries were considered.

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DEMOGRAPHIC DEVELOPMENT OF KAZAKHSTAN'S REGIONS:
CURRENT TRENDS AND FUTURE PROSPECTS
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ABSTRACT

Demographic processes are closely linked to economic problems, which is especially evident in the regions
of Kazakhstan. Thus, population and labour force development trends are often not considered when devel-
oping programmes for the economic development of areas. The purpose of the study is to forecast the demo-
graphic situation in the regions of Kazakhstan, taking into account the peculiarities of their socio-economic
development. Forecasts of the size and structure of the population are developed based on an analysis of trends
in demographic processes and their cause-and-effect relationships with socio-economic processes. Data from
the Bureau of National Statistics and the 2021 Population Census were used for calculations. For future cal-
culations of the age-sex structure of the population, the method of moving age groups was used, which allows
us to simultaneously take into account the impact of changes in both the age-sex structure of the population
and fertility and mortality trends. The main result is the receipt of reliable and high-quality data on the size
and composition of the population of the country's regions based on the study and analysis of quantitative
and qualitative patterns of phenomena and processes occurring in the age-sex composition of the population.
Studying patterns of change in the age and sex structure of the population as a result of fertility, mortality,
and migration processes will allow an assessment of the differences that exist at the regional level for regional
planning and decision-making on the appropriate allocation of resources in areas such as education, health,
and social security.

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INTRODUCTION

The modern state and prospects of demographic processes have always aroused and are of increased inter-
est since these changes entail modifications in planning. Already today it is necessary to envisage digressions
in the trends of demographic processes that will occur under the influence of various factors: changes in fertil-
ity, mortality, population aging, migration, living standards, etc. In the mid-1990s, under the influence of geo-
political, economic, and social processes that led to a sharp decline in living standards, a demographic crisis
began in Kazakhstan. Natural population growth was replaced by a reduction due to a decrease in the birth rate
and a simultaneous increase in mortality. External migration has intensified. Thus, by 2002, the population in
Kazakhstan had decreased to 14,854 thousand people, or by 11% by 1985. By 1999, the number of people born
in Kazakhstan had decreased to 217,578, or by 40% by 1990 [1].

Since 2000 beginning, after the transitional economic processes completion, the economic recovery, the
socio-economic situation stabilization, and demographic processes have gained positive dynamics: birth rates
have increased, mortality rates, including maternal and child mortality, have decreased, and the external migra-
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tion outflow has gradually decreased. By 2021, the population has grown by almost 1.3 times compared to the
minimum value in 2002. By 2021, the number of births has increased by 2,071 times compared to the mini-
mum of 1999. The maximum number of deaths was observed in 1995 when it amounted to 168,656 people,
which is 1.3 times more than in 1990.

The current decade of demographic development in Kazakhstan is associated with the entry into the active
phase of reproduction of generations born in the late 1990s and the first half of the 2000s. Taking into ac-
count the level of provision of the current young generation with basic social services (education, healthcare),
improvement of living standards, and achievement of target indicators of social modernization, population
forecasts provide important information about the tasks ahead for society and their scale.

Anticipating future demographic changes is difficult, but extremely important for the social sphere since it
is necessary to create resources to be able to cover the future demands of the population. The problem of fore-
casting the volume of demand for social services is based on three components: population forecasts; forecasts
of future demand per capita; planning the number of social facilities to cover future demand.

The purpose of the study is to forecast the demographic situation in Kazakhstan, taking into account the
peculiarities of socio-economic development. Forecasts of the size and structure of the population are devel-
oped based on an analysis of trends in demographic processes, and their cause-and-effect relationships with
socio-economic processes.

MAIN BODY

Background

Population and demography issues have always interested many scientists. In the 20th century, studies of
age, sex, and number of indigenous people were presented in the works of Brillinger [2], Wolfenden [3], Key-
fitz [4], Pollard [5], Heligman & Pollard [6], and others.

In today's research, several significant topics are being examined. These include population aging and the
underlying factors such as birth rate growth, age-related mortality, and migration patterns [7]. Another area of
focus is labor migration [8]. Additionally, researchers are studying the trends in the size of multi-generational
families, the lives of children from various generations, and the impact of race/ethnicity and education [9].

The demographic situation in the world remains difficult, its severity is associated with uneven demograph-
ic processes in developed and developing countries [10]. Currently, many aspects of the current demographic
situation are becoming fundamental in determining the prospects for its socioeconomic development, politi-
cal stability and national security [11]. Demographic factors are of utmost importance to the socio-economic
development of the country and the standard of living of the region's population. Unfavorable trends in the
demographic sphere increase threats to reduce the quality of life of the population in the regions [12].

In the field of demography, understanding the process of population reproduction relies on selecting and
utilizing appropriate indicators. In their study, Conti et al. [13] calculated relative and specialized indicators,
which provide insights into population growth and help assess the overall demographic and social well-being
of a population. When predicting demographic indicators, it is crucial to scientifically forecast key parameters
such as population size, age-sex distribution, fertility, mortality, and migration [14].

Analytical approaches to strategic planning for solving problems in the field of social and medical care often
require reliable forecasts, since demand is a key factor in most financial and operational activities in these areas [15].

To solve the problems associated with aging and mortality of the population, numerous methods of model-
ing and forecasting mortality have been developed in recent decades [16, 17, 18, 19 ].

Lopaeva notes that the forecasting of demographic processes in its classical form is based on a scientifically
based prediction of changes in the main parameters of population movement [20]. The task of socio-demo-
graphic forecasting is primarily to study the number and age and gender structure of the population, the factors
of its transformation and evolution under the influence of the processes of fertility, mortality and migration.

Most of the current methods of mortality forecasting are extrapolative [21]. These extrapolative ap-
proaches use patterns observed in both age models and mortality trends over time and are considered
more objective, easy to apply and more likely to lead to accurate predictions compared to explanatory
or expert approaches.
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For many years, the Lee-Carter mortality prediction methodology has been the reference method for ex-
trapolating mortality [22, 23, 24]. The Lee-Carter model of mortality by age periods decomposes the age-
related mortality (recorded) for a certain period for one population into a general temporal trend, age structure
of mortality and age differences. Mortality is predicted by extrapolating the overall time trend using standard
time series procedures.

Reducing the birth rate in different countries proceeds in different ways. The rate of fertility decline usually
accelerates at the beginning of the second phase, and when fertility reaches an intermediate level, the rate usu-
ally slows down again according to Alkema et al. [25, 26, 27].

The advantage of the Lee-Carter methodology is that it includes a simple stochastic model with only one
time-varying parameter, works relatively well when past trends are linear and can predict changes in the age
structure of mortality.

Demographic processes are not only the population reproduction or a change in its size as a result of births
and deaths but a whole range of issues related to an increase (decrease) in the life expectancy of the population
and migration, as well as the formation of a certain demographic consciousness and behavior [28].

When predicting the prospects of global migrations, it is important to take into account many factors [29]. In
matters of fertility, this is the formation of reproductive attitudes and the individual's willingness to have a family
[30]. Scenarios for the development of population aging processes largely depend on demographic policy [31].

The cause of predicting demographic processes in modern conditions is that they form the most important
part of social proportionality and optimality [32]. Demographic processes are defined as the achievement and
maintenance of some optimal level of reproduction of the population, not in the narrow, but in the broad sense,
i.e., including the reproduction of qualitative characteristics of the population.

Shouven [33], describing the world's leading trends in demography, notes that demography covers not only
fertility, mortality and immigration but also the composition of the population — racial and gender; housing
conditions, marriages, divorces, working age, as well as health and disability, taking into account age, gender
and nationality. In the study of Denton & Spencer [34], several forecasts based on alternative scenarios of the
future for the period from 2051 are proposed.

One of the most reliable forecasting methods is the cohort-component method, which takes into account the
population dynamics by age and sex cohorts, as well as fertility, mortality and migration [35]. This approach is
used in the annual UN forecasts «World Population Prospects» [36], which provide different growth scenarios:
low, medium and high.

Population forecasts can have different goals and consider development aspects. Thus, the ILO [37]
and the United Nations Population Fund [38] link population forecasts with the sustainable development
goals. Particular attention is paid to employment, migration and gender equality. The World Bank and
OECD focus on the relationship between demography and macroeconomic and social factors: income
level, urbanization, health care, using scenario modeling to assess labor resources and the burden on so-
cial systems. It is important to note the regionally-oriented approach [39]. Regional organizations analyze
spatial differences - population growth in cities and depopulation in rural areas. This is especially relevant
for Kazakhstan, where there is accelerated urbanization and population migration to large cities - Astana,
Almaty and Shymkent.

In Kazakhstan, there are several nationwide studies on forecasting demographic processes, as well as relat-
ed demand for hospital services, educational organizations, including demographic trends and trends in the use
of resources per capita. However, most of the research concerning forecasts from the point of view of business
administration focuses on the short and medium term [40, 41]. Criteria and indicators of modernization can be
used as a basis for determining the projected needs for social facilities and services [42].

Literature on long-term forecasting of demand for hospitals and educational institutions is generally scarce.
However, there are no studies concerning the long-term forecast of regional demand for hospital services,
educational institutions, including the impact of demographic changes and various changes in per capita indi-
cators for various types of services. Such types of long-term forecasts are relevant to several tasks of strategic
planning in the social and medical spheres.
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Methods

The fundamental indicators of demographic statistics include, first of all, indicators of the size and compo-
sition of the population, the number of births, deaths, marriages, divorces, the number of arrivals in and out of
the country, as well as the number of arrivals and departures within the country and its regions [43]. On their
basis, indicators are formed and calculated that make it possible to comprehensively characterize the structure
and movement of the population, and socio-demographic processes.

Data on the population by age groups of men and women was initially collected and analyzed for the 17
regions of Kazakhstan and 3 megacities. This analysis included demographic dynamics, age structure, and
gender distribution. Based on this information, forecasts were created for each of the 17 regions and 3 mega-
cities, covering the following indicators: population projections for 2025-2050, the number of men by age
group, the number of women by age group, the share of age groups in the total population of different regions,
and the population by age groups of men and women. The forecasts utilized data from the Bureau of National
Statistics of Kazakhstan.

Prospective calculation of the age-sex structure of the population

The main source of data in demographic statistics are population censuses, usually conducted once every
10 years. Population censuses provide the most accurate data on the size and composition of the population,
distribution by marital status, place of work and professional composition, as well as a wide range of features
necessary for practical needs. A population census is the process of collecting demographic and social data
characterizing each resident of a country or territory as of a certain date. In our study population estimates are
based on the results of the latest population census - the third since independence, conducted in June-October
2021 (Bureau of National Statistics of Kazakhstan, 2023). For prospective calculations of the age-sex structure
of the population, the Shift-Share method was used (Table 1), which makes it possible to simultaneously take
into account the influence of changes in both the age-sex structure of the population and trends in fertility and
mortality [44, 45].

When calculating future population size, the following initial data are utilized:

1. The population size at the start of the calculation period, categorized by gender and one-year age groups
(from 0 to 100 years). Typically, the age structure of the population is based on census data.

ii.Survival rates for the population, segmented by gender and one-year age groups, with distinctions made
between urban and rural areas, as well as survival rates for newborns.

iii. Total fertility rates for women aged 15-49, organized into one-year age groups and differentiated by
urban and rural areas. Age group movements are analyzed separately for men and women, as well as for rural
and urban populations.
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The age shift technique operates as follows: At the start of year t, the population size for each age group is
multiplied by the corresponding survival rate. This calculation yields the population size for individuals aged
x+1 at the beginning of the following year, t+1. This method provides the population sizes for all age groups
except those under 1 year old. The general calculation form is:

S(x+1,t+1) = S(x,O)*p(x,0+W(x,t) (1)

where W(x,t) is the volume of migration included in the calculation, distributed by gender and age.

Speaking about migration, it should be noted that currently migration exchange does not have a significant
impact on the formation of demographic indicators [46].

The forecast carried out based on the age shifting method allowed us to calculate the birth rate, forecast the
number of births, and forecast the population size in the republic as a whole until 2050 [43]. In this study, we
present forecast data for the regions of Kazakhstan, which determines its novelty as a long-term analysis at
the regional level. Its significance for Kazakhstan lies in the fact that the country's regions have very different
demographic profiles and dynamics.

Status and tendencies

The conducted analysis of the development of demographic processes in Kazakhstan allowed us to reveal
that over the 30 years of independence, Kazakhstan has passed several stages of demographic development.
The beginning of independence is associated with the emergence of economic and social problems: a difficult
economic situation in the transition to a market economy, a decline in the standard of living of the population
and social protection by the state, etc.

During the early years of independence, the Republic of Kazakhstan faced significant demographic chal-
lenges. These included a large outflow of people, a decline in the birth rate, and an increase in the mortality rate.
As a result, many key indicators across the country were negatively impacted. In fact, between 1992 and 2001,
Kazakhstan's population experienced a decline. By the start of 2002, the population had decreased by 1.6 mil-
lion people, which accounted for a 9.7% decrease compared to the beginning of 1992. The most significant drop
occurred between 1994 and 1998 when the population decreased by 1.4 million people or 8.4% over five years.

However, 2002 marked a turning point for Kazakhstan's population dynamics as it began to steadily increase.
From 2003 to 2008, the population growth rate experienced annual growth, ranging from 15.7 thousand people or
0.1% in 2002 to 410.9 thousand people or 2.6% in 2008. Starting in 2009 and continuing until 2022, the country's
population growth remained stable, with an annual increase of 220-255 thousand people or 1.3-1.5%.

It's important to note that the population dynamics across different regions and cities of Kazakhstan vary
significantly. This has led to a shift in the population distribution throughout the country. Over the years of in-
dependence, the southern and western regions have seen a substantial increase in population. For instance, be-
tween 1992 and 2022, the population of the Mangistau region nearly doubled. The Atyrau region experienced
a growth rate of 46.4%, while Kyzylorda and Turkestan regions saw an increase of approximately one-third
(34.1% and 33.3% respectively). Additionally, the population of Almaty grew by 22.7% and Aktobe by 17.5%.

During this period, the central, northern, and eastern regions of Kazakhstan experienced significant popu-
lation declines. The North Kazakhstan region saw the most substantial loss at 39.6%, followed by Akmola
at 31.0%, Kostanay at 29.6%, East Kazakhstan at 22.4%, Pavlodar at 21.1%, and Karaganda at 18.6%. The
combined population of these six regions went from 46.5% of the total population in 1992 to 30.9% in 2019,
a decrease of 1.5 times.

Since 2008, the urban population has been steadily increasing. However, this growth is primarily driven
by three cities under republican subordination. From 1992 to 2022, the population of Astana grew by 3.6
times, Shymkent by 2.5 times, and Almaty by 63.5%. These three cities continue to attract more residents,
with their share of the country's total population increasing from 11.1% in 1992 to 21.4% in 2022. Spe-
cifically, Astana's share has tripled from 1.8% to 5.9%, Shymkent's share has increased from 2.4% to 5.5%,
and Almaty, despite its relatively smaller growth of 63.5%, remains the most populous city with 1,854.8
thousand people in 2019. Almaty's share of the total population of Kazakhstan rose from 6.9% in 1992
to 10.1% in 2022.
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Thus, in Kazakhstan, sustainable demographic processes, which are the driving force of economic develop-
ment, should become one of the priorities of the country's development. The country's adaptation to the current
demographic trends and the receipt of demographic dividends will largely depend on the conditions created for
a favorable socio-economic policy.

Demographic forecast for regions of Kazakhstan

We made a population forecast for all regions of Kazakhstan. But due to the limited scope of the article, we
will provide data on the Akmola region, located around the capital.

The population of the Akmola region for 2020 is 736,735 people. In 2035 it is expected to increase to
908,088 people, and in 2050 the number is projected to reach 1.1 million people. It is expected that by 2050
the population of the Akmola region will reach 1 million 1 thousand people, which is 51.2% higher than 2020.

The number of men in 2020 in the Akmola region is 357,649 people. In 2030, the number of men is ex-
pected to increase to 430,559, and in 2050, the number of men is projected to be 576,383.56. Thus, by 2050,
the number of men in the Akmola region will increase by 61.1%.

The number of women in 2020 in the Akmola region is 379,086 people. In 2030, the number of women is
expected to increase to 400,266.59; in 2050, the number of women is projected to be 538,175.28. Thus, by 2050
the number of women in the Akmola region will increase by 41%. In 2020, the share of men in the Akmola region
is 48.5%, and the share of women is 51.4%, in 2050 the share of men will be 51.7%, and women 48.3%.

The dynamics for 2020 show that the population in the age groups from 0 to 15 and from 25 to 59 years is
higher, and the number of youth from 19 to 24 is lower, as is the population in the older age groups. Accord-
ing to statistics for 2020, the population in age groups from 0 to 40 is dominated by men, and after 40 years
to 100+ the number of women is higher than men. Figures 1 and 2 show the forecast dynamics for men and
women by age group until 2050.

The forecast for the number of men in the Akmola region by age group shows that at the age of 0-4 years,

the number will increase 3 times. In the age group from 10 to 14 years, the number of males will increase about
2 times. And in the age group of 30-34 years, the number of men in 2050 will be less by 1.8%. Further, the
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number of men until 2050 will increase at a moderate pace, namely in the age group from 40-44 years old from
24529 to 25526 people, in the group 45-49 years old it will increase from 22967 to 24507 people. In the age
groups 80-84 and 85-89 years, the number of men will double. The forecast for the number of women in the
Akmola region by age group shows that at the age of 0-4 years, the number will increase 3 times.

Further, in the age group of 20-24 years, the number of women will increase only 2 times. In the age group
of 35-39 years, the number of women in 2050 will begin to decrease by 1.3%. The forecast trend shows that
the number of women in the Akmola region will decrease until 2050. Thus, according to the analysis of the
population forecast in the Akmola region, the following conclusions can be drawn:

— the population will increase from 2020 to 2050 from 736,735 people to 1 million 1 thousand people,
which is 51.2% higher than 2020.

— the dynamics of the forecast of men in the context of age groups shows an increase of 2-3 times at an
early age, and at the age of 30 to 34 a moderate reduction in the number of men, then a growth trend
until 2050;

— the dynamics of the forecast of women in the context of age groups shows an increase from 0 to 35
years, followed by a decreasing trend in the number of women until 2050;

— in 2020, the share of men in the Akmola region is 48.5%, the share of women is 51.4%, in 2050 the
share of men will be 51.7%, and women 48.3%.

According to this scheme, a forecast was made for the remaining 16 regions and 3 megacities. Due to the
limited scope of the article, moapoOHsie forecast data can be viewed in the Depository at https://data.mendeley.

Discussion

The Center for Labor Resources Development (2021) used aggregated data on macro-regions in conduct-
ing the study [47]. Following this approach to identify disparities, we grouped the country's regions into
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4 large macro-regions of Kazakhstan, distributed as follows according to their development trends: Center and
East, North, West, and South. Data are separately grouped for 3 megacities. At present, we have the following
population structure: 32% live in the southern regions of Kazakhstan, 22% in megacities, 16% in the western
regions, 14% in the eastern regions, and only 7% in the northern regions.

The implemented population forecast showed a significant decrease in the population in the northern mac-
roregion, with rapid growth in the population of megacities and southern regions (Figure 3).

Thus, the trends of demographic processes in individual regions largely coincide with macroregional ones.
The presented figures clearly show the predicted changes in the territorial structure of the population, including
the working-age population (Figure 4) and the labor force (Figure 5). The main trend will be an increase in the
population of megacities and a decrease in the population in the northern and eastern regions.

According to the demographic forecast, by 2050, the population of the Republic of Kazakhstan will in-
crease by 7.2 million people, reaching 26 million people. The calculation took into account the high increase
in mortality in 2020, mainly in older age groups, and the high birth rate. It is expected that by January 1, 2050,
the population of Kazakhstan will reach 25 million 362 thousand people, an increase of 6 million 485 thousand
compared to January 1, 2021 (+ 34.4%) The increase in numbers is expected mainly due to the birth rate, which
will amount to 12 million 877 thousand people in 2021-2049, while the number of deaths is projected to be
5 million 694 thousand people. The working-age population will grow from 11 million 208 thousand people
in 2020 to 14 million 748 thousand people in 2050, or by 32%. The number of people over working age will
grow from 2.1 million in 2020 to 3.4 million in 2050, or by 63%, and the share in the population - from 11.2%
in 2021 to 13.4% in 2050. The share of the working-age population in 2022-2023 will reach a local minimum
of 59.4%, after which it will grow to 61.2% in 2035-2036, and decrease to 57.8% in 2050.

If the economic activity of the population remains at the 2020 level, the labor force is projected to reach 9
million 603 thousand people by 2030. Due to the aging population and high birth rates, the proportion of the
labor force in the total population has decreased from 51.7% in 2015 to 49% in 2020, and it is expected to
further decline to 46.3% by 2030.

The main reasons for the anticipated slowdown in labor force growth are as follows:
— The population aged 15-30 is expected to increase by 46,000 by 2025. Within this group, the popula-
tion aged 15-22 will grow by 25%, reaching 2.3 million, while the population aged 23-30 will decrease
by 19%, settling at 1.8 million.
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— However, the labor force participation rate will exceed 50% only among individuals aged 22 and older.

— In total, the labor force aged 15-22 is projected to consist of only 412,000 people in 2025, up from
361,000 in 2019. The labor force aged 23-30 will be 1.6 million, down from 2 million in 2020.

— Consequently, the labor force aged 15-30 will decrease by 324,000 people by 2025, representing a 14%
decline compared to 2020.

Thus, an increase in the burden on the employed population appears almost inevitable.

The significance of the forecast for the regions of Kazakhstan lies in its ability to identify the asynchronous
aging of regions (the south is young, while the north is old). It enables planning for education, healthcare, and
the labor market not only at the national level but also for each individual region. Additionally, it allows for
the implementation of a targeted social policy, which is particularly important for a large and demographically
diverse country like Kazakhstan.

RESEARCH RESULTS (CONCLUSIONS)

The study showed that the results of calculating the prospective population size are influenced not only by
the future dynamics of fertility and mortality but also by the age structure of the population. Thus, the change
in the number of women aged 15-49 years (especially 20-40 years), associated with fluctuations in the number
of births in previous years, will affect the growth or decrease in the number of births and total fertility rates in
the calculations for the future. An increase in the number and share of the older population in the total popu-
lation (the so-called "aging" process of the population) will lead to an increase in the number of deaths and
overall mortality rates.

To determine the impact of fertility and mortality on the prospective population, multivariate calculations
are made that take into account different levels of population reproduction indicators.

The given system of indicators affecting the demographic allows us to identify the existing demographic
potential. Therefore, when predicting fertility and mortality in the future, it is necessary to take into account
the features of long-term development and trends in the system of indicators characterizing the current demo-
graphic situation that determines the type of reproduction of the population of each region. The given system
of indicators affecting the demographic allows us to identify the existing demographic potential.

The regional uneven distribution of population will increase without additional measures. By 2050, the popu-
lation of 8 regions may decrease by 869 thousand people, including the regions of Abay (by 92 thousand), Ulytau
(by 15 thousand), as well as Akmola (by 80 thousand), Karaganda (by 99 thousand), Kostanay (by 181 thousand),
Pavlodar (by 1000 thousand), North Kazakhstan (by 182 thousand), East Kazakhstan (by 120 thousand) regions.
At the same time, the population of other regions may grow by 9 million people, including in the cities of As-
tana, Almaty and Shymkent by a total of 4.2 million people. In addition, population growth is expected in the
following regions: Zhetisu (by 512 thousand), Aktobe (by 326 thousand), Almaty (by 800 thousand), Atyrau (by
350 thousand), West Kazakhstan (by 112 thousand), Zhambyl (by 657 thousand), Kyzylorda (by 328 thousand),
Mangistau (by 723 thousand) and Turkestan (by 994 thousand). By 2034, the labor force in Kazakhstan may
exceed 10 million people. Due to the influx of the generation born during the baby boom of the 2000s into the
labor market, the annual labor force growth rate will accelerate and exceed 1% per year from 2030. By 2050, the
workforce may reach 11-12.5 million people. While in several regions (primarily northern, central, and eastern)
the workforce may decrease by 25 to 45%, in the cities of Astana and Shymkent it is expected to double.

Thus, today the main tasks of demographic policy should be: stimulating the reproductive activity of the
population; stimulating optimal fertility; reducing mortality; increasing life expectancy; helping a woman
mother; strengthening and protecting the health of the population; organizing and strengthening the family;
regulating internal and external migration.

The development of human resources should be regulated in such a way that the national economy has the
necessary and sufficient amount of labor resources for its normal economic development. As ways to achieve
this goal, there is a clear tendency to use macroeconomic levers of influence on the human potential of society.
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Anticipating future demographic changes is difficult, but extremely important for the social sphere, since it
is necessary to create resources in order to be able to cover the future demand of the population. The problem
of forecasting the volume of demand for social services is based on three components: population forecasts;
forecasts of future demand per capita; planning the number of social facilities to cover future demand. This
will be the topic of the next study.

Conducting a population forecast holds significant practical importance. Notably, differences in birth rates
and the youth demographic have been identified. In the southern regions (Turkestan, Zhambyl, Almaty), high
birth rates and a large proportion of young people are evident. In 10-15 years, we can expect a sharp increase
in the number of young people entering the labor market in these areas. Conversely, in the northern and east-
ern regions (North Kazakhstan, Pavlodar, East Kazakhstan), there are low birth rates and an aging population.
Here, forecasts indicate an increase in the proportion of elderly individuals and a decrease in the working-age
population.

This suggests that some regions will need to create jobs for young people, while others must focus on devel-
oping medical and social services for the elderly. Issues related to urbanization and the age structure of cities
have also been identified. In megacities (Astana, Almaty, Shymkent), there is a constant influx of young people
from rural areas. The forecast indicates that in 10-20 years, the number of middle-aged families and school-age
children will rise in large cities. In contrast, small towns and rural areas are losing their youth, resulting in a
growing proportion of elderly residents.

The population forecast enables separate planning for education, healthcare, and pension systems in large
cities and villages, rather than adopting a one-size-fits-all approach for the entire country. Additionally, the
forecast is linked to the economy and labor market, allowing for predictions about future labor potential in
various regions. For instance, in the Turkestan region, there will be an excess of young labor resources in 15
years, while the North Kazakhstan region will face a shortage of workers and middle-aged specialists. Thus,
the forecast can inform the redistribution of investments and migration policies within the country.

Moreover, the impact on improving the pension and social system is significant. By accounting for age
shifts, we can anticipate which regions will first experience strain on their pension systems. The southern
regions remain relatively “young,” but over time, aging will become more pronounced as large cohorts reach
old age. Consequently, Kazakhstan can develop a differentiated pension strategy by region, considering the
varying timelines for “population aging.” In summary, demographic forecasting is a crucial tool for strategic
planning, allowing countries to anticipate changes in the size and structure of their population, and to assess
their impact on the labor market, social services, and sustainable development.

ABSTRACT

Purpose of the study. It is to conduct a bibliometric analysis of scientific publications devoted to the issues
of state support for small and medium-sized businesses (SMEs) using the Scopus database. The study analyzed
the main trends in publications on this topic between 2010 and 2025, identified the factors that influenced
them, and determined the leading authors, countries, and organizations, as well as the main topics and areas
of research.

Methodology. Based on bibliometric analysis tools, including digital processing of Scopus data using
the VOSviewer 1.6.20 software. An analysis was conducted for the specified period. Methods of co-author
analysis, keyword analysis and communication between countries and organizations were used, which allowed
the visualization of scientific networks and thematic clusters.

The value of the study itself. A comprehensive assessment of global scientific interest in supporting small
and medium-sized businesses involves addressing issues related to this support, which not only reveals gaps in
scientific research but also identifies promising areas for further study. The work is especially relevant in the
context of the post-pandemic economic recovery, when the role of state support for SMEs is growing.

Research results. 1t showed a steady increase in the number of publications on the topic, an active
participation of the countries of Europe, Asia and the United States, as well as a high interest in issues of
digitalization, subsidies, financial inclusion and institutional support for SMEs. The results of the analysis can
be useful both for the scientific community and for state structures in the formation of an effective policy to
support small and medium-sized businesses.

STATE REGULATION OF INTELLECTUAL MIGRATION IN KAZAKHSTAN:

The purpose of the study - to analyze the state policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan, including strategic
programs aimed at addressing the challenges of intellectual migration and the outflow of human capital,
with a particular focus on educational migration as a socio-cultural and economic foundation for sustainable
development.

Research methodology - is based on a combination of qualitative and quantitative approaches: a content
analysis of five key strategic documents covering the period from 27 to 223 was conducted, along with
the analysis of official statistics from the Bureau of National Statistics of Kazakhstan, the International
Organization for Migration, and the UNESCO Institute for Statistics. This allowed the study to trace the
evolution of national policy in the field of intellectual migration and to assess its effectiveness.

Originality / value of the study - The originality of the research lies in a comprehensive assessment of
Kazakhstan’s state policy in terms of its alignment with the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and in
identifying institutional reasons for the low efficiency of existing mechanisms for attracting, retaining, and
reintegrating highly qualified specialists. Recommendations are proposed based on international best practices
(China, India, South Korea) and adapted to the Kazakhstani context.

Results of the study - The study demonstrates that approaches to state regulation of intellectual migration
in Kazakhstan have evolved: from fragmented mentions in early strategic documents to a more systematic
understanding of the issue in recent years. However, in practice, measures to attract and retain intellectual
resources remain insufficiently developed due to the absence of a unified strategy integrating migration,
education, and innovation policies, weak inter-agency coordination, and limited incentives for specialists to
return. In conclusion, the paper formulates recommendations aimed at strengthening strategic measures and
integrating intellectual migration policy into the broader context of sustainable development.

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EDUCATIONAL MOBILITY AND MIGRATION IMBALANCE

ABSTRACT

Purpose of the study. The purpose of this article is to identify regional imbalances in migration flows in
Kazakhstan and to examine their relationship with household income and expenditure. The study seeks to
provide an objective regional assessment and to trace how educational mobility transforms the structure of
human capital. Particular attention is given to shifts within the aspirations—capabilities framework [1] and to
the processes of migration intellectualization [2], which enable migration to be conceptualized not merely as a
quantitative outflow, but also as a qualitative redistribution of knowledge and competencies.

Methodology. The empirical basis of the study consists of data from the Bureau of National Statistics
of the Republic of Kazakhstan (2000-2024), official statistical resources (taldau.stat.gov.kz), as well as
international databases of the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) [3], [4],
the International Organization for Migration [5], the International Center for Migration Policy Development
(ICMPD) [6], and Open Doors [7]. Four groups of indicators were employed for a comprehensive assessment:
(1) household income, expenditure, and poverty levels; (2) demographic indicators (fertility, household
structure, urbanization); (3) migration data (balances of external and internal migration, flows by country and
region, educational mobility); and (4) social infrastructure (availability of universities, number of students).
Comparative and structural analysis methods were applied to assess the relationships between income,
expenditure, fertility, and migration flows. In addition, an index-based approach was used to evaluate regional
migration attractiveness, supplemented by regional cluster analysis, which allowed for the identification of
“donor” and “recipient” regions of human capital.

Originality / value. For the first time, educational mobility is analyzed within the context of regional
migration imbalances and socio-economic development indicators. The study highlights previously overlooked
interconnections between migration flows, household income and expenditure, and the demographic structure
of regions. Its novelty lies in the interpretation of migration not only as a quantitative outflow, but also as a
process of intellectualization and redistribution of human capital. This approach enables the identification
of hidden factors of resilience and vulnerability: from the ability of high-fertility regions to partially offset
population losses to the risks faced by economically prosperous territories, where educational mobility becomes
a channel for the long-term outflow of human capital, thereby reinforcing regional disparities and influencing
national sustainable development trajectories.

Results. Despite fluctuations in migration volumes over the past five years, Kazakhstan continues to serve as
a stable source of “brain drain” [8]. The country’s role as a provider of human capital is reinforced by persistent
regional differences in migration motivations, which carry additional risks for long-term sustainable development.
At the same time, high poverty levels constrain mobility, generating the phenomenon of “involuntary immobility.”
Regional specificity is reflected in a persistent asymmetric: northern and eastern regions act as donors of
qualified human capital, while southern and western regions offset migration losses through higher fertility and
internal migration flows. Educational migration has become entrenched as a primary channel of “brain drain,”
encompassing predominantly highly qualified professional groups (teachers, economists, lawyers, engineers),
thereby amplifying risks to innovation-driven growth and macroeconomic stability.

In sum, the study documents the institutionalization of educational mobility as a structural determinant of
the spatial redistribution of human capital and underscores the need for regionally differentiated migration
policy measures aimed at minimizing demographic and socio-economic imbalances. More broadly, the findings
emphasize the importance of integrating region-specific instruments into migration policy, including measures
to mitigate regional demographic risks and to promote the repatriation of skilled professionals as a means of
strengthening national human potential.

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ABSTRACT

This article provides a comprehensive analysis of the dynamics and regional characteristics of poverty
across the regions of Kazakhstan.

The main objective of the study is to describe the changes in poverty levels and identify the key socio-
economic factors influencing these changes.

The research methodology includes time-series and comparative analysis, correlation and regression
modeling, as well as the application of Granger causality and VAR forecasting methods.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the development of quantitative models that describe the
relationships between factors affecting poverty, while accounting for regional specificities.

Thefindings reveal that poverty is closely associated not only with income levels but also with unemployment,
population density, and the state of infrastructure. To ensure the effective implementation of poverty reduction
policies, comprehensive and regionally differentiated approaches are proposed.

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COMPREHENSIVE ASSESSMENTOF THE IMPACT OF ENVIRONMENTAL FACTORS ON

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study - is to assess the impact of environmental factors on the health of the population in
the mono cities of the Karaganda region in the framework of achieving sustainable development goals, as well
as to provide recommendations for reducing environmental hazards and improving the quality of life.

Research methodology. In the course of the study, in order to identify the relationship between environmental
factors in the monofunctional towns of the Karagandy region — including atmospheric air pollution and the
population’s morbidity rate — the following methods were used: comparative analysis, risk assessment based
on permissible concentration limits, biostatistical analysis, and SWOT analysis.

Originality (value) of the study. The article evaluates the industrial structure, environmental load, and
ecological sustainability of mono cities rich in natural underground resources, such as Karaganda, Saran,
Abay, Shakhtinsk, Balkhash, and Temirtau. The role of the relationship between these indicators and their
impact on the health of the population in resource-extracting cities was also investigated. The results of this
research can be used in the development of environmental, economic, and social programs and projects for
regional development.

Results of the study. The results of a comprehensive study of the environmental status of the mono cities in the
Karaganda region indicate the need for new directions to enhance the sustainability of these cities and improve
their environmental condition. The primary source of improvement in the ecological state of mono cities is
considered to be the introduction of “green” technologies or economic diversification, which will contribute
to their socio-ecological-economic development. The article theoretically complements the research in the
field of urban ecological sustainability and provides theoretical and practical recommendations for fostering
the industrial transformation of resource-oriented mono cities, enhancing their ecological sustainability, and
forming an ecological civilization in resource-based cities.

ABSTRACT
Risk as an Element of the Economic Life of Society Accompanies the Activities of Organizations in
Unstable Market Conditions. Modern trends lead to a rapid increase in the volume and diversity of data used
in predictive models, characterizing logistics processes and determining the relevance of studying experiences
and development features.

The purpose of the study is to analyze the modeling of logistics processes under risk conditions. Changes in
the national economy require restructuring supply chains to maintain procurement and supplies from abroad.
Many businesses are forced to find new suppliers and partners in previously unconsidered countries. This
restructuring increases logistics risks, emphasizing the importance of their timely and comprehensive analysis
and assessment.

Research Methodology. The study is based on scientific methods such as dynamic series analysis and
theoretical generalization. Approaches to modeling logistics processes under risk conditions were analyzed
and generalized using research by Kazakhstani scientists in supply chain management. The limitations of
logistics risk modeling were substantiated, and key directions for scientific research were identified.

ABSTRACT

Purpose —main purpose of the research paper to determine the impact of green human resource management
on organizational citizenship behavior in the hotel industry of the Republic of Kazakhstan, where a green
economy is developing, and to propose measures aimed at voluntary environmental behavior of employees.

Methodology. The study included a system analysis method, a review of scientific and journalistic literature,
and a survey of respondents, on the basis of which the results of the study were obtained.

Originality / value. The authors of the article have identified current issues in the development of hotel
sector management, namely, environmentally friendly human resource management in the hotel business of
the Republic of Kazakhstan. The recommendations proposed by the authors are of practical interest and will
contribute to further research.

Findings. The authors of the article substantiate the influence of environmental methods of human
resource management on organizational behavior in the hotel business. Promising directions for stimulating
environmental behavior of employees through the interaction of three components are identified: training,
increasing productivity and employee involvement.

The purpose of the research — to identify inconsistencies in the current regulation of public interest entities
in the Republic of Kazakhstan and to develop proposals for its optimization.

Methodology — analysis of normative acts, comparative legal analysis and generalization of international
experience.

Originality/value — the originality of the study lies in a detailed comparison of Kazakhstani and international
approaches to the regulation of public interest entities.

Findings — as a result, recommendations are proposed for harmonizing the legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan regarding the regulation of public interest entities with international standards.

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CRYPTOCURRENCY AS A MECHANISM OF SOCIAL
PROTECTION FOR THE VISUALLY IMPAIRED: THE KAZAKHSTAN CASE

ABSTRACT

Purpose of the research. The main aim of this work is to study the potential of blockchain technology and
the "social wallet" concept to transform the social support system for the visually impaired in Kazakhstan. The
research is focused on developing a model aimed at increasing the system's transparency, efficiency, and the
financial autonomy of its recipients.

Methodology. The research methodology includes an interdisciplinary analysis that combines social welfare
theory, conceptual modeling of blockchain-based technological solutions (smart contracts, DID, DAO),
and economic analysis. A financial flow model for the "social wallet" (Stotal=B+D+G) was developed and
quantitatively validated using public data on social payments and market prices in Kazakhstan.

Originality / value of the research. The originality of this work lies in developing the first comprehensive
model applying blockchain technology to solve the specific problems of social protection for the visually
impaired within the context of Kazakhstan. The value of the research consists in proposing a practical, inclusive
tool (the "social wallet") and providing a quantitative justification for its viability, which can serve as a basis
for pilot projects and social policy reform.

Findings. The results show that the proposed blockchain system can radically increase the transparency and
accountability of fund distribution, eliminate the risk of misuse through programmable smart contracts, and
provide beneficiaries with an unprecedented level of financial control. The quantitative analysis confirmed that
the financial flow model is practically implementable and can effectively manage state, private, and targeted
funds. A conclusion is drawn about the high feasibility of a pilot implementation of the system.

INTRODUCTION

The evolving digital landscape presents a unique opportunity to reassess and transform existing social
security systems, particularly in regions facing structural limitations in accessibility and financial inclusion.
For communities of people with visual impairments, such as those represented by the Kazakhstan Society of
the Blind, the intersection of blockchain technology and decentralized finance offers not only inclusion but
agency, transparency, and autonomy. This paper explores the potential of cryptocurrency-based systems to
serve as instruments of social protection, anchored in technological innovation and socio-economic necessity.

Historically, people with disabilities, especially those with visual impairments, have faced systemic barriers
to education, employment, healthcare, and mobility. Traditional forms of state support, while valuable, are
often burdened with inefficiencies, limited scalability, and opaque administrative layers. In the context of
Kazakhstan, despite national programs aimed at integration and support of people with disabilities, many
blind individuals remain excluded from full participation in economic life. This exclusion is xacerbated by
geographic disparities, underdeveloped infrastructure, and low accessibility in public and digital services.

This table visually compares the inefficiency and opacity of the existing social support system with the key
advantages of the proposed blockchain model. It visually confirms the relevance of the problem and the value
of the solution, demonstrating the shift towards transparency, efficiency, and user autonomy.

Blockchain technologies, particularly those underpinning cryptocurrencies, offer transparent, secure, and
programmable environments that could significantly reshape the delivery of social guarantees. In this context,
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token-based systems could be employed to distribute aid, access to services, and even incentivize social
activity. These tokens, rather than being speculative financial instruments, could represent a non-transferable,
use-case-specific digital asset — for example, a voucher for mobility equipment, educational services, or
digital literacy training.

One of the core advantages of such systems is the possibility of integrating Decentralized Finance (DeFi)
platforms to manage disbursements and service provision. DeFi tools eliminate the need for intermediaries
and centralized gatekeeping, which can reduce administrative costs and increase the speed and efficiency
of support. This is particularly critical in regions where bureaucratic processes are slow or where fraud and
corruption undermine trust in public institutions.

A potential model could involve the creation of a national or regional DAO (Decentralized Autonomous
Organization) dedicated to supporting the blind community. The DAO would operate transparently via smart
contracts and could be funded through a combination of public funds, philanthropic grants, international aid,
and impact investments. Community members, or their advocates, could participate in governance through
cryptographically secured voting mechanisms, ensuring that policies and fund allocation reflect the real needs
of beneficiaries.

Another critical feature of this model is digital identity verification, which ensures that the tokens and
services reach those who genuinely qualify. A decentralized identity (DID) framework could validate users’
status based on biometric or verified governmental data, without compromising privacy. In the case of blind
individuals, partnerships with recognized organizations such as the Kazakhstan Society of the Blind could
serve as verification nodes, further decentralizing trust.

It defines each key technological
component—ifrom the "social wallet" and smart contracts to DID and DAO—and briefly explains its specific
function, thereby confirming the technological feasibility and coherence of the entire system.

THE MAIN PART OF THE STUDY

Research Methods.

Furthermore, tokenized systems could be designed with programmable restrictions, enabling tokens to be
redeemed only for approved goods and services. For instance, an individual could receive a monthly allocation
of tokens redeemable for rehabilitation sessions, smart canes, Braille devices, or vocational training. These
tokens could be accepted by partner service providers who are paid via smart contracts once service delivery
is confirmed, thus reducing the risk of fraud or service non-fulfillment.

To illustrate such a system, one could imagine a pilot project based in the Karaganda region, where the
Society of the Blind has an active presence. Here, selected participants would receive digital wallets with
non-transferable tokens. The tokens could be spent at accredited local partners — for example, an assistive
technology supplier or a nonprofit vocational school — who would in turn exchange tokens for fiat or stablecoin
reimbursement through the DAO. The results could be monitored in real-time via the blockchain, enabling
transparent impact assessment and dynamic policy adjustment.

Such models are not purely speculative. Across the globe, experiments in Universal Basic Income (UBI)
delivery via blockchain have shown promise, from Brazil to Kenya. In South Korea, municipal governments
have experimented with local cryptocurrencies to stimulate inclusion and local economies. Adapting these
approaches for disability-focused programs in Kazakhstan would require careful co-design with stakeholders,
regulatory guidance, and robust cybersecurity protocols. However, the potential benefits — autonomy,
traceability, programmability, and cost-effectiveness — are substantial.

Importantly, this transformation must be grounded in a scientific, interdisciplinary approach, combining social
science, economics, informatics, and disability studies. Technological enthusiasm must be tempered by ethical
considerations, cultural context, and inclusive design principles. A user-centered research methodology involving
people with visual impairments at every stage — from ideation to implementation — is essential for success.

The potential of cryptocurrency-based mechanisms to serve as tools of inclusion is not limited to financial
aid. They can foster economic participation, digital fluency, and civic engagement. In time, such systems
might even enable blind individuals in Kazakhstan to participate in decentralized labor markets or educational
platforms that reward contributions with reputation tokens or cryptocurrencies.

In the context of rapidly evolving financial technologies, the potential integration of blockchain into social
assistance programs opens a new frontier for inclusive economic participation. Particularly for marginalized
groups, suchasvisuallyimpairedindividualsrepresented by the Kazakhstan Society ofthe Blind (KSB), blockchain
presents aunique opportunity toaddressissues of transparency, accountability, and autonomy in financial systems.

The Kazakhstan Society of the Blind is a historically significant non-profit organization established in the
mid-20th century to support the professional and social integration of people with visual impairments. Over
the decades, it has evolved into a network of industrial enterprises and rehabilitation centers that provide jobs,
housing, and social support. However, like many legacy institutions, the KSB faces increasing challenges in
adapting to digitalization, limited financial infrastructure, and opaque distribution of funds. The concept of a
"social wallet," powered by blockchain, has been proposed as a transformative solution.

Blockchain is a decentralized ledger technology that ensures data immutability, peer-to-peer verification,
and cryptographic security. In its simplest form, blockchain records transactions in blocks that are linked
chronologically and cryptographically. This structure ensures the integrity of data and allows for real-time,
transparent monitoring of any transaction within the system. Each block contains a timestamp, a cryptographic
hash of the previous block, and transaction data, forming a chain resistant to tampering.

In a social context, blockchain-enabled wallets could revolutionize the way funds are distributed and used.
Traditional methods of welfare distribution are prone to inefficiencies and corruption. For example, cash
benefits allocated to individuals may be delayed, misused by intermediaries, or misallocated altogether. A
blockchain-based social wallet, however, offers a mechanism for direct, traceable transfers of state subsidies,
disability pensions, and targeted social benefits.
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To quantify the financial flows within such a system, one could use the following simple formula for
cumulative monthly subsidy allocation:

* is the total monthly social wallet balance,
* is the basic benefit (e.g., disability support),
 is the designated donation or private subsidy,
s the targeted governmental transfer for specific needs (e.g., education, assistive devices).

In this model, transparency is not only preserved but enhanced. All stakeholders, including state regulators,
NGO administrators, and beneficiaries, have access to transaction records (anonymized where necessary),
ensuring compliance and fostering trust.

For example, a visually impaired employee working in one of the KSB’s production enterprises could
receive part of their salary and government subsidies directly into a blockchain-based wallet. These funds
could be programmed using smart contracts—self-executing agreements embedded in code—to be used for
approved purposes such as housing, transportation, or healthcare. Misuse of funds is technically impossible
without reprogramming the contract, which is itself logged and auditable.

Furthermore, the system could support tokenization—converting rights or assets into digital tokens. A
social token could be designed specifically for the KSB ecosystem, allowing for internal exchanges of services,
rewarding volunteer activities, or subsidizing the purchase of assistive equipment.

Pilot projects in other regions, such as Estonia’s e-governance model or India’s blockchain-based subsidy
disbursement trials, suggest promising outcomes in terms of reduced leakage, improved delivery times, and
increased user satisfaction. In Kazakhstan, similar initiatives could be trialed in collaboration with financial
institutions, technology startups, and civil society actors.

Of particular importance is the interface design of such social wallets. Visually impaired users require
high accessibility standards, including screen reader compatibility, voice navigation, tactile feedback, and
simplified user interfaces. A user-centered design process involving real members of the KSB community
would ensure functional alignment and adoption.

Oneadditional benefitofblockchainintegrationisthe creation ofdigitalidentity layers. Many visually impaired
individuals lack access to traditional banking due to documentation issues. With blockchain, a decentralized
identity (DID) framework can be developed, allowing users to control their identity credentials securely and
privately. This could include biometric verification, encrypted medical records, or vocational certificates.

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This table analyzes the system's value for all key participants. It demonstrates how the proposed solution
creates a positive effect for every stakeholder—beneficiaries, the state, NGOs, and donors—thus justifying its
comprehensive socio-economic impact and the feasibility of its implementation.

Economically, a transparent and efficient system could increase both the efficacy and volume of aid.
International donors and philanthropic organizations are more likely to support initiatives where fund use
is verifiable. Smart contracts also allow conditional aid disbursement, such as releasing funds after verified
training completion or job retention milestones.

Security, of course, remains a key concern. Blockchain systems must be protected from cyber threats,
fraud, and operational mishandling. This requires regulatory frameworks, technical oversight, and continuous
training for both users and administrators. Additionally, hybrid systems combining public and permissioned
blockchains might offer the best balance between openness and control.

Results and Discussion.

This research has developed and analyzed a conceptual model of a "social wallet" based on blockchain
technology, designed to increase the efficiency and transparency of social support for the visually impaired in
Kazakhstan.

Discussion: The calculation based on this data (S_total=422,996 KZT) clearly demonstrates that the model
is not only theoretically sound but also practically applicable. It proves the feasibility of creating a system
where:

1. Transparency is absolute: Every tenge from the state (B and G) and from private donors (D) is
traceable from sender to receiver.

2. Targeted use is guaranteed: Funds for equipment (G) can be programmatically "locked" for use only
at accredited vendors.

3. Accountability is built-in: All participants see the same single source of truth, eliminating corruption
risks and inefficiencies, addressing the accountability problem raised by the World Bank (3).

Practical Proposals and Recommendations

Based on the research findings, the following practical steps are recommended:

1. Launch a Pilot Project: Initiate a controlled pilot project, for example, at a production enterprise of
the Kazakhstan Society of the Blind (KSB) as proposed in the main body, to test the "social wallet" in a real-
world environment.

2. Develop an Inclusive Interface: Prioritize accessibility standards (WCAG) in software development.
Ensure full compatibility with screen readers, voice navigation, and haptic feedback. The development process
must be conducted in close collaboration with end-users from the KSB community, as prescribed by the
methodology of UNDP Kazakhstan.
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3. Create a Regulatory Sandbox: To address legal issues and test a social stablecoin, it is proposed
to create a "regulatory sandbox" in collaboration with the National Bank of Kazakhstan and the Agency
for Regulation and Development of the Financial Market. This will allow the system to be tested in a safe
environment, as discussed in the National Bank of the RK report.

4. Develop Educational Programs: Conduct training for future users on the fundamentals of digital and
financial literacy to ensure a smooth transition to the new system.

CONCLUSION

In conclusion, there is a compelling case to pilot blockchain-based social guarantee systems for blind
communities in Kazakhstan. These systems offer transparency, scalability, and user empowerment. With
the support of national institutions, global donors, and civil society actors, Kazakhstan has the opportunity
to position itself as a pioneer in disability-inclusive crypto-social innovation. Future research and pilot
programs should aim to rigorously test such models in controlled environments, evaluate social and technical
outcomes, and contribute to a growing body of knowledge in the emerging field of crypto-social welfare.
The integration of blockchain technology into the social wallet framework for the Kazakhstan Society of
the Blind holds the potential to create a more inclusive, efficient, and accountable financial ecosystem. By
enhancing traceability, preventing misuse, and empowering users, such innovations could serve as a model
for similar institutions worldwide. The next step involves pilot testing, stakeholder engagement, and iterative
development grounded in ethical principles and practical realities.

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PEER-TO-PEER (P2P) LENDING NETWORKS ON CROWDFUNDING PLATFORMS:
DEVELOPMENT PERSPECTIVES IN KAZAKHSTAN

ABSTRACT

Purpose of the research. The purpose of this article is to assess the effectiveness of the current state and
development of alternative financing through crowdfunding platforms, to define the conceptual framework of
crowdfunding, crowdfunding platforms, and marketplaces, and to characterize crowdfunding and peer-to-peer
(P2P) lending networks as a way of investing funds. The research aims to analyze the comparative effectiveness
of different crowdfunding models (crowdlending, crowdinvesting, and P2P lending) in Kazakhstan and provide
practical recommendations for their development.

Methodology. The research employs comparative analysis, synthesis, abstract-logical methods, system
analysis, cause-and-effect analysis, as well as monographic and statistical data analysis. The study is based on
data from the Astana International Financial Centre (AIFC), the Astana Financial Services Authority (AFSA),
and the Ministry of National Economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan for the period 2020-2025. Statistical
data were collected from official reports, platform registries, and regulatory publications. Data reliability was
ensured through cross-verification of multiple official sources, and all data collection and analysis adhered to
principles of scientific ethics. Data on crowdfunding platforms such as iKapitalist, Proportunity, InvestRoom,
and GoCrowd were also utilized. Cross-checking of multiple data sources and adherence to ethical standards
ensured the reliability and scientific validity of the results.

Originality / value. The development of small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) implementing projects
in priority industries is facilitated not only by access to traditional sources of financing, such as bank loans,
stock issuance, and bonds, but also by the use of alternative investment mechanisms such as crowdfunding,
crowdinvesting, and crowdlending. The lack of financial resources significantly limits the further activities of
small and medium-sized enterprises.

Findings. The use of crowdfunding financing and P2P lending opens new horizons for the development of
SMEs in Kazakhstan. The proposals in this article can be applied as a mechanism for supporting SMEs and
increasing funding for small and medium-sized enterprises. The article also discusses the legal regulation of
crowdfunding financing and the relevance of using crowdfunding as an essential tool to support innovative
projects for both individuals and legal entities. The comparative analysis of crowdfunding models in Kazakhstan
reveals distinct advantages and limitations. Crowdlending is the fastest-growing model, enabling SMEs to
access short-term capital with lower interest rates than banks. Crowdinvesting allows investors to acquire equity
stakes, offering higher potential returns but involving greater risks. P2P lending, while still underdeveloped in
Kazakhstan, provides a direct mechanism for financing between individuals without intermediaries, although
it remains largely unregulated.

INTRODUCTION
Commercial banks and other sources cannot ensure the formation of cash flows for the implementation of
investment projects. Raising investments through crowdfunding platforms allows for higher returns compared

to traditional financial instruments. In 2013, the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission approved the
necessary regulations for crowdinvesting, which was recognized as a legitimate model for raising capital.
However, as noted by experts, crowdfunding sources come with high risks.[1;2].

In Russia, “people’s financing” is still in its early stages. According to statistics, the crowdfunding market
volume in 2015 amounted to 100 million rubles, with 298 projects receiving the necessary funding.

Moramygin M.S. [3] believes that the crowdfunding economy is based on a shift towards decentralized
distribution of labor and material resources. This significantly increases the importance of individuals who
independently determine the volume of their own needs.Kuznetsov V.A. defines crowdfunding as an activity
related to attracting financial resources from a large number of people who voluntarily pool their funds on
specialized platforms to implement products or services [4].

The Ministry of Finance of Russia considers crowdfunding as a collaboration of donors who voluntarily
pool their money via the Internet to support the efforts of recipients.

Yatsenko T.S. emphasizes the importance of legal measures to protect investors, as crowdfunding is highly
risky, especially given the low financial literacy of the population. [5].

The development of Kazakhstan’s market economy began with the emergence of small businesses. SMEs
have become an integral part of the market economy. The expansion of large businesses originates from the
growth of small enterprises.

According to the Ministry of National Economy of Kazakhstan, the share of SMEs in GDP increased
from 28.4% in 2018 to 36.5% in 2023. The number of people employed in SMEs grew by 30.3% to reach
4.3 million, with 2.2 million registered SME entities in the country.

SMEs have several advantages over large companies. They are more flexible and adaptable to market
changes, capable of implementing innovations faster with lower investment costs. Their expenditures on new
management forms are also significantly lower.At the same time, small enterprises have limited capital, long
development periods, and financial difficulties in obtaining loans and other funds. Bank lending remains one
of the primary methods of business financing, but it is granted only with guarantees, collateral, or third-party
assurances, which SMEs often cannot provide.

THE MAIN PART OF THE RESEARCH

The Ministry of National Economy has developed a new subsidy and guarantee program, along with other
non-financial support methods for SMEs. Subsidizing projects will be done in a differentiated manner: in the
first three years, borrowers will be financed at an 8% interest rate, in the fourth year at 9%, and in the fifth
year at 10%. This approach ensures a gradual transition to a market-based project financing mechanism. At
the same time, shifting from subsidies to expanding loan guarantees will address the main business problem—
lack of collateral for bank loans.For loans up to 3.5 billion tenge, guarantees will cover up to 50%. Guarantees
for loans exceeding 500 million tenge will be subject to commission fees. Methods of syndicated lending,
expanded bond borrowing conditions, and guarantees for social projects have also been introduced.

In industrialized countries, the share of small businesses exceeds 70%. However, SMEs in these countries
also regularly face challenges in securing financing for their projects. Entrepreneurs attract funds through
investment platforms, which are information systems in telecommunications networks. The Internet is used
for investment agreements via digital technologies and technical means provided by the platform operator.
Crowdfunding is becoming an increasingly popular funding source. It is a mechanism of collective project
financing, where money for creating a new product comes from its future consumers.

Crowdfunding-based financing allows for the creation of fully self-sustainable projects. This method
eliminates advertising, marketing research, and market analysis costs. People allocate funds directly for
launching specific projects, bypassing banks, angel investors, and venture funds. Crowdfunding involves
voluntary pooling of resources by donors through online platforms to support projects by individuals or
organizations.

The advantages of crowdfunding include the reduction of operational costs associated with attracting
investments, diversification of funding sources, and high speed of financial transactions.
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A crowdfunding platform is a marketplace where donors and recipients interact, using electronic wallets for
transactions. Donors invest their own money and become interested in the success of the projects they support.
People contribute to projects in exchange for a stake in the business or its future profits. Crowdlending is
based purely on personal financial gain, enabling companies or project owners to take loans from an unlimited
number of people at interest rates significantly lower than bank rates.

The principle of crowdfunding can be illustrated by the following algorithm: (Fig. 1)

1.  Formulating the concept (business hypothesis).

2. Preparing to engage with the audience: choosing a platform, developing an implementation plan, and
defining the method of rewarding backers.

3. Publishing the project on a crowdfunding platform, testing the initial hypothesis, and estimating the
timeframe for raising the required amount.

4. Collecting funds and assessing public opinion about the idea.

5. Completing the project and calculating the results; transferring the funds to the author’s account,
taking the platform’s commission into account.

6. Implementing the business idea.

7. Providing reports to donors and issuing or delivering rewards, if such rewards are part of the
crowdfunding terms.

In general, crowdfunding can be used for:

* Launching startups;

* Developing small businesses in various sectors;

* Bringing creative projects to life;

* Implementing projects in the fields of culture, art, science, and education;

* Developing new technologies;

* Addressing environmental issues;

* Promoting hobbies and interests;

* Supporting charitable causes.

Crowdfunding participants act as small investors who, if successful, receive pre-agreed benefits (e.g.,
finished products or additional services). Crowdfunding is also used to finance private businesses and startups,
bypassing traditional financial intermediaries, which significantly accelerates project implementation.Projects
seeking crowdfunding must meet certain criteria. It is not necessary to raise 100% of the requested amount; even
50% can be considered a good result for a young project in an emerging crowdfunding market. Crowdfunding
platforms operate by charging a percentage of the raised funds. In Russia, commissions range from 5% to
15% of the total amount raised. Some platforms even offer to invest 50% of the required sum themselves,
granting the entrepreneur a stake in the company, enabling them to make independent business decisions.
Crowdfunding has own advantages and disadvantages (Table 1)

3. Conflicts of interest may arise between the entrepreneur and
the investor regarding the direction of business development.

Despite its drawbacks, crowdfunding arouses tremendous interest within the business community. It provides
emerging companies with a convenient tool for attracting financing to launch and expand their businesses.

Crowdlending has several forms. Peer-to-peer (P2P) — funding between private individuals.Person-to-
business (P2B) — private individuals invest in businesses.Business-to-business (B2B) — companies finance
other companies.

Crowdlending is a method of attracting funds from individuals and legal entities through platforms to
implement a specific project while bypassing the banking credit system. In this model, interest-bearing loans
are provided by private individuals who are not connected to each other. These loans must be placed on an
investment platform, where borrowers seeking funds to develop their business meet investors looking to earn
a return on their investment.Crowdlending is primarily used as a tool for additional financing of small and
medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) that need short-term working capital replenishment. The required investment
amount is determined by the borrower through the preparation of a business plan. A crowdfunding platform
enables the borrower to attract a significant volume of investment

However, for small investment enterprises, crowdinvesting (equity crowdfunding) is more attractive. Small
businesses require relatively small investments to launch or expand their operations. Startups and innovative
companies often do not appeal to venture capital funds, but they may attract individual investors with limited
financial resources.

To stimulate the financing of new types of businesses, U.S. law allows investments from ordinary citizens in
exchange for shares, which fosters interest in the creation and development of emerging innovative companies.
At the same time, non-qualified investors are protected from the risk of losing their invested funds.

The platform operator then transfers investors’ funds from its escrow account to the company’s bank
account. However, investing through such platforms is a high-risk operation, with the possibility of losing all
invested funds.

Peer-to-peer (P2P) lending in crowdfunding is a form of long-term financing. People lend and borrow
money without an intermediary.P2P lending allows investors to earn income in the form of interest. Individuals
can generate money from underutilized assets (e.g., a car owner or an apartment owner). However, the lender
may not be sufficiently confident in the borrower’s ability to repay the loan. To compensate for the risk taken,
the lender may set interest rates on peer-to-peer loans higher than those of traditional loans.Crowdfunding P2P
lending emerges when investment is needed for a new business or commercial financing. The use of P2P lending
eliminates protective intermediaries such as the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC) and insurance
for creditors and borrowers. Buyers and sellers conduct transactions directly with each other on crowdfunding
platforms. P2P lending transactions encourage investments from service providers. P2P borrowers do not have
access to bank loans.Currently, P2P lending has surpassed angel investments and venture capital. P2P lending
platforms connect potential borrowers with investors willing to lend money. Crowdfunding platforms enable
buyers and sellers to provide goods and services at lower costs.

A study conducted by the Central Bank of Russia on seven crowdfunding platforms showed that while P2P
lending has growth potential, it also has the following drawbacks: the P2P model is associated with high risk,
does not meet expectations of customer migration from banks to P2P, borrower and lender identification is
challenging, and there are no guarantees of P2P platform reliability.However, the Bank of Russia considers it
appropriate to conduct an in-depth study of processes occurring in the P2P lending market.

The 2020 Russian law “On Attracting Investments Using Investment Platforms” allowed fundraising
through crowdfunding methods such as crowdinvesting and crowdlending. The law regulates relationships
between investors, platform operators, legal entities, and individuals seeking investment. The size of the
crowdfunding market in Russia is significantly smaller than in other developed countries since this investment
format is relatively new. The crowdfunding market is still in its early stages, and the main factors limiting
the demand for investment platforms in Russia include low public trust in digital investment platforms and
high associated risks.The law marked the first step in forming a legal framework for crowdfunding. However,
it left P2P lending outside the scope of legal regulation. At present, crowdfunding does not fully compete
with banking products, but given its rapid global growth, it could capture a significant share of the lending
market in the future.In the Astana International Financial Centre (AIFC), crowdfunding platform activities
are legally licensed. The AIFC allows small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) and startups to attract
financing through online platforms in the form of small loans and equity investments from a wide range
of investors.Currently, crowdfunding is gaining popularity as an alternative, non-banking method of raising
funds. The regulation of investment- and loan-based crowdfunding within the AIFC has facilitated financial
sector innovation, the development of the AIFC’s regulatory framework, and the establishment of investor and
lender protection measures.

In Kazakhstan, the number of crowdfunding services has been increasing, doubling over the past year.
Since 2020, when transactions began on the first Kazakhstani crowdfunding platform, approximately 200
projects have been implemented through such platforms, with a total value exceeding 12 billion tenge.

Currently, four licensed crowdfunding platforms operate in Kazakhstan: iKapitalist, Proportunity, InvestRoom,
and GoCrowd. The Astana International Financial Centre (AIFC) has licensed crowdfunding activities. Within
the AIFC, crowdfunding enables small and medium-sized enterprises and startups to attract financing through
internet platforms in the form of small loans and equity investments from a wide range of investors.
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Crowdfunding is gaining popularity as an alternative non-bank method of raising funds. Regulation of
investment and lending crowdfunding within the AIFC has facilitated innovation in the financial sector, the
development of the AIFC's legal framework, and the establishment of measures to protect investors and creditors.

Representatives of crowdfunding platforms note that in 2024, both the number of investors and the number
of businesses willing to work with such platforms increased. Private investors' interest in investment platforms
grew amid declining returns in stock markets.

For instance, in 2022, the S&P 500 index fell by 19.4%, the KASE index by 11.5%, and the bond market
(AGG US) by 13%. In contrast, crowdfunding platforms hosted projects offering investors an average return
of about 20-30%.In 2023, the popularity of crowdfunding among Kazakhstani entrepreneurs increased
due to a severe shortage of working capital. Bank lending disruptions following the January events forced
entrepreneurs to seek alternative sources of business financing. At that time, more entrepreneurs became aware
of crowdfunding. Other factors influencing the market included stricter bank requirements for issuing loans to
businesses, notably longer decision-making times for providing credit lines.

According to the AIFC's Financial Services Regulatory Committee (AFSA), which also regulates
crowdfunding platforms, in 2022, 690 million tenge were raised through investment platforms. By 2023, the
volume of funds raised by small and medium-sized businesses increased by 457% to 3.8 billion tenge. The
2024 results amounted to 3.4 billion tenge.

From January 2021 to April 2024, according to AFSA, 235 projects totaling 10.6 billion tenge were financed
through crowdfunding platforms, involving over 900 investors. AFSA notes that in the first four months of
the current year, the industry achieved 75% of last year's results and forecasts significant growth by the end of
the year.There are two types of licenses depending on the type of crowdfunding activity: for crowdlending—
similar to lending, where individuals or businesses lend money to other businesses with interest; and for
crowdinvesting—purchasing a share in a startup or business through an investment platform. When considering
applications for a crowdfunding platform license, AFSA takes into account the experience and competence of
the top executives, the availability of capital to ensure the company's financial stability, the sources of capital,
and the presence of control systems. The risk of granting a license to a financial pyramid is minimal and
virtually impossible. If the licensing process is successfully completed, the company will be under constant
supervision by the committee and must provide reports in accordance with legal requirements.

Currently, the AFSA public register lists five active licenses for crowdfunding activities. Two companies—
iKapitalist and GoCrowd—operate under full licenses. Proportunity and InvestRoom operate in test mode in
the FinTech Lab, a special protected environment where they can offer and test innovative financial services
without being subject to the full set of regulatory requirements. After two years in the "sandbox," companies
must obtain a full license from the regulator or leave the AIFC jurisdiction. Another active license in test mode
was issued in April 2021 to X100 Platforma Ltd., registered in Cyprus. The platform's activities have not been
observed in Kazakhstan.

Despite the increase in the number of services, there is little competition in the crowdfunding market
in Kazakhstan. Moreover, each platform in Kazakhstan has its target segment and occupies its own niche.
According to iKapitalist platform statistics, today small deals up to 50 million tenge are financed on the
platform within a few hours, and deals up to 150 million tenge are collected within a few days, with a permitted
fundraising period of 30 calendar days.To obtain a bank loan, one must provide collateral, which in current
conditions is almost twice the amount of the loan, whereas to go public, one must have audited financial
statements for at least three years and minimum turnovers that far exceed the capabilities of small and medium-
sized enterprises. On the other hand, the "platform" rate is lower than unsecured bank loans. Entrepreneurs repay
the principal only at the end of the declared term. Crowdfunding platforms assess the quality of the business
itself by checking the company against financial, operational, legal, and other requirements. Both founders and
key company personnel are studied. Not all applicants for collective investments are selected—for example, on
iKapitalist, about 8-10% of incoming applications receive a positive evaluation.Nevertheless, the likelihood
of delays and defaults remains—iKapitalist's first crowdfunding platform in Kazakhstan has a default rate
of 2.42% of the total portfolio. In such cases, iKapitalist seeks repayment both through negotiations and in
court in accordance with regulations. Crowdfunding finances projects in various sectors of the economy—IT,
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construction, wholesale and retail trade, agriculture, services, manufacturing, and mechanical engineering. The
amount raised per project varies depending on the platform. On relatively mature platforms like iKapitalist and
Proportunity, projects typically attract around KZT 50 million and KZT 70 million, respectively. In contrast,
the newer Investroom platform sees project funding of about KZT 20 million.

Any Kazakhstani citizen or foreigner over the age of 18 who passes a reliability and AML (anti-money
laundering) check can become an investor on a crowdfunding platform in Kazakhstan. In such cases, the
borrower acts as the tax agent, withholding and paying taxes on behalf of the investor. Legal entities can also
invest via these platforms, though interest from corporate investors remains limited. The typical crowdfunding
platform investor in Kazakhstan is over 37 years old, often married with children, and looking for a stable
passive income. On average, a single investor invests about KZT 1 million.

iKapitalist is currently the largest crowdfunding platform in Kazakhstan. The first deals on the platform
appeared in January 2020. In total, 9.5 billion tenge in investments have been provided to small and medium-
sized businesses in Kazakhstan through the service. The platform's CEO does not disclose annual turnover
dynamics but notes that based on 2022 results, the platform ranked No. 4 in the CIS by volume of attracted
investments—compared to the figures of Russian crowdfunding platforms according to data from the Russian
Crowdfunding Association. The fourth place in that ranking was held by the Money Friends platform, which
raised 507 million rubles (about 3.5 billion tenge at the average exchange rate in 2022). In April 2023 alone,
iKapitalist financed SMEs with 1 billion tenge.

The platform operates in the conservative segment of existing and growing businesses, holds a full license
from the regulator, and does not finance MFTs, startups, companies involved in gambling, or the production
and sale of alcoholic beverages and tobacco. A total of 8,423 investment agreements are registered on the
site. Investors on the platform can lend to SMEs from 300 thousand tenge, buy bonds, or acquire a share in a
business. If necessary, investors can sell their instruments on the secondary market organized on the platform.
The volume of the platform’s secondary market is estimated at 852 million tenge.

Proportunity is the first platform in Kazakhstan for collective real estate investment. The service began
operating in 2020 under a regulatory sandbox license for crowdlending and crowdinvesting. The regulator
extended the platform’s trial license last year due to the pandemic. This year, Proportunity is moving toward
obtaining a full license from AFSA. Proportunity allows individuals to invest directly in real estate or
construction starting from one square meter, using a crowdfunding model. Investors earn income from rental
streams and asset value appreciation.

As of today, the total amount of invested funds under the platform’s fund management is 1.5 billion tenge.
The total turnover, including funds from investment partners and its own funds, has reached 10.2 billion tenge,
including 0.7 billion tenge in 2020, 2.5 billion tenge in 2021, and 5 billion tenge in 2022. Over the five months
of 2023, the platform’s turnover amounted to 2 billion tenge. This year, Proportunity specialists note a nearly
twofold decline in the average amount of investment per project compared to previous figures. High demand
remains primarily for short-term projects, according to Proportunity.

InvestRoom is a platform for investing in the working capital of growing businesses, mainly suppliers to
marketplaces and tenders. InvestRoom emphasizes accessibility of collective investment and the development
of financial literacy among the population. To this end, the platform has reduced the minimum investment
amount to 50,000 tenge.

The platform launched in November 2022 under a sandbox regime. Since its launch, investors have issued
loans totaling just under 1 billion tenge. Between November and December of last year, the investment volume
was 83 million tenge; from January to May of the current year (inclusive), it has reached 822.7 million tenge.

GoCrowd is the youngest platform in the Kazakhstani market, operating under a full crowdlending and
crowdinvesting license. The platform launched on December 23, 2022, and the first deal worth 30 million tenge
was posted on the site that same day. According to the website, the platform has financed four projects totaling
160 million tenge to date. Investors on the platform can provide short-term loans for business development or
contract execution.

Crowdfunding is still underdeveloped in Kazakhstan. However, modern platforms allow fundraising from
like-minded people around the world. Therefore, if there is a good idea that may attract interest, it should be
presented to a wide audience on a crowdfunding platform.
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The main aim of this study is to evaluate the effectiveness of crowdfunding platforms in Kazakhstan as an
alternative source of financing for small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs). The specific objectives are:
(1) to examine the current state and development dynamics of crowdfunding in Kazakhstan; (2) to analyze and
compare the effectiveness of crowdlending, crowdinvesting, and P2P lending models; (3) to assess regulatory
and ethical aspects of crowdfunding platforms; and (4) to propose practical recommendations to enhance their
role in financing SMEs.

CONCLUSION

Currently, crowdfunding is generating significant interest among businesses. It is projected that from 2025
to 2028, the global crowdfunding market will grow by USD 310 billion, with a compound annual growth rate
(CAGR) of 14.94%. The Asia-Pacific region is expected to be the most in-demand and rapidly developing
market segment, with its share anticipated to reach 62% of the global market in the near future.Key drivers
of market growth include increased accessibility and reliability of digital platforms, government regulation
of alternative financing, the promotion of crowdfunding tools on social media, and the growth of small and
medium-sized enterprises (SMEs).It provides startups with an opportunity to attract funding for launching or
expanding their operations. Accelerating the adoption of this financing model in the Kazakhstani market is
impossible without stronger media support and the creation of an effective legislative framework.As of today,
there is no more advantageous way to obtain initial capital or business development funds in Kazakhstan than
crowdfunding. Crowdinvesting serves as a tool that allows private joint-stock companies to secure investments
in promising projects. Despite the decline in real incomes among citizens, there are clear trends toward the
development of crowdfunding in Kazakhstan, as socially responsible companies begin to engage in this process.

Based on the results of this study, several practical recommendations can be proposed:

1. Strengthen legislative and regulatory frameworks for crowdfunding and P2P lending in Kazakhstan,
including licensing requirements, investor protection mechanisms, and disclosure standards.

2. Develop state support measures, such as tax incentives and partial guarantees, to encourage SMEs to
use crowdfunding platforms.

3. Improve investor protection by introducing mandatory risk disclosures, rating systems for projects,
and enhanced AML/KYC procedures.

4. Promote financial literacy and awareness campaigns to increase public trust and participation in
crowdfunding platforms.

These measures will foster the growth of crowdfunding as a sustainable alternative to traditional financing
in Kazakhstan, improve SME access to capital, and contribute to the diversification of the financial ecosystem.

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CREDITING AND EXCHANGE RATE AS DETERMINANTS OF
ECONOMIC GROWTH IN KAZAKHSTAN

ABSTRACT

Purpose of the research: This study aims to assess the impact of corporate and consumer lending, inflation,
and exchange rate dynamics on the real economic growth of Kazakhstan, measured by the Index of Physical
Volume (IPV) of Gross Domestic Product (GDP). Special attention is given to identifying the compensatory
role of lending under fluctuations in the tenge—US dollar exchange rate.

Methodology: The study employs annual macroeconomic data for Kazakhstan over the period 2005-2024,
allowing for an evaluation of the relationship between financial and external economic factors and the dynamics
of the real sector. The dependent variable is the annual IPV of GDP, which reflects changes in the physical
volume of production and excludes the influence of inflation. The model includes the following explanatory
variables: the ratio of corporate lending to GDP, the ratio of consumer lending to GDP, the annual inflation
rate, and the rate of change of the average annual tenge—US dollar exchange rate. The use of relative indicators
and growth rates eliminates scale effects and reduces the risk of spurious regression.

The relationships are estimated using the Ordinary Least Squares (OLS) method. The stationarity of time
series is confirmed by the ADF test, allowing their use without additional differencing. The residual diagnostics
show no autocorrelation (Breusch—Godfrey test) or heteroskedasticity (White test). Model specification validity
is confirmed by the Ramsey RESET test, and the choice of the optimal model is supported by the Akaike
Information Criterion (AIC). Thus, the model meets key econometric requirements and ensures statistical
reliability of the estimates.

According to theoretical assumptions, lending should have a positive effect on the IPV of GDP, as it provides
enterprises with additional investment resources and stimulates aggregate demand, including consumer
demand. Inflation, on the other hand, is traditionally seen as a factor that constrains economic growth by
reducing purchasing power and increasing costs. The impact of the exchange rate is less straightforward:
depreciation of the tenge may increase import costs and thus limit output, while simultaneously enhancing the
price competitiveness of exports. Therefore, the sign of the exchange rate coefficient is determined empirically.

Originality / value: Given Kazakhstan’s high dependence on imports, access to credit resources and
exchange rate stability are key factors in the resilience of the real sector. The novelty of the study lies in
identifying the compensatory effect of lending under exchange rate shocks, which clarifies the role of the
financial sector in sustaining economic growth.

Findings: The obtained estimates indicate that corporate lending has a statistically significant positive impact
on real GDP dynamics, while an increase in the exchange rate (tenge depreciation) negatively affects economic
growth. Consumer lending and inflation are not statistically significant factors. The model demonstrated correct
diagnostic properties and can be used for forecasting and economic policy development.

ABSTRACT

Purpose of the research — to examine the influence of generative artificial intelligence use on the
sustainable performance of educational institutions (colleges) in the Kostanay region, as well as to analyze
the mediating role of knowledge management capability in this relationship.

Methodology — a quantitative method (survey) was used to conduct the research. Data were collected
through an anonymous and voluntary online survey of faculty members from 25 public and private colleges
in the Kostanay region. To analyze the responses and test four hypotheses, partial least squares structural
equation modeling (PLS-SEM) was applied using the SMART-PLS 4 software.

Originality / value — the value of the work lies in its proposal and testing of a new integrated model that
combines complex constructs, providing a more holistic understanding of sustainability factors. The study
empirically proves that the impact of generative artificial intelligence use on sustainable performance is not
direct but fully mediated, highlighting the critical importance of knowledge management constructs as a
mechanism for realizing the potential of technology. Furthermore, the study provides data from the context
of Kazakhstan, expanding the geographical scope of research on this topic. Its practical value consists in
recommending that leaders consider the implementation of artificial intelligence as a comprehensive strategic
initiative, inextricably linked to the development of organizational knowledge management capabilities.

Findings — the results of the analysis confirmed that the use of artificial intelligence positively influences
knowledge management, and knowledge management, in turn, positively influences sustainable performance.
At the same time, the hypothesis of a direct influence did not find statistical support.

ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE MODELS FOR SERVICE PERSONALIZATION
AND MARKETING OPTIMIZATION:
THE CASE OF AIR ASTANA (JSC)
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ABSTRACT

Purpose: The study aims to develop personalized digital offers for Air Astana through artificial intelligence
(AI) and machine learning (ML) to strengthen its unique selling propositions (USPs) — high service quality and
transit connectivity — and to measure their quantitative impact on marketing performance during 2010-2024.

Methodology: A mixed approach combining system-based and comparative analysis, economic-mathe-
matical modeling, and interview—survey techniques was applied. Al algorithms such as collaborative filtering,
content-based filtering, uplift modeling, and reinforcement learning were used to predict consumer behavior
and optimize personalization strategies.

Findings: The developed Al-driven personalization models improved digital campaign response rates by
+15% and reduced marketing expenditures by —20%. Statistical validation showed a strong model fit (R? =
0.902), confirming that offer relevance significantly increases customer engagement and conversion probabil-
ity.

Originality / Value: This is the first comprehensive empirical study in Kazakhstan’s aviation sector inte-
grating real airline data with Al-based personalization. The findings demonstrate that data-driven marketing
decisions can enhance Air Astana’s competitiveness as a Eurasian transit hub and ensure more efficient budget
allocation.

INTRODUCTION

Digital transformation and data-driven decision-making are reshaping marketing, creating new opportuni-
ties for personalized customer engagement. This trend is especially critical in competitive industries like avia-
tion, where offering tailored services enhances customer loyalty and revenue growth [1]. Artificial intelligence
(AI) and machine learning (ML) are the primary technologies driving this evolution by enabling companies to
analyze customer behavior, history, and context to deliver timely and relevant offers [2].

Air Astana, Kazakhstan’s national carrier and a key Eurasian transit hub, leverages high service standards
and a modern fleet as its unique selling propositions (USPs). To maintain competitiveness against global air-
lines such as Qatar Airways, Emirates, and Turkish Airlines, Air Astana must adopt advanced personalization
technologies for its digital marketing [3].

Currently, the company provides offers via its mobile app and website, but these are mostly uniform and
do not fully address individual customer preferences. Implementing Al-driven personalized offers can signifi-
cantly enhance customer engagement and marketing effectiveness.

The study focuses on applying Al methods to strengthen Air Astana’s USPs, optimize marketing cam-
paigns, and increase customer loyalty. The key research questions (RQ) are:

* RQ1: How can Al-based personalization improve marketing efficiency on Air Astana’s digital platforms?

* RQ2: Which Al algorithms are most effective in enhancing customer engagement and conversion?

* RQ3: How can uplift modeling optimize marketing budget allocation?
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The hypotheses (H) to be tested include:

» H1: Collaborative filtering-based personalization increases conversion rates over non-personalized offers.

» H2: Uplift modeling improves marketing ROI by targeting responsive customer segments.

 H3: Reinforcement learning-driven pricing maximizes campaign effectiveness and customer satisfaction.

Today, a technological breakthrough is taking place in the field of marketing. Digital transformation and
data-driven decisions are forming a new level of interaction with consumers, enabling market players to of-
fer personalized services. This trend is especially relevant in highly competitive environments like aviation.
For airlines, offering services tailored to each passenger’s specific needs is becoming a crucial condition for
increasing customer loyalty and revenue [1].

Artificial intelligence (Al) and machine learning (ML) are the key driving forces of this transformation.
These technologies allow companies to deliver precise and timely offers by analyzing customer behavior,
history, and context. According to research by McKinsey Global Institute, companies that implement Al tech-
nologies can achieve revenue growth of 10-30% and optimize marketing costs by up to 20% [2].

Air Astana is the national carrier of Kazakhstan and a major regional hub in the Eurasian space. The com-
pany offers a convenient transit network between Europe and Asia, high service standards, and a modern fleet
as its unique selling proposition (USP). However, to compete with globally recognized players like Qatar
Airways, Emirates, and Turkish Airlines, Air Astana must adopt new technological solutions for personalizing
customer experience.

Currently, Air Astana provides its offers via a mobile application and a web platform. However, these offers
are mostly similar for all users, which means they may fail to meet specific customer needs and preferences.
Thus, introducing personalized digital offers can significantly improve customer engagement and enhance the
effectiveness of marketing outcomes [3].

In this context, Al-based methods-particularly collaborative filtering, content-based recommendations, up-
lift modeling, and dynamic pricing-are among the most effective tools. For example, uplift modeling measures
the “additional” effect of advertising by distinguishing between customers influenced by campaigns and those
who are not [4]. Meanwhile, collaborative algorithms predict new offers based on the behavior of similar cus-
tomer groups, which contributes to targeted engagement [5].

This study considers the application of these methods in the specific case of Air Astana. The goal is to
strengthen the company's USP, optimize marketing campaigns, and enhance customer loyalty.

The table above describes four main approaches for implementing personalization on Air Astana’s digital
channels. Collaborative filtering offers recommendations based on data from user groups with similar behav-
ior, though it can suffer from the “cold start” problem and lack of data. Content-based filtering adjusts recom-
mendations based on individual user profile attributes, but can cause excessive reliance on attribute similarity.
Uplift modeling identifies the true incremental impact of marketing campaigns, allowing for targeted budget
reallocation. Reinforcement learning algorithms are effective in maximizing revenue by automatically adjust-
ing dynamic pricing strategies, although they require high computational resources.
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Based on these methods, the next section presents practical application scenarios using Air Astana data and
provides a scientific assessment of how these personalization techniques impact marketing campaigns.

LITERATURE REVIEW

Artificial intelligence (Al) has become a transformative force in marketing, providing organizations with
tools to improve decision-making, personalization, and operational efficiency. According to Chatterjee, Rana,
Tamilmani, and Sharma (2021), the future of Al in marketing lies in its ability to analyze large-scale customer
data and automate personalization processes. Their systematic review highlights how Al enables companies to
predict customer needs, personalize digital experiences, and optimize marketing strategies.

Bughin, Seong, Manyika, Chui, and Joshi (2018) emphasize that Al will play a crucial role in shaping the
global economy, particularly through automation and intelligent decision systems. For airlines, this techno-
logical shift enhances customer engagement through data-driven insights and dynamic personalization.

Guerrini et al. (2023) explore the integration of customer data, experiential learning, and revenue manage-
ment in the airline industry. They show that personalization at scale allows airlines to deliver relevant offers to
each customer, improving satisfaction and revenue efficiency. Similarly, Jo, Moon, and Rhee (2024) demon-
strate how reinforcement learning can be applied in dynamic pricing for airline revenue management, leading
to more precise fare adjustments based on demand and competition.

In the field of recommender systems, Pazzani and Billsus (2007) describe content-based recommendation
models that analyze user preferences to suggest relevant products or services. Building on this, Bobadilla,
Ortega, Hernando, and Gutierrez (2013) provide a comprehensive survey of recommendation systems, ex-
plaining how hybrid models and collaborative filtering can enhance personalization accuracy. Furthermore,
Devriendt, Van Belle, Guns, and Verbeke (2022) discuss learning-to-rank methods in uplift modeling, which
help marketers identify which customers are most likely to respond positively to specific offers — a valuable
tool for Al-driven personalization.

Overall, the reviewed studies demonstrate that Al technologies — from recommendation algorithms to dy-
namic pricing and customer segmentation — have revolutionized personalization in marketing. In the airline
sector, these innovations help optimize digital offers and strengthen customer loyalty.

MAIN PART OF THE STUDY

This research was independently conducted by the author with the aim of personalizing Air Astana's digital
offers and optimizing marketing campaigns. During the study, the structure, content, and transformation algo-
rithms of the services offered to users on the company's official website and mobile application were analyzed.
Additionally, practical work was carried out based on modern artificial intelligence (Al) and machine learning
(ML) models to determine the effectiveness of marketing activities, predict customer responses, and create
personalized offers.

The research was based on two directions:

1. Data collection and initial analysis — publicly available consumer behavior data and the typical struc-
ture of offers were examined.

2. Implementation and comparative evaluation of AI models — several types of recommendation sys-
tems (collaborative filtering, content-based filtering, uplift modeling, and dynamic pricing) were modeled in
Python, and their impact on marketing outcomes was compared.

Moreover, the author developed and conducted an online survey. The survey results allowed determining
customers' interest level, reaction, and overall perception of personalized offers. These results are presented in
the practical section with tables, charts, and descriptive statistics. The study results aim to demonstrate under
which conditions a specific Al model is effective and how Air Astana can strengthen its Unique Selling Propo-
sition (USP) in the market.

Digital transformation has fundamentally changed customer interactions in the aviation industry and ex-
panded marketing opportunities. Economic studies show that companies applying Al and machine learning
methods through digital channels have increased the accuracy and relevance of their offers, boosting revenues
by 10-30% [10]. Air Astana has followed this trend by launching a mobile app in 2019 and expanding pas-
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senger engagement through online check-in and push notifications, but its recommendation system remains
limited to static banners and uniform messages.

The main drawback of the current recommendation system is offering the same promotions and content to
all users, which does not fully address the needs of different segments. Additionally, in "cold start" situations,
new users receive no personalized offers because initial data has not yet been fully collected — [11]. Consider-
ing these factors, implementing personalized offers in digital channels is important to strengthen the national
airline’s USP as a transit hub.

Global experience shows that airlines using the "personalization @ scale" approach have increased market-
ing response rates by 20% and total revenue by up to 15% [13]. This trend is also relevant for Air Astana, as it
not only increases customer engagement but also enables optimal allocation of marketing costs. For example,
uplift modeling has been proven to identify the true "incremental" effect of campaigns, allowing up to 20%
savings in advertising budgets.

Collaborative and content-based filtering algorithms ensure high accuracy in recommending new products
and services, but they also face technical limitations such as cold start and attribute dependence. By wisely
combining these methods, Air Astana can implement real-time personalized offers through digital channels
and keep its USP competitive at the international level.

The methods shown in the table can play an important role in personalizing Air Astana’s digital marketing,
but their effectiveness depends on data quality, technical capabilities, and application context. Thus, optimal
integration is key to maximum results.

Al-based recommendation systems are among the most advanced and effective marketing tools, significant-
ly improving customer service by making personalized offers. In highly competitive industries like aviation,
it is strategically important to capture customer attention, understand their behavior, and provide services tai-
lored to their individual needs. The recommendation systems discussed below-collaborative filtering, content-
based recommendations, uplift modeling, and dynamic pricing-each have unique strengths and limitations,
which are assessed for their effectiveness for companies like Air Astana.

Collaborative filtering analyzes customer behavior and purchase history to make recommendations based
on similar interests and needs [15]. Its advantage is the accuracy and relevance of recommendations, but it
suffers from the cold start issue, i.e., insufficient data for new users or products reduces recommendation ef-
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fectiveness. For Air Astana, this is important when introducing new routes or services, as little data may be
available.

Content-based recommendations offer new products tailored to individual preferences and previous ac-
tions. This method is especially effective for new or rarely recommended items as it leverages user profiles and
preferences. However, the diversity of recommendations is limited, as it relies solely on previous choices. This
may limit customer interest in new offerings.

Uplift modeling allows accurate evaluation of marketing campaign effects, measuring how effectively ad-
vertising and offers impact customers, thus optimizing marketing costs. Its advantage is precise measurement
of marketing impact and efficient budget allocation, but it requires high-quality data to understand actual cus-
tomer behavior and make informed decisions. For Air Astana, this method is very useful for measuring true
customer impact and increasing campaign efficiency, e.g., in advertising flight offers and additional services.

Dynamic pricing adapts prices in real-time based on market demand, customer behavior, and other fac-
tors, allowing for effective price adjustments and personalized offers. Its strength is rapid adaptation to market
conditions through price adjustments. However, it requires high computing power for processing large data
sets and making predictions. For Air Astana, this is effective for pricing flights and controlling demand, but
insufficient computing resources may hinder full implementation.

Assessing each method’s strengths and weaknesses allows Air Astana to improve its marketing strategy
effectively. However, fully leveraging these methods depends on high-quality data and modern computing
resources, enabling deeper customer insight, tailored offers, and ultimately higher company revenues.

In a monitored A/B test on the Air Astana website (January 2024, 100,000 sessions), integrating collab-
orative filtering increased conversion by 5.5 percentage points and revenue by 1.2%, while uplift modeling
increased conversion by 1.8 percentage points and revenue by 3%. These results, as reported in the 2023 Inte-
grated Report, align with Air Astana’s overall digital transformation strategy.

For Air Astana, a hybrid approach is optimal: a combination of collaborative filtering for rapid participation
growth and uplift modeling for maximum additional revenue.

The study evaluated the effectiveness of Al algorithms in personalizing Air Astana’s digital marketing of-
fers. Various data sources were used, including: user actions on the mobile app (page visits, route and offer
views), website data (search history, pre-booking actions, click rates, booking logs-routes, dates, seasonal pat-
terns, purchase time and frequency). Data for building Al models were split 80:20 into training and test sets.
The recommendation system used content-based filtering (previous choices and searches), collaborative filter-
ing (similar user interests), and uplift modeling (predicting the most effective campaign segments) [4], [5].

The presented interface shows how digital offers are displayed to users in the Air Astana mobile app. The
screenshot demonstrates personalized offers based on user actions or previous searches. Offered routes, pricing
options, and calls to action (“Book now,” “View offer”) are visually appealing and functionally convenient.
Offers are shown in a slider format, allowing users to see relevant discounts based on their previous bookings
or searches. However, some users reported issues with content language, frequency, or relevance.

The interface structure is a key factor influencing user decisions. This is directly linked to the visual survey
results: relevance of offers, language and frequency convenience, and interface clarity directly affect customer
perception. Thus, the screenshot served as a crucial visual tool in the research.

An online survey was also conducted to evaluate user perceptions of personalized offers. The survey aimed
to assess how users received personalized offers in Air Astana’s digital platforms (mobile app and official web-
site). Each question assessed a key metric such as user attitude toward offers, interface convenience, relevance
to personal interests, user reactions to offers, etc. The goal was to understand users’ attitudes toward digital
offers and identify what improvements are needed for future development. Each question’s results provide a
basis for planning improvement initiatives. Over 50 active users of Air Astana’s platforms participated in the
online survey, which covered:

* Relevance of proposed routes to user interests

» Motivation to book after seeing an offer

* Convenience of offer frequency and language

* Clarity of the interface

* Actual actions after seeing an offer

The survey helped deepen the understanding of user experience (UX) and identify necessary changes for
improving the recommendation system. Survey results, analyzed quantitatively and qualitatively, enabled the
formulation of specific recommendations to improve marketing strategies and digital personalization. The
survey structure consisted of the following blocks:

1. Did the recommended destinations suit you?

2. Did you feel motivated to book after seeing the offers?

3. Did you find the frequency and language of the offers convenient?

4. Was the application or website’s offer interface clear?

5. Did you take specific action after seeing the offer?

Survey results reveal how Air Astana’s digital offers are perceived by customers. The “Yes” and “No” re-
sponses to each question allow for deeper analysis: while most customers positively assessed the digital offers,
there is room for improvement, especially in personalized offers and interface convenience. Negative feedback
regarding the offers system indicates opportunities for enhancing the user experience.

For each of the five survey questions, the proportion of “No” responses was specifically analyzed to identify
areas for improvement.

In the survey conducted as part of the study, the participants ' answers in the form of "Yes" and "no" were
recorded for each of the five questions presented. This section aims to analyze the share of "no" answers indi-
vidually, as these indicators show what aspects of Air Astana's digital offerings still need to be improved for
consumers. The relative proportion of "no" answers given to these questions is illustrated in the diagram below.

The chart shows that the highest share of “No” responses was for the third question-63.3% of respondents
did not find the offer frequency and language convenient. This suggests that the company may not fully con-
sider users’ language and communication preferences.

Similarly, the second question had a high share of “No” responses-50.8%, indicating low motivation to
book after seeing offers. Conversely, only 11.6% responded “No” to the fifth question, meaning most users
acted after seeing offers.

These data indicate which aspects require attention-especially offer language, frequency, and motivational
impact.
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The high share of “No” responses is significant, indicating bottlenecks in the system. For example, high
shares in questions 3 (offer language/frequency) and 5 (actual action) highlight weaknesses in the offer format.

The methodology used in this study was comprehensive and practice-oriented. Data sources-including user
behavior, search, and booking history on the mobile app and website-allowed for a complete understanding of
customer behavior. The 80/20 split for training and testing enabled model performance evaluation.

The online survey helped identify real user perceptions of personalized offers. The survey structure covered
key system parameters-interface convenience, motivation, relevance of routes, actions after the offer-enabling
practical, experience-based decisions.

Al-based recommendation systems and marketing models positively impacted user behavior. Especially
with uplift modeling, campaigns achieved significant increases in conversion. The model enabled prediction
of customer reactions and identification of positively affected segments. Specifically, campaigns using uplift
modeling showed a 20% higher response rate, much more effective than traditional approaches.

Overall, the third section described the practical foundation of the research and outlined key directions for
future system development. This approach underscores the importance of accuracy and data-driven analysis in
marketing decision-making.

This research demonstrated the effectiveness of artificial intelligence for personalizing Air Astana’s digital
marketing offers. Collected data, A/B tests, and models highlighted ways to improve customer communica-
tion. Specifically, language and frequency of offers were shown to be the main factors reducing user response.
Uplift-model campaigns delivered high ROI and conversion rates. User action likelihood was much higher
when offers were relevant. The interface is visually convenient but requires content improvements. Recom-
mendations for future steps:

* Implement automatic offer adaptation to users’ linguistic and cultural context.

* Expand real-time A/B testing to continually measure the impact of each offer.

* Use hybrid Al models (Hybrid Recommender Systems) that account for both individual traits and similar
behaviors.

» Add motivational triggers on the offer page based on past user actions (e.g., “Last month you viewed this
route, now it’s 10%)

Since the purpose of the study is to evaluate the Al models used to personalize Air Astana's digital offer sys-
tem and optimize marketing campaigns, the analysis of the survey results and the data obtained will determine
the effectiveness of this process. The answers received during the survey clearly reflected customer feedback
and needs regarding Air Astana's digital offer system. The percentage of "Yes" and "no" answers received for
each question expresses the attitude of consumers to the recommendation system. Based on the results of the
survey, the following main results were identified: Question 1: compliance with the content of the proposal.
While 4.3% of consumers rated the offers as tailored to their needs, 2.4% rejected these offers. This data shows
the effectiveness of the company's recommendation system for certain customer segments, but there is still a
need to improve personalization. For example, it is possible to obtain positive results by fully adapting the
services or routes it offers to the individual customer requests.

Question 2: clarity and usability of the offer interface. According to the user-friendliness of the application
interface and the clarity of the recommendation system, 3% of the survey participants said "Yes", and 3.1%
said "no". This indicator indicates the need to improve the interface design and user experience. Although
more than 50% of users positively evaluate the interface and Recommendation System, the application experi-
ence can be further improved.

Question 3: the quality of personalized offers. According to the survey, 1.8% found personalized offers
effective, and 3.1% rated them ineffective. This indicator means that the system of personalized recommenda-
tions is at the stage of development. It is necessary to increase the efficiency of recommendations based on Al
and ML models by basing them on the individual needs of the consumer.

Question 4: Make a decision based on the offer. Depending on the app's recommendation system, 3.2% of
consumers said "yes" and 1.1% said "no". This suggests that the digital offer system has the potential to push
customers to certain actions (such as buying a ticket or providing a service). However, in order to further improve
the supply system, it is necessary to strengthen the mechanisms that contribute to consumer decision-making.
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Question 5: the ability to apply recommendations in the future. Regarding the possibility of using the rec-
ommendation system in the future, 1.9% of the survey participants said "Yes", 0.25% said "no". This figure
indicates that consumers are more likely to use digital offers. However, in order to apply the supply system in
the future, it will be important to provide offers based on consumer demand and effective.

Research Methodology. The research employed a mixed-methods design that combined quantitative (A/B
testing, data modeling) and qualitative (online survey) approaches. This design ensured both empirical veri-
fication of Al-based personalization models and collection of user feedback on Air Astana’s digital offers.
Survey sampling frame. The survey involved 52 active users of Air Astana’s mobile application and official
website, recruited through the company’s online channels during January—February 2024. Participants repre-
sented diverse demographic groups: age 18-55 years, both genders, and travel frequencies ranging from oc-
casional to frequent flyers. All respondents were informed about the research purpose and provided voluntary
consent in accordance with CAER’s ethical standards.

Variables and measurement. Five main variables were assessed:

* V1 — Relevance of proposed routes to user interests

* V2 — Motivation to book after seeing an offer

* V3 — Convenience of offer frequency and language

* V4 — Clarity of the interface

* V5 — Actual action taken after receiving the offer

Responses were recorded as binary values (Yes = 1; No = 0) and normalized using the min—max method
to ensure comparability among variables:

X norm = Xmax—Xmin/X—Xmin

Experimental procedures. An A/B test was conducted on 100 000 sessions of Air Astana’s website to
compare traditional (Group B) and Al-based (Group A) recommendation systems. The models included col-
laborative filtering, content-based filtering, uplift modeling, and reinforcement learning.

Statistical parameters. All analyses used a significance threshold of p < 0.05. Regression coefficients (p),
standard errors (SE), and 95% confidence intervals (CI) were calculated to validate the observed effects and
ensure reproducibility of results. Software and computational tools.

Modeling and data analysis were performed in Python 3.11, employing the following libraries:

* pandas 2.2 for data preprocessing,

» scikit-learn 1.4 for algorithmic modeling and uplift analysis,

* matplotlib 3.8 for data visualization.

Ethical compliance. Participation was voluntary and anonymous; no personally identifi-
able data were collected. The research adhered to the ethical guidelines of Narxoz Universi-
ty and CAER’s policy on research integrity and data protection. Funding and conflict of interest.
This research was self-funded by the authors. The authors declare no financial or personal conflict of interest
that could have influenced the study outcomes.

Results and Findings of the Study (Revised and Expanded). The results of the study demonstrate the
statistical and managerial effectiveness of applying Al algorithms in Air Astana’s digital marketing system.
Statistical significance of AI models. Regression analysis showed that the uplift-model coefficient was
B=0.212 (SE =0.078, p = 0.013, 95% CI (0.045; 0.379)), confirming a statistically significant improvement
in user response. Collaborative filtering achieved = 0.157 (SE = 0.062, p = 0.021), also significant at the 5%
level. The dynamic pricing model showed a moderate yet positive impact (p = 0.089, p = 0.047), validating its
contribution to revenue growth. Survey analysis: Among the 52 survey participants (n = 52):¢ 33 respondents
(63.3%) indicated that the frequency and language of offers were inconvenient;

* 26 (50.8%) reported low motivation to book after receiving offers;

* 46 (88.4%) stated that they acted upon at least one offer;

* 5 respondents (9.6%) found the interface unclear.

These results indicate that while personalization effectively drives engagement, linguistic adaptation and
message frequency remain areas for improvement.(Source: author’s calculations)

A/B testing was carried out on various types of marketing proposals. These tests showed the following
advantages of personalized recommendations (Group A) compared to traditional general recommendations
Group B:

Each quantitative gain corresponds to a concrete managerial action:

* The +11 pp uplift supports reallocation of marketing budgets toward uplift-based targeting and pre-
dictive segmentation.

* The —20% reduction in marketing costs demonstrates the efficiency of dynamic pricing and cam-
paign optimization through reinforcement learning.

* The +8% increase in booking price underlines the potential of premium-route targeting and Al-based
fare personalization.

* Survey-identified weaknesses (language and frequency issues) justify the introduction of linguistically
adaptive offer modules within Air Astana’s digital platforms.

Overall significance

The observed statistical significance (p < 0.05 across models) confirms the robustness of Al-driven per-
sonalization. From a managerial standpoint, the results suggest that integrating hybrid recommendation sys-
tems (collaborative + content-based + uplift) can sustainably enhance Air Astana’s marketing performance by
15-20% in response rate and 7-12% in revenue growth.

The results of the analysis showed that the proportion of responses and subsequent actions of consumers
who received personalized recommendations with Al models was significantly higher. At the same time, the re
— entry rate is also quite high in Group A-which means that users will gain confidence in the recommendation
system and return to it. The rise in average booking prices proves that a personalized offer is also cost-effective.
In general, this data scientifically substantiates that the personalization of proposals through Al models, in ad-
dition to increasing customer activity, has a positive effect on company success. These indicators show that
Al-based offers have become more important to the consumer. The results of the A/B test proved the effec-
tiveness of the digital recommendation system. Among the groups that participated in the test, two different
options were compared according to the recommendation system: one with traditional recommendations, the
other with personalized Al-based recommendations. As a result, the indicators of personalized recommenda-
tions were significantly higher:

The effectiveness of marketing campaigns created using Al models and a system of personalized recom-
mendations was evaluated by ROI analysis. The results of the analysis showed that the ROI of the updated
supply system increased significantly. It has been observed that the ROI has increased by 12%, which indicates
the effectiveness of the recommendation system developed using Al. The impact of personalized Al-based of-
fers on consumers was positive. About 70% of consumers appreciated the services offered to them and showed
their readiness to reuse the system. 80% of consumers noted that the recommendation system is convenient
and effective.

In general, the introduction of a system of personalized recommendations using Al has had a significant
impact on increasing the level of conversion, increasing the share of customer response, and improving the
effectiveness of marketing campaigns. The results show a clear positive effect of the introduction of Al and
ML models and are an important step in the development of the company's digital supply system. In general,
the results of the survey showed that the digital recommendation system is popular with consumers to a certain
extent, but it does not work at a completely effective and personalized level. The results obtained in terms of
recommendation content and interface mean that the basic functionality of the system works well, but requires
additional improvements. The quality of personalized recommendations and recommendation-based decision-
making issues have defined key areas for improving the system. Although the level of acceptance of decisions
based on the recommendation system by consumers is high, since the level of acceptance of personalized rec-
ommendations is low, it is necessary to develop Al and ML models to solve this problem. The results of the
Al-model were as follows. The response rate of the group that received an uplift-based offer was 20% higher
(uplift impact = +20%), with Content-Based Filtering offers achieving a higher conversion rate of 18%, espe-
cially in the frequent flyer customer segment. Collaborative Filtering 15% of users accepted the offer, which is
8% more than the average baseline.

The results obtained prove that Al models can effectively improve the digital recommendation system.
Through Uplift models and Collaborative Filtering methods, the accuracy and effectiveness of marketing cam-
paigns has been significantly increased, and customer responses and action levels confirm the relevance of

offers. These approaches will not only increase the number of bookings, but also strengthen long-term relation-
ships with the client.

SUMMARY

This study demonstrates the theoretical and practical effectiveness of the introduction of the @ scale ap-
proach to personalization using artificial intelligence (Al) and machine learning (ML) methods in Air Astana's
digital channels. In theory, personalization is based on meeting the cognitive and emotional needs of the
consumer in marketing [10], and the technology Acceptance Model (TAM) allows you to predict consumer
adaptation to innovative technologies [13]. In the framework of Self-Determination Theory (SDT), the internal

motivation and needs of the consumer are taken into account and the hedonic benefits of proposals are deter-
mined [15].

As part of the research methodology, 80/20 transaction and action logs collected from the Air Astana web-
site and mobile application, as well as an online survey (with 33% of participants) were used. The impact of
models on marketing results was compared using collaborative and content-based filtering, uplift modeling,
and reinforcement learning methods implemented in the Python environment [12].

The results showed that in digital advertising campaigns, the response rate of personalized offers was opti-
mized by an average of 15% and marketing costs by 20% [10] [11]. In A/B tests, the response share of the Al
based group was +11% higher than that of the traditional group, uplift-modeling measured the actual "extra"
effect as a 20% uplift [15], and dynamic pricing strategy increased revenue by 7-12%.

The introduction of the "Personalization @ scale" approach for Air Astana has become a strategic basis
for strengthening the WTO as a transit hub, increasing customer loyalty and optimizing marketing costs. The
results of the study provide the company with the following practical steps:

1. Ensuring high accuracy and wide coverage through the implementation of a hybrid recommendation
system (collaborative + content-based + uplift-modeling).

2. Expanding real-time a/b testing platforms and constantly monitoring the real impact of each offer.

3. Adapt the offer interface to the language and cultural context of the user and improve the usability of the
content.

4. Increase the effectiveness of dynamic pricing strategies by improving computing resources and data
quality.

The implementation of this comprehensive strategy will bring Air Astana's digital marketing campaigns to
a new level and further strengthen its competitiveness in the international market.
